The meeting was over about 7 fo’clock
this evening, and visiting players return-
ed to their homes to-night,

That the meeting was not as harmoniouvs
as the officers would like to lanpress upon
those in the hotel corridor was plainly
shown on the faces of several of the dele-
gates, especially those from = the east,
When approached on the subject, however,
President Zimmer said:

“The meeting was harmonious in every:
way. - 1 -was greatly swprizsed at the good
feeling shown during the entire time.”

Yet his statement could not have been
backed up in the hotel corridor, where one
of the players was emphatic in certain
iines, jch did not show good feeling.
The meeting was scheduled to begin at 10
d'clock, but at that hour the regular com-
mittee was In session discussing the prelim-
iuary end of the meeting, and deciding on
the eligibility of certain players. Joe Kelly
of the Brooklyns and William Clarke of the
Bostons, who are talked of as going to the
American Association, were called before
the committee for an explanation of cer-
tain statements which were sént ont from
the east. Kelly stated that he had been
misquoted, and Clarke sfated that he would
not do anything that would injure the cause
of the players.

From what could be learned after the
mesting, Joe Kelly of the Brooklyn Club
was the disturbing factor. He was mot in
favor of the Players’ Protective Association
continuing on the present lines, and as one
of the delegates stated, he appeared to be
w in the fnterests of the National
League, being Hanlon's right bower, The
chief svhject under discussion was the ac-
tlon to be taken against the National
League if this organization did not give in
to the players. This s a vital point of
the associstion. Attorney Taylor did not
like to talk on the subject. but finally ad-
mitted that the whole matter lay in the
hands of the Executive Committee, of
which Zimmer will act.

“We have been trying to get some satis-
factory agreement from the National
League,” continued Taylor,'‘but have failad
8o far. What is the use of us working any
further on it? Tt is up to the National
Lesgue, Zimmer has been delegated
to take care of the players’ interest in the
matter. The meeting was a harmonious
one, and I must admit I was agreeabiy
surprised to sec it such.”

Clarke Griffith, the Chicago pltcher, who
has entered in the manufacture of base-
halls, had his sphere adopted by the As-
scelation, and every effort will he made to
place ~this ball in all-of the leagues.

Bill Clarke, who is talked of as manager
for the Baltimore Association team, ex-
plained his side of the story to the me.1-
bers and later to the reporters.

“I will not manage the American Asso-
dation team in that eity, except undeg
one condition, and that Is that the Associa-
fion must met the demands of .the players.
I have put heart and soul in the players’
cause, and will not desert them. I am sure
the American Association is a go, but
they will not have me until the agreement
is signed with the players, That is where
I stand on the argument.”

Nearly all of the players left for their
homes by midnight, and the hotel was de-
seried.

The opiniom prevalls to-night that a boy-
cott agailnst the National League is the
result of the meeting of the Players’ As-
gociatiop, and the terms of the boycott are
stated In la(x:funge that 1s not likely to be
misunderstood.

The American League was not represent-
ed at the meeting, but from the resolution
adopted it i evident that a distinet under-
stainding between the Players’ Association
and that league exists, and the National
will elfther have to recognize the Players’
Associatlon or fight to the finish.

NO FIGHT, SAYS OHI0’S GOVERNOR.

Cinecinnati Promoters Warned, and
Jefiries-Ruhlin Contest Will
Likely Be Decided Else-
where,

Cincinnatl, Feb. 8.—Gov. Nash has tele-
graphed from Columbus to the directors of
the Saengerfest A. A. at Cincinnati that the
Ruhlin-Jeffries fight cannot be held in
Ohio, and the promoters are disconcerted

and discouraged.

The directors of the Saengerfest Athletic
Assoclation were in continuous session to-
day and to-night gave out a despatch ad-
dressed to Gov. Nash, which read: i

“Eminent attorneys assert that there is
nothing iilegal in the boxing con-
test, and we are satisfied that there Is no-
tmbgpreduduuto-‘oodorduottoumh
standard of morals. We believe this plan
- :.,nm»g money . to the deficit incur-
'red in extending ho: lity of our city to-
ward visiting strangers is ‘entifely proper.

Board are entitied to the
symrpathy and support of the people, and
they should not be iled and hampered
| by legal proceedings.’’

:‘R,TMS despatch was signed by the John C. |
‘Roth Packing Company and more than 1000 |
other leading business men and firms of
Cincinnati. The autograph signatures and
list were sent Gov. Nash by mail.  ’ |

Gov. Nash's reply was as follows: !

~Your telegram received. Unless al' out-
ward evidences and preparations are at
fanlt, the ‘énterpride booked for Cincinnati
of Feb, 15 will be a prize fight. Tt will not
be permitted to come off and the en‘ire
power of this State will be used to pre-
vent #t."”"

‘Another despatch to Gov. Nash stated:

“It is not and never has been the inten-
tion to give a prize fight. The Mayor's
permit is for a boxl contest and noth!ng
will be done that sa permit and the Ohlo
statutes do not authorize. It is not the in-
tention to amtagonize your authority nor
the power of the State. WNothing will be
done that will violate the law.”

This was signed by five directors of the
Saengerfest A.' A. Compary.

The news from Gov. Nash and from the
meeti! of the Saengerfest A.C. soon
reached Jeffries’ training quarters. It caus-
ed consternation there as well as at the
Country Club, where Ruhlin Is training.

Later to-night the following was receiv-
ed from Gov. Nash:

““You are unfortunate im your prepara-
tions if the affair is to be simpiy & boxing
contest. The signs all point unerrinz’y
to a prize fight. I will be governed by this
evidence and the affair will not be permii-
ted. If you persist, you will find your-
selves in conflict with all the powers of
the State.”
