er lhalf of the defender’s milk white main-
sa

11 eyes were constantly focused on that
shadow, the Shamrock’s adherents praving
to see It move ahead, while the Columbia’s
backers were no less anxious to see it glide
away and melt in the blue astern. Bat
there the stain lay, and would not shift,
save to glide up and down with the sway-
ing of the yachts to the stainless blue.

And when five minutes had elapsed the
defender, to be quit of this dance of shad-
ows on her malinsail, impatiently put up
her helm and stood away on \he opposite
tack.

Around came the Shamrock to the same
dircction, the Columbia petulantly shifting
her course again, to be instantly followed
by her rival. Both soon wearied of this
fruitless work and gettled down to plain
sailing again, and kept starboard tacks
aboard until the bhobbing stake boat was
reached and rounded.

The Shamrock was in the lead at that
point by about thrice her own length—39
seconds in time, to be exact.

Crews Pause to Watch Each Other.

As she went around the stake hoat amid
the shrick of whistles aud hlare of horns,
she dropped her spinnaker boom to port,
and then, as she was on the point of break-
ing out her great spinnaker, her crew
paused to look back and see what the Co-
lumbia was doing.

That vessel also rigged out her spinnaker
boom, and the long length of sail, made
fast in stops, was swaving up and down
the mast. She was just breaking out her
spinnaker when her erew suddenly paused
and looked ahead to see what the Sham-
rock pecple were about; and for a space
of several minutes the two narrowly watch-
ed each other, neither caring to take the
initiative in thiz matter of setting spinna-
kers.

At last the Columbia took the lead, and
broke the stops of her sail, but hardly had
it been sent swelling to the breeze before
the Shamrock’s was flowing also. -

The Shamroék at this time was a full
three lengths ahead, and on every sun-dyed
faece shone eager/ anxious iInterest as to
what that run down the wind would dis-
cover. For this was the first time the two
had measured speed when running before
a wind, and none knew which would foot
it faster in that end-on tilt.

Both soon added balloon jibs, and under
this immense spread of sail theéy began to
fight out their battle for smpremacy. It
was soon apparent that there was no great
difference hetween the yachtg when going
dead before a breeze.

There were some mighty cheers when
the Columbia, after blanketing the Sham-
rock sufficiently to decaden her speed, sud-
denly sheered off a bit, and, with her gath-
ered headway, sent her bowsprit forking
even with the stern of the Shamrock. But

that vessel almost immediately regained
what was lost.
Columbia Gradually Forges Ahead,

Then the Columbia slowly and gradually
forged ahead again, and finally settled into
a_ position between three and four lengths
ahead. That she held to the finish, an
ending so spectacular and go noisy that it
seemed the wild tumult would never die.

Then the spirit of racing got abroad once
more, and almost everything that went
afloat seemed to want to race with some-
thing else. The tugs Navigator dnd Le-
high, between whom has long existed a
difference of opinion as to relatlve speed,
settled the matter definitely and for all
time by a tilt which began at the lightship
and which ended in the upper bay by the
Lehigh withdrawing from the -contest,
beaten by several lengths., There was $200
wagered on the result.

Then the two great Luckenbach tugs, the
Edgar F. and the Walter Luckenbach, tried
to see. which was the faster of the two, the
latter winning by a gond margin. There
were numerous other impromptu contests.

He drew atteniion
to the terrible state of affairs on the otner
side, where so many people have been
lynched of late.

He said, there would be no marriages In
Heaven, as there would not be nearly
enough men to go around.

Canada, he said, had among her sons
some of the cleverest men in fhe world,
and he did not see why the Lighest offices
in the land were not open to lhem.

He took time to denounce the institu-
tlons of learning thruout the world, stat-
ing that ‘“‘learning and infidelity go hand
in hand.” The fad to-day was to edmcate
the head and not the heart. This he de-
nounced in the strongest terms. ' He him-
self was a college graduate and he was
