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HOW TO ,AHERICAN!!E GREAT
BRITAIN.
Canada holds a somewhat peculiar posi-

tion, between the United States on the
one hand and Great Britaln on the other.
Politically, we are part and parcel of the
British Empire, but commercially we are,
to a large extent, part and parcel of the
United States. Our commerclal relations
with the United States are much more
extensive than appears from the trade re-
turns. While the trade between the two
countries is large, especially the éxports
of the United States -into Canada, there
is an even more intimate relatlonship be-
tween the two peoples, in the assoclation
for business purposes of their leading fin-
ancial men. Canadlan ayd United States
capitalists are to be found In partnersnip in
all the big developments thruout the Do-
minion. And not only fs there a part-
nership of capital, but of skill and brains
as well. The directorate of many of the
leading industrial enterprises of Canada
is composed of men from ‘both sides of
the border. Such concerns as the Steel
Works at Sydney, the iron, steel and
paper mills 4t Sault Ste. Marie, the ship-
yasd at Collingwood, the Dominion and
Crow’s Nest Cofl companies and scores
of other big enterprises that might be
mentioned are international in their char-
acter. Boston, New York and lw..adeiphia

than are Montreal and Toronto. As far
as the trade relations between Canada
and Great Britain are concerned, they
might become much closer and intimate,
if Great Britain could see her way clear
to adopting the principle of a mutual
trade preference. She has decided against
that, for the time being, at any rate; and
there is no immediate prospect that the
velationship between Canada and the
Mother Country will be intensified thru
ltapiff readjustments. There is no reason,
however, why British capltal, brains and
skill should not co-operate, with the re-
sources, money and men of Canada, in the
same way that Canadians and -Americans
are working together. We do not desire
to discourage United States capital seek-
ing investment In this country. There is
room in Canada for the surplus capita!
of both the United States and Great
Britain, and we would like to see the in-
dustrial magnates of the Mother Country
taking the same personal interest In our
affairs as do the big rallway and indus-
trial men of the United States. While
Great Britain has the reputation of being
the greatest world-wide .investor of nall
the natlons, it is true, at the same time,
that her people are narrow and insular.
Everything outside the pale of the two

The aldermen who side-track
all proposals to appeal to the court are
playing into the hands of the company,
and are doing so designedly and knowing-
ly. A direct and persistent appeal to thd
courts to annul the franchise by reason
of the fallure of the company to live up
to its obligations would result either in a
‘much-needed improvement In the service
or In the cancellation of the franchise.
Concurrently with the issue of a writ for
this purbose and its prosecution to finality
the city should lay out new routes, as
already suggested by. The World, and, on
the failure of the company to équlp them,
should advertise the franchise for sale,
or the city should equip the lines itself.
These are the two plans of attack that
should be pursued by the city. The filling
up of letter books, the holding of con-
ferences, the talk of auto car and air ship
competition—nothing pleases the comioi\hy
_better. The only-thing it will take any
serlous notice of is a bona fide law suit
to annul its charter, and the introduc-
tion of such dompetition as is provided
for in“the agreement.

Live Stock for Chicago.

The Dominion Depaytment of Agricuiture
has issued an order in regard to The In-
ternational Live Stock Exposition, to be
held at Chicago, Ill., from Nov. 30 to Dec.
7, 1901, announcing to the exbibitors thers
that they will be allowed to take stock
to the Chicago Show from Canada and re.
turn it to Canada withont its being held
for quarantining purposes, provided 1t
goes to no other place in the United
States except the grounds of the above-
mentioned Exhibition, and is returned im-
mediately to Canada at the close of same;
and also provided that during the Exhi-
bition no woutbreak of contagious disease
occurs on the grounds of the sald Exhibi-
tion.

In order to insure the admission of cattle
for exhibition without being subjected to
the tuberculin test, such cattle must, how-
ever, be accompanied by a certiticate is-
sued by a Chanadlan veterinarian stating
that they are 'free from contagious dis-
eages,

QUESTION AS TO TIME LIWMIT

May Have Failed By Less Than ®
Minute to Win the Deutsch
Prize.

