The Liberal candidate in Muskoka
attributes his defeat to Mr. Gamey.
“Where he spoke the vote was heavi-
est against me.” The curious thing is
that he attributes Gamey’s influence
ts the fact that there was no time to
answer him. Gamey made his charges
in the legisiature on the 11th of March,
seven and a half months ago. They
were expiicit fn the extreme; in fact,
the speech contained,  the bulk of
Gamey's evidence as well as the
charges. They were debated for sev-
~ eval weeks in the legislature, and were
then referred to two judges, chosen
by Mr. Stratton and his colleagues.
Grmey appeared before the commiasion,
and was severely cross-examined upon
every detail of his statement.. Lengthy
reposts, some of them verbatim and
some rearly o, were published in the
newspapers. The offictal report of th?
trial is comtained in a bulky volume
of a thousand closely pack-
el pages, Every detail of the case
was eagerly discussed in the newspap-
ers and on the streets. Finally the
judges decided against Gamey on every
puint. Ancther discussion took place
in the legislature, in whi¢h the report
was reviewed at great length. Tt was
even said that the subject had been
discussed too much, and that people
were tired of it. It is hard to under-
stand Dr, Hart's statement that the
Gamey charges took the people of
Muskoka by surprise,

Government papers are commiserat-
Ing the opposition on the prominence
achieved by Mr. Gamey. They have
got him mnow, it i® eald, and cannot
get rid of him. But the question is

. not.what the Conservative party will
gain or lose, but what sort of govern-
mént. the people of Ontario are getting
and are likely to get. Dr. Hart says
hie found the people were tired of the
government—it had béen in power too
long, and there were other charges, This
expresses a very general feeling. The

Gamey eharges might not have been
8o . effective against a strong govern:
ment. But even so strong a Liberal
journal as The Kingston Whig declar-
ed that the inquiry showed. the neces-
#ity of overhauling the civil service.

Then the conduct of the government
In the by-elections has been weak, and
has destroyed the confidence of many
of its supporters. The treatment of
Nonth Renfrew can be described only
as outrageous; and the only excuse
that can be given for it is that the
government is weak to the point of
bhelplessness, and could not stand such
a blow as the election of one more
opponent. A governmemt so weak has
no authority to administer the affairs
of the province. It virtually declares
want of confidence in itself,

The first thing to be dome, then, Is
to put an end to the existing state of
affairs. The rest may be left to the
good senge of the people of Ontarfo, It
is absurd to contend that two millions
of intelligent people cannot govern
themeselves, and that the resignation of
Mr. Ross and his colleagues would leave
them helpless. Our opinion (s that a
gemeral election would resuilt in tl’ie re-
turn of Mr. Whitney and his friends
by a good working majority. But If
the result should not break the pre-
sent deadbock, the Lieutenant-Governor
would be warranted in intervening, and
in calling to his aid such persons as

" are shown to possess the confidence of
the people. Give the people the chance
and they will very soon find half a
dozen administrators who will manage
their affairs with vigor and hon-
esty. ‘The great benefit of the change
will be the shaking off of the parasites
who thrive upon the age and weak-
ness of the moritbund government, If
the same evjl arises again we can ap-
ply the same remedy.

* STATUS OF THE COLONIES.
Signe are multiplying that Great Bri-
tain is becoming alive to the changed

sense of independent nationality thru-
out the self-governing eolonies. The
Eritish public are realizing that these
colonies are no jonger to be regarded
as mere extensions of the Mother Coun-
try, whose cemtre of loyalty must be
found in her. It was and is this cen-
turies old conception which led so many
thoughtful observers to prophesy the
ultimate disruption of British power by
the secession of the colonies as thes:
rgppectlvely attained a sufficlency of
strength. This idea was virtually ac-
cepted as being the only possible de-
velopment of the colonial system and
plans for the future welfare of the
Motherland were mdde on the suppo-
sition that her resources must be con-
centrated in her own struggle for con-
tirued existence, Cobden’s free trade

a letter written by the great apostle in
1842, he said: ““The colonial system
with all ts dazzling appeals to the
passions of the people can never be
got rid of except by the indirect pro-
cess of free trade, which will gradually
and imperceptibly iloose the bonds
which unite our colonies to us by a
mistaken notion of self inteprest.”
idle, therefore, for the defenders of the
existing free trade system to maintain,
as many are doing, that ¥ hag made
for the preservation of the bond which
unites Britain and the dominions be-
yond the seas. That the bond stands
fast is due not to the policy which was
designed to weaken and ultimately d=-
ptroy it, but to the birth of a new
conception of the destiny of the British

race.
This new ideal originated in the col-

onies themselves, and to Canada musf
be given the credit of first giving it
distinet form and voice. By #t the

main mere satellites of the Motherland,
but become themselves centres of their
own systems, There is a higher centre
common to Great Britain and th’ col
onies—a higher entity of which Great
Britain and the Britains beyond the
seas are alike members, each with Ms
own independent nationality enriching
the common empire, which claims the
allegiance of all. It is not surprising
that this novel conception met at first
with prather a frigid reception in the
Motherland., Especially to the official
mind, saturated with traditional and
customary usages did it seem highly
disaffected and reprehensible, To those,
howeverg who saw that under no eir
cumstances could that old condition
continue, and that there was no aiterna-
tive between a funther onward move-
ment and ultimate dffruption 4t came
with all the force of truth. But the
very fact that the British empire is
now in a transition stage entails cau-
tious and prudent going. There s too
rauch tendency in these days to hasten
by artifictal means what can only come
by a natural unforced growth. This
restless anxiety to see the frult when
scarce the seed §s in the ground is one
of the alluring will-o-the-wisps of the
age. But it is clear enough that the
present political movement in Great
Pritain is wonderfully helping forward
this new view of the éempire’s inter-re-
lations and destiny. Nor has the
Alagkan boundary result, both as re-
gurds the inception of the Commis-
sion and the manner of its award,
falled of educative effect. The cry of
disloyalty emanating from some of the
