Eighty-Two Names Handed 
Out at Headquarters. 6

Without the slightest hesitation, 
Charles Mallings, 338% Ridout street, 
pleaded guilty in police court this 
morning to two charges of theft and one 
of desertion from the Canadian army, 
but when the magistrate read a fourth 
charge, that of bigamy. Mailings replied: 
"Nothing doing on that stuff. I have 
one woman, and that’s enough."

Magistrate A. H. M. Graydon remand­
ed the prisoner to jail for one week in 
order to permit the crown attorney to 
secure information from Chicago before 
proceeding with the trial.

The thefts of a typewriter from the 
office of Sergt.-Major W. H. Prouse at 
military headquarters and a bicycle 
from Corp. E. Poulter on September 10, 
1917, were admitted by the prisoner. His 
plea of guilty to deserting from the 
Canadian Engineers on September 17 
last was registered next.

When It came to the charge of bigamy, 
Mallings strenuously denied that he had 
more than one wife. He admitted going 
through a form of marriage with Dora 
Plank on August 1, 1917.

Crown Attorney J. B. McKillop pro­
duced papers to show that when he en­
listed in July last the prisoner stated 
he was married and gave his wife's 
name as Rose Mallings, Chicago.

Mailings explanation was that he had 
informed the military authorities that he 
was married in order to defraud the 
army, as the separation allowance sup­
posed to have gone to his wife had in 
reality been assigned to his sister.

Mallings was arrested in Toledo a few 
days ago, and was handed over to De­
tective Egelton at Windsor Wednesday 
by a Toledo officer.

VETERANS DISAPPOINTED
AT SMALLNESS OF GRANT

MANY TIMES RECHECKEDMail-Carrier in Hospital and

EVERY TRACE OF RHEUMATISM GUES
Effort Made Not To Include 

Names of Men Not 
Absentees.

John Probyn, aged 68, a mail driver, 

residing at 379 Grosvenor street, was 
so badly hurt in a collision at the 
corner of Wolfe and Waterloo streets 
last evening that he may not recover. 
He was rushed to Victoria Hospital, 
and at 3 o'clock this afternoon Victoria 
Hospital authorities stated that Probyn's 
condition was still critical. It is not yet 
known whether he will survive or not. 
He is still in a semi-conscious condition.

Mr. Probyn was making a collec­
tion of the evening mail when, it is 
stated, his wagon was hit by an arito 
driven by Arthur Harrison, 671 Dun­
das street. The wagon was wrecked 
and the horse ran away. The 
mall was scattered and Mr. Probyn 
was picked rip unconscious and carried 
into a nearby house. The mail was 
taken to the home of Inspector McLean 
of the postoffice staff. Mr. Probyn is 
the father of John and Samuel Probyn 
of Detroit, and his wife only left a few 
days ago to visit with them. She was 
notified and is expected home today. 
Sam Probyn was a member of the 
London police force for many years.

After the accident Harrison called a 
doctor and an ambulance, and then 
went to the police station and reported 
what had happened.

When interviewed today, Harrison 
stated that the accident was purely un­
avoidable, and that he was only pro­
ceeding at a rate of speed less than 15 
miles an hour. He stopped, he claims, 
within 20 feet after his car hit the mail 
wagon. ‘He further claims that Probyn 
was on the wrong side of the street, 
and that the aged man had admitted 
this in an interview to him at the hos­
pital this morning.

After being several times checked and 

rechecked by both the military authori­
ties and the deputy registrar's depart­
ment, the first list of defaulters to be1 
issued in this district was handed to The 
Advertiser today at district headquar­
ters.

Lists have been published in other 
districts for some time, but the author­
ities in Western Ontario were deter­
mined not to give out the names until 
they were absolutely certain that they 
were correct.

Instructions issued from Ottawa re­
quired, that the names be forwarded 
by the deputy registrar to the military 
authorities, so that the names of those 
men who had reported before they had 
been ordered to do so, and those who 
had reported late, could be struck from 
the list of those who had failed to re­
port. After a second checking by the 
military authorities, they were again 
checked by the deputy registrar, and 
have now been returned to district 
headquarters today.

All Failed To Report.
The list contains the names of 82 

men who have failed to respond to the 
orders to report for service under the 
military service act.

"It is as nearly correct as it is pos­
sible for us to make it," said a head­
quarters officer to The Advertiser today. 
"Great care has been taken to avoid 
publishing the name of any man who is 
not a defaulter." The names of those 
sick and have sent certificates, and who 
will report when better, are not included 
in the list.
