Near Montevideo.

RIO DE JANEIRO,. April 19.—A de-
spatch received here says that an Ar-
gentine warship during manoeuvres
last night near Montevideo, fired 200
shots from heavy,guns and threw their
searchlights for a considerable time in
all directions over the shores. This
resulted -in almost, a panic among the
inhabitants who were for a time un-
able to understand the nature of the
seeming demonstration.

IRE HERE THS Week

47th Annual Meeting of the 0.E.A.
Has Many Important
Features,

Over one thousand school teachers
will invade the city to-morrow from all
parts of the province, coming to attend
the forty-seventh annual meeting
the Ontario Educational Association.
The meetings will be held at the Uni-
versity of Toronto, commencing to-
n.orrow and continuing on Weanesday
and Thursday.

The association includes sixteen de-
partments and Sections. These will be-
gin their work on Tuesday morning,
and in the evening the opening xcneral
meeting will be held in convocation
hall. L. E. Embree, LL.D., the presi-
dent of the assoctiation, will deuver an
address at this meeting on “Some Ten-
dencies in Education.”” Presideat Fal-
corer will also welcome the delegates
on behalf of the university, and with
the members of the faculty will hold &
reception at the close of the meeting..

One of the visitors at the convention
is J. P. Haney, inspector of manual
training in the New York City schools.
In view of the interest now taken in
manual training and technical uca-
tion, the two addresses which he is to
give will be of great interest to educa-
ticnalists. On Wednesday afternoon he
will speak on ‘“Manual Training,” and
in the evening his subject will be “Ap-’
plied Design.,” Both these addresses
will be given in the convocation hal,
and will be open to the public, as are
all the meetings of the assoclatuo.

On Thursday evening J. L. Hughes
will give a lecture on ‘BEuropean
Schools’’ in convocatwon hall.

An important question that will be
discussed at the meetings i{s the ques-
tion of promotion examinations. Among
many of the teachers of the province
there is a strong feeling that a teacher
is the best judge of which of his pupils
should be advanced to the superior
grades, and that an examination paper
set by an outsider is a test that is un-
fair to both teacher and pupil.

At the general meeting of the associa-
tion on Wednesday evening, Principal
Hagarty will discuss methods of gradu-
ating pupils from public to high schools,
and on Tuesday morning will discuss
methods and standards of matricifla~
tion in the high school principals’ sec-
tion. The same question will come up
in various forms in all the sections, and
it is possible that some resolutions will
be passed commending the action of the
department of education in ‘doing away
with written examinations in some sub-
Jects,
