After many unsuccessful attempts, the
cpponents of the ‘“Join the Preshyterian
movement” managed to introduce dn
amendment to the motion ratifying the
sale of the church, the amendment belng
as follows ¢ ¢

“That the ratification of the deed of
sale be postponed until consultation .{is
arranged between a committee appointed |
by Western Congregational Church and
the Toronto congregational council, those
opposed to the absorption of Western
Congregational Lnurch by Dale Presby-
terlan Church to be represented on the
committee,”

‘The chairman forthwith ruled that the
amendment was out of order, took an
immediate vote on the ratification of the
agreement of sale, which, with most «f
the opponents disquallified from voting,
was carrled.

A church member at this point excit-
edly asked the chairman for inform-ition,
but was refused a hearing, the cha'rman
asking that' the doxology be sung, which
was followed by prayer and the m woting
fbrought to a close.

Spoken to after the meeting, the church
member who could not get a hearing
told The World that he wanted to ask
the chairman what was to become of
the money arising from the proceeds of
the sale of the church to the Jews:

KENNETH MACKENZIE
CALLED BY DEATH

He Was Formerly on Teaching
Staff of the Central Tech-
nical School.

Kenneth MacKenzie, formerly a
member of the teaching staff of the
Central Technical School, passed
away yesterday at his home, 141
Lisgar street, after an illness of sev-
eral months.

Mr. MacKenzie, who was born in

Toronto 42 yearg ago, was educated
in the public and high schools of
the city and then gqualified at the
Normal School as a teacher. He
taught school in Weston and Bolton,
Ont., for 8% years and then took his
degree of bachelor of science at To-
ronto University.
