Philadelphia. Pa., Dec. 2—The question 
of whether Harry K. Thaw, toe slayer 
of Stanford White, shall be taken from 
Matteawan asylum in New York state 
to Pittsburg to testify in bankruptcy 
proceedings, is on the list for argument 
Tuesday in the United States Circuit 
Court of Appeals in this city. The pro­
ceedings have been brought here by form­
er Gov. Stone of Pittsburg, counsel for 
Thaw, on an appeal from the decision 
of Judge Young of the U. S. District 
court for toe western district of Penr^yl- 
vania, who, on October 20, dismissed a 
writ of habeas corpus to bring Ihaw to 
Pittsburg. Thaw’s counsel, promptly ap­
pealed and on the following day the Ap­
pellate court in this city granted a writ 
of error transferring the case to this city 
for review. If the Appellate court fails 
to sustain the decision of Judge Young 
and grant the habeas corpus it is beliiv- 
ed the court would insist that Ihaw oe 
returned to New York state after he has 
testified in this state.
