Previous to the ratification by Canada of the Anglo-Japanese Treaty of 
1890, the arrangement between this country and Japan was that the Mikado a 
government would allow only four
Japanese from each province of the kingdom to emigrate to the Dominion in any 
one year. But when Canada accepted the treaty of 1894 in its entirety, and 
by legislation last session ratified it, it became the law of Canada, so that in­
stead of the restriction previously obtaining as regards Japanese immigration, 
full liberty to enter was granted to all Japanese.

TKILLED AT SYDNEY MINES —
Something New. Sydney Mines, NV S., Sept. 11.—Struck 

by a fall of stone weighing nearly 500 
pounds the life was crushed out of a young 
Englishman named Charles Brown this 
forenoon in No. 5 colliery of the Nova 
Scotia Steel Co. The rock struck the un­
fortunate young, man on the left side of 
the head, fracturing the skull and almost 
entirely tearing off the ear.

“There are, naturally, many difficulties 
to be overcome, one of the greatest being 
the continual shifting of the sand around 
the vessel. At some times the wreck is 
completely covered, and .then our work is 
twice as hard.

“The Lutine now lies right in the centre 
of a number of dangerous sandbanks, and 
some of the operations, which have been 
frequent during the last century, have 
been attended with loss of life.

“It is stated that when the vessel went 
down there was bullion on board to the 
value of $2,500,000, but so far only $500,- 
000 has been recovered, and we are now 
going to try to recover the remainder.

“Unfortunately the weather handicaps I 
us considerably, and during the whole of : 
this year we have not had one really lav- 
orable day. As can be easily imagined, | 
when the sea is rough the work is very j 
difficult to carry out, and on one occasion, 
when an attempt was being made with 
the aid of a diving bell, the waves almost 
overturned it.

DANGER AT A MINIMUM.

“With submarines the danger will be 
removed, but nevertheless, on a rough 
day ,the shoals of continually moving sand 
interfere with our work to a great extent, 
and prevent our getting at the wreck.

“One day, for instance, the sand is all 
removed from above the wreck, but by 
the next it is frequently covered up 
again, and the work has to be begun all 
Over again.

“The Lutine now belongs to Lloyds 
and we have already placed the order for 
the building of the necessary apparatus, 
so that we shall begin salving operations 
very shortly. I think they will be suc­
cessful, and that with the submarine we 
shall recover all the bullion still remain­
ing in the hold of the ship.
