TURKEY.—Letters from Constantinople of the 

7th ulL, announce the commencement of the fes­
tivities in honour of the marriage of Sultana Adi lu, 
with Mehemet Ali Pasha on the 6th inst., and add 
that they were to continue eight days. Tents had 
been raised for the accommodation of the public 
functionaries in the plain of llaydar Pasha, where 
the nuptials xvere to take place.

A letter dated Constantinople, June 17, 1845, 
says the entertainment giv
by the Sultan to the ambassadors went off capitally. 
The Syrian question seems now to be pretty quiet, 
though it can never be satisfactorily settled as long 
as the Maronites and Druses have arms, and are, 
in a manner, at liberty to use them. In the midst 
of the late struggle between them, it is said the 
American Protestant missionaries acted a noble 
part. They remained in the villages alter they 
had been burnt and sacked, dressed the wounds of 
the Maronites, and then went and performed the 
same good offices towards the Druses, being equal­
ly beloved and respected by both tribes.

Syria.—The civil war in Syria was still conti­
nued at the latest intelligence, between the 
Maronites and Druses. The number of villages 
burned exceeded a hundred, two-thirds of which 
belonged to Christians, 17 of xvhose convents had 
been reduced to ashes. Thirty thousand persons 
are said to be at Kesrouan, Zable, Saide, and 
Beyrout, without shelter or means of existence ! 
The European Consuls had interfered, and it was 
hoped that order would soon be restored.

EGYPT.—A lçttcr dated Alexandria, June 1ft, 
1845, says the Pacha is very quietly enjoying the 
cool retreat of his beautiful summer residence at 
Rassaton, in tho midst of his family, all the mem­
bers of which are at present on a visit to him. lie 
is in possession of excellent health. The accounts 
received lately of the conflict between the Maron­
ites and Druses at Andura and Sebin prove to have 
been very much exaggerated. The country still 
continues, hoxvever, in a very unsettled state.

Tiif. Cafe.—NX's have an arrival from the Capo 
of Good Hope, bringing the dates down to the end 
of April. A collision had taken place between the 
Boers who had emigrated beyond the Orange River 
and the Griqua tribes, in which, by some of tlm 
reports, some of the latter had been killed, and 
several of both parties wounded. A squadron of 
the 7th Dragoon Guards and 900 of the ftlst Regi­
ment had in Consequence been moved with activity 
towards the frontier to prevent any further sacri­
fice of life.

England in a state of Transition.—That 

England is in a state of transition, is now suffici­
ently apparent to every observer ; that is to soy, she 
is undergoing changes in public sentimenti and 
changes in her social and national policy, that 
would, up to the present time, have been deemed 
impossible. We see as clearly as the hand-writing 
upon the wall, that the whole system of commercial 
protection is about to be abandoned, not hastily, we 
admit, but by a slow and gradual process ; and 
within ten years from the present time, should peace 
continue, we doubt if any duties or imposts will 
exist, but those imposed for fiscal purposes. What 
is the dicta put forth by the leading business men 
ot the kingdom ? xvhy that it is necessary for the 
well-being of England that she be e.\|>osed to the 
competition of the world—that she is able to bear 
opposition from any quarter, and must forthwith re­
solve to do so. In the debate that tuok place on 
the 10th of June, on the motion of Mr. Villiers, for 
a total abolition of the Corn-laws, this feeling 
apparent from all quarters ; and although the mo­

religion, it is well known they are mainly Intended 
for the use of the Catholic population of the Sister 
Kingdom. The Duke of Wellington, it is true, as­
sured the House of Ixirds that it was not the in­
tention of the Queen’s government to propose 
general endowment for the Catholic clergy ; but 
Lord Wharncliffe said that he hoped to.see the day 
speedily arrive when the people of England would 
see the advantage of, and urge such an endoxv- 
nient. Now, Lord Wharncliff is one of the Cabi­
net, und holds the important office of President of 
the Council, lie has never been u Whig or free 
thinker, and is a nobleman of the highestchnrsc- 
ter and respectability. Yet the above sentiment 
he utters in the face of the nation from his place 
in the House of Peers.

