Mr. Covey also announced that
an athlete could receive up to $1.50 for
a meal without being professionalized,
no matter what he actually paid for the
meal. He showed that the affidavit only
asked that the athlete should be in good
standing in 1914 and did not insist that
he had never received money, prior to
that time. The latter clause, he said,
only applied to the period since Novem-
ber, 1919.

Mr. Covey admitted that the original
list had contained many prominent local
athletes, but he said that several of them
were not on the second list, which in-
cluded only men against whom sworn
affidavits had been made. He said that
he had 200 names on the second list.

Mr. Covey then requested that he be
given an opportunity to address the St.
