The body of the unknown soldier was
brought here last night, after it had been
honored by Marshal Foch and other mili-
tary officials in France from the time it
was exhumed until the escort of French
‘destroyers turned for’'home after seeing
the British destroyer Verdun, which bore
the body, safely into the harbor of Dover.

It was brought to London in the same
railway car used.to transport the bodies
of Edith Cavell, the nurse who was ex-
ecuted by the Germans, and Captain

NOTABLE DAY IN
EMVPIRE CAPITAL,
(Canadian Press.)

London, Nov .11—Great Britain today
$mpressively honored her war heroes by
according a field marshal’s funeral to an
unknown British warrior, who was
buried in Westminster Abbey, and un-
veiling a permanent cenotaph in White-
hall to the “glorious dead.”

Aside from members of the royal fam-
ily, who. included Queen' Mary, Queen
Mother Alexandra and Queen Maud of

"Norway, the members of the British cab-

inet, and a few officials including Hon.
Sir George E. Foster, Hon. C. J. Doherty
and Hon. N. W, Rowell, the only wit-
nesses to efther ceremony were persons
who lost relatives In the great war.

As “Big Ben” in the tower of the par-
liament building began to strike the hour
of 11, King George, facing the 16th cen-
tury coffin of the unknown soldier, which
was resting on a gun carriage, drew a
cord that released a Union Jack draped
above the cenotaph, and after the last
stroke of the hour, thousands of people,
who crowded Whitehall as far as one
~onld see in either direction, remained
tbsolutely silent for two minutes. :

This silence was broken by a choir
toftly beginning the hymn “O, God, Our
Help in Ages Past,” which was followed
»y the Lord’s Prayer, recited by the
Archbishop of Canterbury.

Euglers sounded “The Last Post” and,
with its escort of troops and a band,
the gun carriage then moved toward the
abbey, with King George, was chief
mourner, walking behind it.

8ir George Foster deposited a wreath
of maple leaves at the foot of the monu-
ment on behalf of the Dominion of Can-
eda. The Canadian party walked in the
procession to the abbey with the mem-
bers of the British cabinet. 4

abbey, the king stood at the foot

nall or crowded the abbey, a little band
of approximately 100 women in the ab-
bey received the most reverend attention.

The People’s Flag,

The grave was filled with sofl brought
from the grave from which the body was
exhumed in France and was covered by
what is known as the “padre’s flag,” one
of the most famous flags figuring in, the
war. It was taken to France early in
the struggle by a ch#iplain who used it
scores of times at funerals on the field,
and it has been much coveted by many
regiments to which the chaplain has
loaned it for short periods.

Not in recent: years has London seen
such detailed police precautions. “Extra
:strong barricades had been constructed
lut every approach to Whitehall and the
abbey, and every man that could’ be
spared was on duty, or was held in re-
serve near Whitehall. Store windows
even blocks away were boarded or pro-
tected by steel shutters in order to pre-
vent breakage by the crowd.

After the ceremonies were completed
the barricades were opened and when the
witnesses had passed out, all who cared
to were

it. Long lines began to file past im-
mediately, and it seemed the solemn
march would continue for hours.

Forget.”

In Francde,

Paris, Nov. 11—Official and civilian
France today ‘did honor to the memory
of the nation’s sons who fell during the
war. Paris dedicated the day to recfg-
nition of the sacrifice made by hundreds
of thousands of dead who are sleeping in
cemeteries along the battle line.

Called from its grave on the field of
Verdun, the body of an unidentified
French soldier was carried, solemnly
through the streets -and reburied under
the Arc de Triomphe. Following the
flag draped gun carriage walked Presi-
dent Millerand, cabinet members and
three French marshals, Joffre, the hero
of the Marne; Foch, who accomplished
the final defeat of Germany, and Petain,
whose defence of Verdun will forever
live in French song and story.

Verdun, France, Nov. 11—Neither the
freezing cold November night nor the
long waiting line could subdue the eager-
ness of the residents of this city to
participate in the funeral vigil over the
bodies of eight unknown soldiers of
France, exhumed so that one might be
chosen for burial under the Arc De
Triomphe in Paris.

Hamilton, Ont., Nov. 11—If Canada
had profited from the lessons taught by
the world war there should be no neces-
sity to urge the need of a well rained
militia, said Lieut.-Gen. Sir R. E. W.

He said aviation should be de-
veloped, not only along military lines
.but to place it en a sound commercial
basis as well. !

Gen.' Turner said it was a mistake for
a country to allow its married men and
those approaching the age limit to volun-
teer for military serviee during a war,
before the robust manhood had first been
placed in the ranks.

“Certainly no other
children’s society in the world—and
about 500 have followed this parent or-
ganization—has received such a magni-
ficent gift. It will enable us to realize
our wildest dreams for the relief of
waifs and unfortunate children of this
