Citizens' Committee Also Complete Plans For the
Peace Celebration on Saturday by Deciding on
. Automobile Parade in Morning—Fireworks in
Evening to Surpass Anything Ever Seen in City.

At the meeting of the Citizens’ Com-
mittee at the board of trade last even-
ing, plans were arranged for the peace
celebration to be held in the city on
Saturday, July 19, and it was also de-
cided that the returned soldiers’ reunion
and the celebration in honor of the ar-
rival of the Prince of Wales should be
united and held on August the 14th and
15th respectively.

S. H. Mayes, chairman of the Returned
Soldiers’ Reception Committee, presided
at the meeting and among those present
were His Worship Mayor Hayes, Com-
missioners Thornton, Fisher and Bul-
lock, R. E. Armstrong, secretary of the
board of ,tradd, W. H. Golding, J. C.
Chesley, Captain Mulcahey, A. O: Skin-
ner, ‘Canon Kuhring, W. S. Clawson, Dr.
Broderick 'and A. E. Frame, secretary of
the Great War Veterans’ Association.

The meeting was opened by a, few
remarks by Mayor Hayes.  He said that
the purpose of .the meeting was to con-
sider whether the provincial reception
for the returned séldiers.and the recep-

In speaking of the reception for the
returned soldiers, his worship suggested
that the provincial government might
use. the money that had been collected
for. patriotic pufposes and not spent. by
paying the fares of the soldiers coming
to the city from other porties of the
province. The mayor also said that he
had been: speaking to _ Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Pugsley .and he was in favor of
merging  the reception- of the returned
soldjers and the welcome to the ‘Prince
of Wales'in a two day -celebration.

A. O. Skinner, in speaking of the pro-
posed fireworks on the evening of the
peace celebration, said that they could
not be held from Fort Howe as this was
too dangerous. Mr. Skinner said that
he also was in.favor of combining the
reception® of the returned soldiers and
the Prince of. Wales. - He thought that
the government would probably help the
city out .in the expense’ of bringing the
soldiers from other parts of the; province
to the city and also of other expenses
incurred in suitably decorating the city.
But the city, of course, would have to
look after the expenses incurred on the
celebration ‘of peace day on Saturday.
In speaking further on bringing the re-
turned soldiers to the city for the pur-
pose of taking part in the weleoming of
the prince, he said he thought that it was
the ideal ‘thing, and that it was the
duty of the citizens to have the soldiers
streets so that the Prince of
Wales might walk between their lines.

latter part of August, and that the sol-
diers have been eagerly looking forward
to this; and up to the present time there
has in reality been no big welcome to
the soldiers. He saw no reason why the
reception to the returned soldiers and
the Prince of Wales could not be held”
in conjunction with one another, q.nd
suggested that the soldiers’ . reception
could be held on Thursday, and ‘: the
prince’s reception would be on the fol-
lowing day. Thus the soldiers would
be in the city for both days.

W. H. Golding was.also of ' this ‘opin-
jon and said that he thought.that nathing
could be better than having the pecep-
tion as Mr. Mayes suggested.

Soldiers’ Week Suggested.

Mr. Frame said that he thought that a
reception should extend for the whole
week and that it should be known as
Soldiers’ Week. He said that during the |
week the firemen and police

himself as agreeing with Mr. Mayes and
said that he thought two days were
necessary for the joint receptions.

After some little discussion on the
above subject and the advisability of
combining the two receptions, R.
Armstrong made a motion that August
14 be set aside as the day for the sol-
diers’ reception, and that the soldiers be
be requested to remain over in the city
to take part in the reception for the
Prince of Wales on Friday. This motion
was seconded by Dr. Broderick, and was
unanimously passed by the meeting.
| Mayor Hayes expressed himself as
{agreeing heartily with the resolution. He
said that the receptions that had been
given to the 26th Battalion and the Siege
| Batteries on their arrivel in the city had
ibegn more or less of an impromptu na-
ture, and there had been very little ex-
pense incurred. But he said that he felt
safe in expressing on behalf of the city
council ,that he could assure the meeting
that the city would go a long. way in
the manper of expenses in giving a royal
reception to the Prince of Wales and the
returned soldiers. His worship - went on
to say that he thought that'an excellent
programme had , been arranged for the
peace celebration, but said that the ques-
tion was what could be done in the
morning. He said that a procession might
be held, one probably similar to the one
held on the signing of the armistice.

In reference to the programme for the
morning Commissioner Thornton said
that he thought some sculling and boat
races might be held in the harbor, but on
conferring with J. C. Chesley it was
found that the tide would be too low
in the mornig to permit this. Mr. Ches-
ley seid that it would be possible, how-
ever, to hold the races in the Indiantown
harbor.

THE HORSE'S COLLAR.

The collar should be just large enough
to permit a man’s hand to pass inside
the collar between the lower end of the
collar and the neck or breast of -the
horse. - If the collar is too loose it will
cause friction; if too tight it will choke
the horse, and cause sore withers. Test
the fitting of the collar by lifting up
the horse’s head.

The hames should fit the collar; if too
long, they will probably be buckled too|
tight at the top, and in this way the
collar will be made to pinch the horse
at the top. Sores thus prodtced begin
by a pimple or very small boil, often
overlooked because the mane covers it.

Examine your horse continually, and
if- there is any sore spot, adjust the col- |
lar so that it will not touch that spot.:
If the skin is merely wrinkled, bathe it
with witchhazel or diluted vinegar. If
the skin is broken, bathe it with clean
water, containing a little salt.

