Candelaria ,Texas, Aug. 19—Troops of
the United States cavalry crossed the
Mexican border at 640 o'clock this
morning in pursuit of the bandits, who
held Aviators Peterson and Davis for
ransom. The two men accompanied the
troops, acting as guides. .

Washington, Aug. 19—The American
punitive expedition into Mexico, after the
bandits who held the two American avi-
alors, is being conducted with the full
knowledge of authorities in Washington,
who have been withholding announce-
ment of the government’s purpose until
the two Americans were safe. It is the
second exped;‘tign of its kind since the
Pershing expedition in pursuit of ~Villa.

In its diplomatic aspect it is an ex-
pedition on a “hot trail,” and it does not
take on the character of an act of war, as
its sole purpose under international law,
is not to invade the sovereignty of Mex-
ico nor to attack its government, but to
punish or exterminate the bandits who

held the two American army officers for
ransom,

In reply to suggestions which have
been made to the effect that the city
commissioners were dilatory in arrang-
ing for the plebiscite on the harbor com-
mission question, members of the com-
mon council said this morning that the
delay is occurring not at city hall ,but
at Ottawa. They said the council has
been endeavoring to secure from the fed-
eral authorities detailed information re-
garding the commission plan so that a
concrete p ition may be laid before
the citizens, but have not been able to
make much progress. The original offer
of the city was to transfer to the gov-
ernment all the harbor, facilities except
those needed in connection with the
ferry. The bill passed by parliament
makes no mention of this exception, in
spite of the fact that the price was re-
duced, and it -is this and several other
matters left in doubt which the council
wishes to clear up before asking the elec-
tors to pass judgment on the proposals.

Three Important Decis-
ions Are Announced

HE SPEAKS FOR THREE HOURS

Port-war Plan of Ultra Protection;
Partial Control of Coal Business
LivingWage and 48-Hour Week
—Lord Robert Cecil on Ar-
menia— . P. O'Conner Com-
plains of no Word of Sympathy
for Ireland

speech in the House: of Commons in
which he dealt with Great Britain’s do-
mestic affairs generally, Premier Lloyd
George yesterday disclosed three im-
portant decisions of the government.
Two of these had been widely discussed
and the government’s purpose with re-
gard to them was anxiously awaited.

One of the.decisions was that the
post-war plan of ultra protection, under
which imports were limited .to those
granted special licenses by the board of
trade, will be abandoned Sept. 1, and
the putting into effect of measures to
prevent “dumping.”

The second decision was the rejection
of the majority report of Justice San-
key’s coal commission which provided
for the gradual nationalization of coal
mines, and in its stead launching a plan
for partial government control by which
the government will buy out the owners
of coal lands who receive royalties from
mining companies, give the miners a
share in the control of the mines, or-
ganize the mines into districts and es-
tablish a fund for improving the living
conditions of miners.

Under the third decision the govern-
ment will embody in a bill recommen-
dations for a joint industrial council of
employers and employes and a forty-
‘eight hour week and a living wage ap-
plying to nearly all industries.

During his address the premier placed
responsibility for the delay’in makin;
peace with Furkey upon  the ‘Unite
States. - Great Britain, he said, desired
to know how far the United States was
prepared to assume her share in the
‘guaranteeing of the protection of peo-
ple under the former Turkish yoke and
while awaiting this infermation Great
Britain had occupied Turkish territory.

Lloyd George used strong words in
dealing with the necessity for the pro-
moters of the League of Nations to show
good faith by reducing armaments.’ He
said that those who believed most in
the League of Nations must trust it
most, and the remainder would follow
them.

Great Britain was ready to reduce ar-
maments as a first condition of real
economy in world armaments, and if all
other countries also were ready economy
would result. If the nations increased
their armaments, the premier declared,
the League of Nations would be a mere
sham and a scrap of paper.

The premier dealt at length with the

[economic sitnation.

Lord Robert Cecil.

Tord Robert Cecil, Great Britain’s
sponsor for the League of Nations, who
followed Lloyd George, spoke feelingly
regarding the League of Nations. “It
would be better to scrap it altogether,”
said Lord Robert, “unless the govern-
ment means to work it as a reality. I
am not satisfied with the attitude of
some of the officials and the spirit of the
bureaucracy toward it.”

The need for assisting Armenia, Lord
Robert_Cecil continued, was overwhelm-
ing.

§To take away the British troops,” he
saids “means to condemn these people
to extinction. The remnants of them
will be slaughtered almost to the man,
woman and child. If there is any com-
petition between help for Denekine (the
anti-Bolshevik commander in Southern
Russia) and help for Armenia, Armenia
surely has the first claim.”

The laborites sharply criticized’ the
government coal mining proposal and its
failure to nationalize coal mines. Wwil-
liam Brace, labor member for South
Glamorgan and president of the South
Wales Miners Federation, described ihe
government’s plan as “the establishment
of a glorified combine.”

Ireland,

T. P. O’Connor, president of the
United Irish League of Great Britain
and Nationalist member for the Scotland
division of ‘Liverpool; complained that
in a three hour speech Lloyd George had
not uttered even a word of sympathy for
Ireland. He declared that one of the
causes for the delay of the United States
in ratifying the peace treaty was the
failure of Great Britain to settle the
Irish question.

