At the outset jt is a great error to let- 
children about bareheaded and barefoot­
ed- at the seaside unless they are accus­
tomed to this style of dress.

Holland or linen smock overalls, san­
dals, and big, shady rush hats make an 
attractive and sensible holiday attire for 
boys and girls. The children look nice. 
They need not fear “messing” their 
clothes with sand and seawater.

Parents who are wise will arrange 
matters diplomatically, so that children 
are not on the beach to encounter the 
full glare of the afternoon sun. So far 
as possible, whenever children are out 
they should be kept in the more shady 
parts of the shore. As to what the chil­
dren play on the beach, there is not the 
slightest reason for parents to worry 
on that point. In fact, usually boys and 
girls manage better without “grown-up” 
intervention.

One thing. The children may well be 
encouraged to “collect” various seashore 
objects since the classification and ar­
rangement of the same will provide good 
occupation for the inevitable rainy days.

Many parents are mistakenly kind in 
being over- lenient to their children where 
bedtime is concerned while on holidays.
It is the surest way to prevent children 
getting beneficial results from their stay 
at the seaside. See that regular, sensible 
hours are observed.

There is another very important thing 
that prevents many boys and girls get­
ting good from their seaside holiday. 
Many parents seem to think that it does 
not matter when the children have their 
meals, or what they have to eat while 

holiday.
It is a funny belief, and one which is 

responsible for many injurious results. 
Light, wholesome food should he given 
to the children. Plenty of it at regular 
hours. All indigestible and heavy stuff 
should be taboo, so should irregular 
meals.

Instead of letting them play about for 
four or five hours without food, give 
tlièm luncheon packets—some whole­
some biscuits, plain chocolate, fruit, a 
bottle of milk, etc.

If the children suffer from heat-rash 
when on holiday, bathe the skin with 
ammoniated lavender svater, and powder 
with good violet powder. As a prevent- 
-ion for such rashes, add a little solu­
tion of quassia chips to the washing wa­
ter, and never let the children wash their 
faces when they are overheated.
