Plenty of it at regular
hours. All indigestible and heavy stuff
should be taboo, se should irregular
meals.

Instead of letting them play about for
four or five hours without food, give
thém luncheon packets—some whole-
some biscuits, plain chocolate, fruit, a
bottle of milk, ete.

If the children suffer from heat-rash
when on holiday, bathe the skin with
ammoniated lavender water, and powder
with good violet powder. As a prevent-
-ion for such rashes, add a little solu-
tion of quassia chips to the washing wa-
ter, and never iet the children wash their
faces when they are overheated. .
