Charles A. Comiskey, 
president of the Chicago White Sox, baa 
paid this amount for Schalk, the sensation­
al catcher of the Milwaukee American 
Association Club. Last year Schalk was 
a bench warmer a greater part of the 
campaign, tor the Milwaukee Club used 
him in less than 30 games. But early this 

Schalk began to catch wonderful 
ball, with the result that major league 
scouts flocked to Milwaukee to look him 
over. At least five major league clubs 
were advised to buy the young catcher, 
but when the Milwaukee Club was asked 
to set a price the figures were so high 
negotiations ceased. The Milwaukee 
Club wanted $15,000 in cash.

Ted Sullivan, Comiskey’s scout, who 
tried vainly to secure Charley Sterret of 
Princeton, now with the Highlandera, 
turned his attention to Schalk early in 
June. Ted Sullivan saw the youngster 
catch game after game in brilliant fash­
ion and gradually became convinced that 
he would add great strength to the White 

Comiskey meanwhile had opened 
negotiations with the Jersey City Club 
for Gather Wells, strongly recommended 
by another scout, and was ready to pay 
$6,000 for Wells, when word was receiv­
ed from Sullivan that Scalk could be se­
cured for $10,000 in cash and several play­
ers thrown in.

Comiskey, therefore, tost no time accept­
ing the Milwaukee Club’s terms, and the 
deal for Schalk was closed, a check for 
$10,0000 being turned over without delay. 
The Jersey City Club, however, tried to 
hold Comiskey on the Wells’ proposition, 
it is said, and made an informal appeal to 
the National Commission for advice. But 
as Comiskey had not agreed in writing 
or verbally to pay $6,000 for Wells. Hugh 
McBreen, part owner of the Skeeters, was 
notified that he had no legal claim upon 
the owner of the White Sox and that 
Wells could be disposed of to any other 
club willing to pay the price.

Schalk is the highest priced catcher ever 
taken from a minor league. In fact, $10,- 
000 never has been paid for- the release 
of a backstop ■ since Chicago sold Mike 
Kelly to Boston many years ago. The St. 
Paul club of the American Association 
received $22,500 from the Pittsburg club 
Inst year for pitcher O’Toole, whose cat­
cher, Kelly, was part and parcel of the 
deal. Speaking of Schalk yesterday, Hank 
O'Day of the Cincinnati Reds said:

“He is far and away the best young 
catcher in the west, but $15,000 was too 
much for his services.” O’Day was sur­
prised to learn that Comiskey had landed 
the prize for less money.
