“HOLES IN THE AIR.®
(Youth’s Companion.)

Among the most puzzling and dreaded
phenomena encountered by aviators are re-
gions or areas, in the air where the baro-
metric pressure seems suddenly to drop so
low that the aeroplanes lose a large part
of their buoyant force, and are liable to
pitch earthward, as if their support had
been snatched away. Balloons also occas-
ionally enter these ‘“holes in the air,” and
can only be saved from dropping by a
hasty jettison of ballast. The phenomenon
is most likely to be met with over ground
broken by irregular elevations and depres-
siens, or over extensive forested areas.
Sometimes a body of water appears to be
an inducing cause. A remarkable case oc-
curred on November 19, when Leo Stev-
| ens, with four students of Williams Col-
|lege, made a balloon ascent from North
Adams, Massachusetts, and suddenly drop-
ped, from an elevation of 11,000 feet. to
within 50 feet of the surface of the Sim-
monsville reservoir in Rhode Island. Only
