A Mirage on the Plains.

We witnessed the most perfectjmirage
we ever saw on the Laramie plains
Tuesday evening. It was about an hour
before sunset, and looking out of a car
window we saw about a mile away a
beautiful lake. It was in a slight de-
pression among the hills, and seemed to
be about two miles long by a mile wide.
Never having noticed a lake at that
place on the road, we were considerably
astonished, and asked the conductor for
an explanation. He was equally aston-
ished, as were passengers fami with
the road. As the train advanced the
lake appeared to enlarge and rise, but in
spite of this it was difficult to believe
the appearance was simply that optical
delusion known as mirage, and that
what appeared to be a lake was a grassy,
level plain. The apparent lake was as
smooth and as a mirror, except at
one edge, whereiit appeared to be ruffied
by the wind. The strange sight was
viewed with wonder by hundreds of pas-
sengers until it-was out of sight.—Rock
Springs (Wy.