Paris, Oct. 10.—The Santos-Dumont air-
ship ascended at St. Cloud at 2.38 o'clock
.4his afternoon, and five minutes afterwards
began to round the Eiffel Tower.

1*“Santos-Dumont completed his trip suc-

-eosstilly, but a question has arisen as to
geliether it was done within the time limit.
M, Deutsch says the aeronaut won the
prize. The committee, however, declared
that Santos-Dumont took 30 minutes 40 47
geconds to make the trip. .

M. Deutsch offered a prize of 100,000
frapes for any machine that would make
the télp from St. Cloud to and around the
Eiftel Tower and return within 30 minutes.
Santos ~Dumont for the

Santos-Dumont exceeded the
time limit by 40 geconds.

The enormous crowd which had gathered
inside and outside the grounds = gave the
aeronaut a tremendous ovation, As Dhis
basket came within speaking distance,
Santos-Dumont leaned over.the side and
asked: ‘“‘Have I won the prize?”’

Hundreds o fspectators shouted: *“Yes!”
but the Count De Dion, & member of the
company, approached, and sald: “Friend,
you have lost the prize by 40 seconds.”

The aeronaut afterward protested agalnst

the declsion. shrugged his “shoulders and
remarked: ‘‘Anyway, I do not care per-
sofially for the 100,000 frauncs. 1 intended
to glve it to the poor, A number of ladles
who were present threw flowers over tire
deronaut and others offered him bouquets.
At this moment M. Deutsch arrived at the
club grounds, having only before that
moment reached Parls from Blarritz. He
advanced, embraced Santos-Dumont, shook
hands with him and said: “For my part,
I would rather that you had won the prize.”
The crowd then gave the two men a great
ovation, cheering heartily for Santos-Du-
mont and Deutsch. %
Santos-Dumbont claims that he won the
prize because he reached the park within
the time, and that the rules governing, the
contest made no mention of having to
ground within the 30 minutes.
The dispute is due to the action of the
committee, which, some time ago, modi-
fied the terms of the contest by luserting
the latter stipulation. Santos-Dumont, at
the time, protested, and . refused to De
bound by the fresh regulation, and strenu-
ously upheld this view with the Count
De Dion, and other members of the com-
mittee. On descending to-day he declarr
ed that he considered he had won the
prize and would not try again. 1t the
money was withheld it was not his fauit.
M. Deutsch sald he would give 20,000
francs to the poor, notwithstanding the
declgion of the committee. But santos-
Dumont declined to accept the offer agd
solution of the difficulty.
There was @ large assembl?~» of people
at the Eiffel Tower and considerable in-
terest manifested in the experiment m
othet parts of I:ar\s, groups of people
gathering in the streets to watch the pre-
gress of the balloon with its long guide
rope hanging, and white canvas propeller

SOLVED PROBLEM iIN 3 YEARS,
M. Santos-Dumont has made seven at-
tempts before his present successful effort
to win the prize of 100,000f offered by M.
Henry Deutsch this year to the aeronaut
who should steer a balloon from St. Cloud
round the Kiffel Tower and back in 30
Ruinutes.

Six alrships have been constructed by
the young Brazilian, each belng regarded
by the inventor as an improvement on its
predecessor.

M. Santos-Dumont made a trial of his

first steerable balloon in September, 1808,
when he’ proved the possibliity of steering
an airship. Further tests and trials have
been intermittent during the last 18 mouths
at Nice and in Paris.

For the Deutsch prize eight aeronauts
were announced to be dn competition with

M. Santos-Dumont, namely, MM, Tatin,
Jioze, Ader Capt. Renard, Baron Bradsky,
Don Sarlate, Marquis de Dion and M.
Deutseh himself. - Of these, only M. Roze
haseso far attempted the course, but with-
out success.

On three occasions, in his attempts for
the prize, July 13, Aug. 8 and Sept. 19,
M. Santos-Dumont narrowly escaped " dis-
aster from his balloon belng driven against
trees or high buildings.

M. Santos-Dumont is 28 years old. He
was horn at Rio .de Janeiro, in 1873, his
father being the ‘‘coffee king'’ of Sao
Paulo. He is of French descent on_his
mother's side. At 12 years of age he drove
steam engines on his father's . estate rall-
ways and became a clever mechanician.