The seutiuieut of war i* eschewed by every 
of respectability out of the army and navy ; and 
even in these services—-among the men who hear 
arms as o profession—some of the strongest ad­
vocates of peace are to he found. The Duke of 
Wellington is proverbially a man of peace ; nor 
do we in the different naval and military publica­
tions see an appeal to arms recommended, except 
in cases of absolute necessity. Whoever reads 
those organs of public sentiment for the newspa­
pers, and other journals, must have observed tlmt 
war is no longer regarded as a sport and pastime 
of rulers. War cannot now be made by this ca­
binet or that party, nor at the will and caprice of 
a sovereign ; no war could he tvnged or indeed 
begun without a full conviction of its necessity on 
the part of the people at large. Woe be to the 
minister or to the party xvho again o|»ens the temple 
of Janus xvithout due and ample cause. It was 
the Affghan war which the nation regarded 

ry, that tended more than any other 
to overthrow the whig cabinet four years ago. 
This change in public sentiment is most gratify­
ing, for it marks the advance of the people in the 
true art of government ; it shows that the light of 
true Christianity and philanthropy illumes the 
British nation, and that whenever a war does oc­
cur it will be attended xvith such unanimity and 
with such a thorough conviction of needfulness, 
that the whole power of the people will be put 
forth to punish the wicked aggressor. The 
councils of the nation and the energies of the 
people will be no longer divided by contrary opi-

bloody day be afar off*.
The House of Lords, we have just seen, has 

passed a Bill for a large grant of money to the 
Catholic College of Maynooth, by a vole of three 
to one.

The Great Britain Steam-Ship.—The Great 
Britain Iron steam ship made an excursion round 
the Eddystone on Friday week. She left Mil bay 
pier, the tide lia'f ebb, nt a quarter to nine o’clock, 
and arrived at the Eddystone at live minutes after 
ten o’clock. There was about 500 passengers on 
board. On returning, the ship was several times 
suddenly stopped, owing to the heated state of 
some parts of the main bearings of her immense 
engines. There was no wind, the sea smooth, and 
the weather warm, the thermometer being 70 in the 
shade. On the occurrence of these stoppages, 
the machinery was allowed to cool.and when again 
put in motion, plentifully supplied xvith water pour­
ed from a hose-pipe. The machinery of all new 
engines is liable to this casually. It may be re­
collected that when her majesty’s steamer l’enelope 
made her first trip doxvn channel her puddle 
boxes became ignited from the same cause. On 
entering the Sound, while under way Captain 
Ho.skin had the helm put hard aport. and turned 
the immense ship completely round in about six 
minutes, and then by reversing the screw had her 
worked astern, and having stopped her wav, turned 
her round in n circle, the diameter of which 
scarcely exceeded her oxvn length. Her passengers, 
and the spectators croxvded on the heights ashore, 
appeared highly gratified by these evolutions, 
which furnished undeniable evidence of one of the 
numerous advantages derivable from this method 
of propulsion. At twelve o’clock she landed her 
passengers at the pier, and in the afternoon depart­
ed for Dublin.

She passed the “ Land’s F.iul” nt nine o’clock, 
when she hailed the Devonshire steamer, for Dub­
lin, and passed that, vessel more than two knots 
nn hour. Shortly after this it was discovered that 
something was wrong in the machine-room, and 
on examination it was found that the condensing 
air-pump was injured, having the guard and four 
two inch bolts broken. At three o’clock on Satur­
day morning, she started xvith one pair of engines, 
and made five knots nn hour against a strong head 
wind. She stopped at nine o’clock, when the 
valves xvere opened and tried, and after this she 
made up to eight knots an hour. A letter, written 
to Captain Iloskcn, and signed by the passengers 
on board, explained the cause of the delay. 
Croxvds of visitors inspected her at Kingstown.

She left Kingston for Liverpool at ten o’clock 
yesterday morning, and arrived in the Mersey nt 
nine in the evening, having been about lli hours 
performing the voyage, about 120 miles. The in­
terest manifested to witness her arrival at this 
port xvas very intense, and thousands of persons 
thronged the piers of the harbour to witness her 
approach. We think xvc shall not be going be­
yond the truth, if xxe say that the Great Britain is, 
nt the present moment, one of the greatest objects 
of interest in the United Kingdom. We do not 
employ
upon her gigantic proportions: xve use it in its 
strict and literal sense. It is not alone her extra­
ordinary size that makes her so remarkable in the 
eyes of the naval architect and men of science. 
There are peculiarities in her structure, and more 
particularly in her power of propulsion, which ore 
destined to test the value of some important theo­
ries in mechanics ; the Great Britain is calculated 
to try the practical utility of principles, the appli­
cation of which to our ships of xvar xvould be of the 
first national importance.—Charles If Ulmer.