If the collar “rides up,” it can be kept
down by a martingale running to the
girt, or by an extra girt running from
trace to trace, back of the forelegs.

The best collar for a mature horse,
whose weight does  not vary much
throughout the year ,is the leather col-
lar. But for most herses, the best col-
lar is one stuffed with hair, and covered
with ticking. With this collar, if the
horse’s shoulder becomes sore at any
point, the lining of the collar can easily
be ripped, and the hair removed or
pushed aside at that point, so that no
pressure .will come on the sore place.

Collar pads are much .used, but they
quickly ' become dirty, cannot easily be
cleaned, and thus cause many sores. Siill
a pad that makes the collar fit is better
than an ill-fitting collar without a pad.

By all means, clean the inside of the
collar every night. If you wait until the
next morning you are likely to forget it.
Of course you will clean the horse’s
shoulders as soon as the collar is re-
mover. The salt sweat drying on the
skin is what dobs the mischief.

unrest and the frequent strikes which
paralyze not only the industries in which
they occur, but cause other industries to
lay off their men because of the impos-
sibility of getting needed raw materials.

The Sydney Mines situation is not
due ‘to any local situation. Labor, de-
partment officials aver the shutting down
of the steel plants is due to the fact
that metal trades employes have been
on strike everywhere in the éountry and
the factories from which they walked
out do not need steel and so the steel
works have to close for lack .of orders.

How It Works Out.

In British Columbia the Granby and
Trail Smelters closed down, laying off
3,000 men because they could not get
coke after the miners in District No. 18
1 In Sydney itself the
metal trades’ employes had gone on
strike for two months. In Ottawa the
same situation exists. In Kingston the
locomotive works were shut down and
in Winnipeg from 5,000 to 10,000 metal
tradesmen were out for six weeks. Be-
cause of the unstable labor conditions
the construction development in the
country has not been what it would
have been otherwise. Therefore the de-
mand for steel and iron in Canada- had
been greatly curtailed and for this
neither the government nor the steel
plants could be held responsible in the
view of the department. It is estimated
here that if the workers of Canada had
taken this year as their slogan the
maintaining of war time wages with-
out asking for increases as advocated by
Senator Robertson in March last, one
fiundred million dollars more would
have been spent in construction and de-
velopment work in Canada than will
be spent this year. Because of the un-
certainty of the labor situation these in-
vestments and this development work
have not been carried on, and that is the
chief cause why the Sydney Steel plant
has been shut down. Other plants are
in a similar situation being unable to
keep in operation because of lack of |
orders. [

Use by Railways.

So far as the Canadian railways are
concerned it is claimed tonight that the
minérs are unjust in claiming that all‘
the coal should be taken from Nova |
Scotia, the price being asked for this
coal was too high at present, and the|
government railway being in competi- |
tion with other railways had to buy its
coal in the cheapest market. Negotia-
tions were going on, however, with the |
view of having a reasonable price fixed. |
Nova Scotia coal had in the past been%
used for the government lines east of |
Montreal, and it was still being used |
even at the present prices, tentative or- |
ders were being given to keep the mines |
working to some extent and it had been |
decided to have two steamers run from |
Sydney Mines to Levis to lay in a store |
of Nova Scotia coal at that point. Just |
at present the road was over stocked !
by three months on the coal.

STREETS IN

HALIAX PAVED
FROMENDTOEND

This Programme Decided
Upon and Tenders Already
in — St. John Must Step
Lively to Keep in Line.

Halifax, like St. John, believes that
good street are essential to the good
name of the city. The streets in thc
sister city were nothing to boast about
and were receiving such hard knocks
that the new city administration over
there has decided on a good, big, open
paving programme which takes in.many
of its outlying streets. An extensive
paving programme passed the Halifax
city council on Thursday night with the
result that work on twenty-seven
streets is to be started immediately.
These twenty-seven streets will be
paved from one end.to the other. The
work will‘ be ‘doné by ¢ontract, awards
having been made by tender.” The ten-
der * deposits alone is about $360,000
which ' represénts '‘an approximate: ex-
penditure .of $1,000,000. :

But Halifax is going to have  good

streets. - They beliéve in’spending the
money in- large amounts and getting
good return for tne same.
" The work extends to outlying streets
with the idea of having a better class
of houses ‘erected. Better streets will
naturally tend . to better housing. con-
ditions.

It was pointed out yesterday by a
citizen that Halifax is _in  po better
position to spend money on streets than
St. John. The money granted after
the explosion has been' expended mostly
along construction Iines, so that St Jehn
is equally in the same position as Hali-
fax to undertake an extensive paving
programme, as was urged by the dele-
gation of merchants who conferred with
Commissioner Fisher on Thursday after-
noon. :

This city said the city of Moncton had
expended money on improving its
streets with the result that it was prac-
tically started things nioving towards a
general progressiveness there.

Fredericton plans spending $200,000

jon its streets, which covers a period of

four years, for. new work. St Stephen
will spend $40,000 for new work.
Bridgewater (N. S.), has voted $50,000
for street improvement; Kentville,
260,000; Windsor, $40,000; Wolfville,
$25,000; Charlottetown has put through
an’ appropriation for $100,000.

The need for better streets through-
out the city is daily becoming a burning
question. The idea of an extensive pro-
gramme that will bring good paved
streets at least on the main thorough-
fares seems to be growing in favor.