Many members spoke with regret of
the premier’s statement concerning the
withdrawal of the British troops from
the Caucasus. L

Andrew Bonar = Law, government
spokesman, replied and said he had
reason to hope that the anticipated
dangers to the Armenians were greatly
exaggerated. Moreover, he added, the de-
mobilization would be slow on aceount
of the shortage in shipping and would
continue well into October, He said if
there were any signs of help coming
from the United States for Armenia,
Great Britain would gladly welcome it.
It was an Ainerican, rather than a Brit-
ish affair, and the Americans were in a
better position to deal with it. He add-
ed that American interesfs were greater
even than those of the British, and he
said that if the United States govern-
ment in a similar case had asked the
Tritish government to hold out a little
longer until arrangements had been made
the British would have done their best.

WISON ON THE
INERPREFATIONS OF
LEAGUE COVENANT

Washington, Aug- 19—President Wil-
son told the foreign relations committee
at the outset of a conference today that
he could see no “reasonable objection” to
interpretations of how the United States
accepts the League of Nations provided
such interpretations did not form a part
of the formal ratification itself.

If interpretations were part of the for-
mal ratification the president contended
long delays would follow as other gov-
ernments would have to “accept in ef-
fect the language of the senate as the
language of the treaty before ratifica-
tion would be complete.”

Most of the interpretations, the presi-
dent said, seemed to him to suggest the
“plain meaning of the instrument itself.”
The much discussed article - ten, the
president told the senators, was not of
doubtful interpretation when read in
connection with the,whole covenant. The
council, he said, could only “advise,”
and as its action must be unanimous
the affirmative vote of the United States
would be necessary to any question af-
fecting it.

Article sixteen, he said, provided that
where there is a dispute found to be
solely within the jurisdiction of one of |
the parties under international law the
league council shall so report and make
no recommendation for its' settlement.

New York, Aug. 19—Sterling ex-
change broke to an absolutely new low
record today, demand bills on London
falling to $4.19 to the pound and de-
moralizing the general exchange market.

The further slump was not unexpect-
ed in banking circles, where predictions
have been current that unless remedial
measures are soon applied the British
pound must inevitably fall to $4.

Dealers in foreign exchange attribute
the break to the announcement by Pre-
mier Lloyd George yesterday of the
abandonment of extreme import restric-
tions by'the British government after
Sept. 1.

NEW OFFER MADE
10 ENGINEERS AND
~ FRENEN IN ENGLAND

London, Aug. 19—The government
yesterday gave out details of a new offer
which Sir Auckland Geddes, minister of
reconstruction, promised the executive
of the locomotive engineers and firemen.

The government’s offer amounts to an
increase of approximately one hundred
per cent over the average standard pre-
war rate of pay for the classes concerned
and gives a majority of the engine driv-
ers a new standard wage in excess of
their present earnings.

The offer is under consideration by
the National Union of Railwaymen.

District-Attorney Swann and District-
Attorney Martin ¢continued investigations
of charges made by Mayor Hylan that
the strike had beem brought about by
collusion between officials of the transit
company and leaders of the brotherhood
for the alleged purpose of forcing an in-
crease in street car fares from five to
eight cents.

Mr. Swann, who asserted that he had
uncovered evidence seeming to indicate
such a conspiracy, subpoenaed more than
fifty witnesses to testify before a grand
jury. Members of the brotherhood who
are said to have declared that they were
“paid for striking,” were questioned by
Mr. Martin.

FORCE DOWN PRICE OF
CLOTHING BY HALF

Brests Aug. 19—Manifestants against
the high cost of living invaded the large
clothing stores yesterday and forced the
owners to reduce the prices of suits fifty
per cent. The proprietors asked for pol-
ice protection. ;

BOLSHEVIK CHECKED

Paris, Aug. 17—The Bolshevik move-
ment to cut off the retreating forces of
Admiral Kolchak’s anti-Bolshevik troops
on the Cheliabinsk line has been check-
ed, according to despatches from various
Allied representatives in Siberia and
Eastern Russia. The military situation
of the Omsk all-Russian government
was indicated by these reports to be
much more hopeful than information
during the last wo weeks showed.

Places for Wireless Men.

Ottawa, Aug. 19—The department of
naval services has several vacancies for
trained civilian wireless operators. The
vacancies are mostly on the Pacific coast,
but there are also vacancies in the wire-
less stations and direction finding sta-
tions on the coast of Nova Scotia, Some
returned soldiers have been accepted for
these positions. They have served in
the wireless stations of the army during
the war.

Judge Cross Dead.

Montreal, Aug. 19—Hon. Alexander
G. Cross, justice of the court of king’s
bench of Montreal, died suddenly yes-
terday at his summer home at Rideau
Lake, Ont., of pneumonia.

LEAVES POLICE FORCT

David A. Aribou, who has been a
member of the police force for the last
three months, resigned yesterday after-
noon. His resignation was accepted by
the chief of police, who said today that
no one had yet been named to fill the
vacancy. Another vacancy was created
by the death of Policeman Gosline, but
Chief Smith said that the matter of fur-
ther appointments at present would re-
quire consideration as the force up to
recently has been above regular strength.

The chief also said that there was
still a member of the force overseas and
it wés likely that a place would be kept

vacant till his return so that if he
wanted his positfon back it would be
there for him. -