GT* T,1C folloxving Address of the Committee 

of Correspondence of the General Relief Commit­
tee, to the inhabitants of the United Kingdom of 
Great Britain and Ireland, is copied from NeiIson’s 
Quebec Gazette of the 1 Ith instant :

Fellow Countrymen and Friends:—Scarcely had 
the inhabitants of Quebec begun to recover in some 
degree from the horror, confusion and dismay of 
the conflagration on the 28th May last, xvhich 
veiled them to make their funner appeal to your 
benevelence, when it pleased an overruling Provi­
dence to visit them with another similar and even 
greater calamity. On the night of the 28th June, 
eiearly the whole remaining part of the suburb of 
St. John which the former fire had spared, and a 
large part of the suburb of St. Lewis, were reduced 
to Bakes;—Beginning, as on the former occasion, 
at the extreme windxvard point of the suburb, and 
fed by a gale ef wind from the Eastward (to which 
quarter the wind had changed in the evening of that 
day, after blowing from the xvestxvard for nearly a 
fortnight,) the fire spread with irresistible fury 
through the length and breadth of both suburbs.

Govern-The buildings, almost entirely of xvood, fell before 

its rage even with greater rapidity than those on 
the 28th May. In eight hours, of more than 1200 
dwellings, two places *f Worship, three school 
houses, and numerous stores and out-houses,—no­
thing remained but blackened chimneys, 
walls, and piles of raies. The Burial Ground of 
the Protestant population has been traversed by the 
fire, and its wooden and marble memorials of the 
dead to a great extent injured or destroyed ;—and 
in passing throegh this district, which lately 
lained the homes of 9000 inhabitants, neither man, 
woman or child is now to be met, except a fexv 
stragglers, from curiosity surveying the desolation. 
Several thousands of those xvhose dwellings had 
been destroyed in the last conflagration, had here 
found shelter by the kindness aad hospitality of 
their charitable fellow citizens ; and were thus 
again driven forth, ineolved in one common 
with those who had harboured them. The morning 
of Sunday the 29th June, dawned upon more than 
154)00 people whom the flames had left without 
«belter or food, scattered,—with the effects they 
had been able to save, over the fields and open spa­
ces without the walls, or flying to the neighboring 
settlements. As on the former occasion, a third 
part of the City has fallen a prey to the flames ; 
and Quebec on the landward side is reduced to 
limits not much larger than it possessed when 
Wolfe fell before its walls. But the lost calamity 
may be said to be far greater than the former, as 
falling upon a large number of those who had suf­
fered then, depriving them of their last shelter, 
consuming a larger amount of property, either 
insured or for xvhich the owners, being themselves* 
holders of stock in the Insurance Companies, must 
bear their own loss, and utterly destroying the re­
sources of a latge class of the population xvho 
weuid have been still able to succour those xvho 
had been cast upon their charity.

If, as stated in our former appeal, the contribu­
tions of those who had come forxvard to the 
relief of the sufferers had reached or ’perhaps 
exceeded the limit of their means, our fellow coun­
trymen will feel that our present further appeal to 
their charity is not xvithout too just a cause. Still 
we are using every exertion within our ability tu 
alleviate the public misfortune; many have lied fur 
ever from a city which appears to them to be under 
a doom, or have found present shelter in otlier part»» 
of the Province; but the inhabitants who have re­
ceived them are themselves too poor to keep them 
long, «id they will probably return to the City 
before the winter.

Looking forward with alarm to the state in 
which we shall be when the winter comes upon 
os, with two-thirds of the City in ruins and nearly 
two-tbirde of its population, of the productive and 
industrious classes, reduced almost to the level of

City.

Charles Willmer’s Nexx’s Letter says—“ The 
whole country seems at present to think of nothing 
but railways, railxvay construction, railway shares, 
railway speculation, and railxvuy profits—Business 
in this market [Liverpool] has fallen off" a little du­
ring the last fortnight, but it continues to be by 
no means insignificant.”

The prorogation of Parliament, it is confidently 
expected, will take place about the middle of Au­
gust, after which the Queen and Prince Albert xvill 
leave for Germany.
