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MR. WATTS’ LECTURE.

Hie Talks About the Bible and Inspiras
tiom. |

About two hundred persons assembled

in the Institute last evening to hear Mr.
Chas. Watt’s lecture on Bible Inspiration
from a secular standpoint. Capt. Beck
introduced the lecture in a short and
pithy speech adverting to the necessity
for science teaching and untrammelled
thinking. Mr. Watts spoke as follows:—
Nearly all religions which have domin-
ated the world from the remotest anti-
quity have posessed sacred books, thought
by their devotees to have been given to
them by an all wise and benificent God.
A nation’s literature reflects the habits,
mental condition and aspirations of its
people and it must be judged ac-
cordingly. A great intellectual mistake
is made when any book is not judged by
its intrinsic worth. This mistake has
been made with regard to the Christian
literatare. Its supposed source has been
made the basis of the judgment of that
book; it has not been weighed impart-
ially. The secularist has no wish to de-
prive the Christian of his Bible. This
dea, which I believe, prevails in this
community, is probably born of the Evan-
gelical Alliance who are afraid to defend
their treasured possession. In Max
Muller’s Chips, vol. 2, pages 3 and 4, the
origin of the Vedas, the Brahmin sacred
books, is shown to have been supposed
to be divine, To doubt this
was to be an heretic. Buddba, who
did doubt it, was condemned as such,

Here was a people venerating a book
as a christian does his Bible. The Mo-
hammedans, too, believe every word of
their Koran to be a divine ‘command.
Orthodox Christians, therefore are far
from being unique in considering their
book. - as being inspired. Let me ask,
what is inspiration? Secularists-be-
lieve in' inspiration only when the
source and working of  that
force is thoroughly understood. Four
meanings have been attached to the word
inspiration. One is called verbal inspira-
tion, or the assumption that every word
of the scriptures has been dictated by
God himself. This belief is based on
the passage in Timothy that all scripture
is given by inspiration of God, which

assage  has been mistranslated.

This idea originated in the church
and not in the New Testament.
. A second meaning is_termed essential
inspiration or the communication by
God to man of ideas, which have been
clothed with language supplied by in-
dividuals. Both these classes suppose
all the bible statements to be absolutely
true. A third meaning is assigned by
the advanced christians viz..—that
the bible contains the inspired word of
God, but that the whole of it is not in-
spiration. Whois to decide what por-
tions are and what are not inspired ?
The human is made the power to test the
alleged divine and say what parts gre
genuine and what parts are spurious;
what is to save and what is to condemn.
The best meaning is that given by
the secularist It is that every man or
woman who has recorded a noble senti-
ment or uttered a sublime word has been
inspired. ' It is the inspiration of mental
glory, intellectual fertility and profound-
ness of thought. It is not confined to
time or race or people, Every writer has
possessed it, who has illumined the pages
of his country’s literature. Let ns now
proceed to analyze the title from a sec-
ularist point of view, Its extraordinary
claims require extraordinary proof. Now
follows the question, What 18 evidence ?
1t is that which elucidates or enables the
mind t¢ see truth and its source may be
phenomena, consciousness or testimony.
The two first must be self-evident which
the Bible is not. If it were, all Bible
believers must see its truths alike, which
tht}y do not.

The number of sects is a proof that
some Bible believers see truths which do
not appear to all who accept that book as
their religious authority. Therefore the
Bible is not self evidently true. Pheno-
mena or consciousness must, of there
nature, always carry conviction. With
regard to conviction this cannot be said.
Testimony is either internal or external,
proceeding from consistency within or
corroboration from without. There are
six reasons which I will give why the
Bible has no higher claim to credence
than any other excellent work ever pub-
lished.

If God gave a specially inspired work
then it must or must not have been a
necessity to all of his children. If it
were, not then what is the use of it? If it
were then why is one half or according
to the Bishop of Peterborough’s state-
ment two thirds of his children left in
ignorance that such a revelation
exists? Why have we two inspired
books, an old and new testament? The
second is either an improvement on the
first or it is not. . If itis un improvement,
then the first was defective, if it isnot an
improvement then the second is unneces-
sary. If the two are from the same
source, one should not contradict the
other, but it does. Compare the doctrine
of retaliation taught in the old
with its express prohibition in the new.
Moses taught no doctrine of future re-
wards or punishment but the new _testa-
ment does. Could not God have formed
a hook fitted for the whole world ? 1f
the Jews needed a special book and God
gave it to them why do you get up socie-
ties for the conversion of the Jews? If
the Jews required a special bible on ac-
countof their nationality then the Chin-
ese and Mohammedans require special
bibles also, on account of their diversity
of race. Yes, and they have them, but
you deny their authenticity. Next, how
has this'bible been transmitted? You
cannot find the original nmnuscrifls.
Dr. John Milne, aided by Bishop ¥ell

the Greek testament. In this work no
less than 30,000 various readings were
noted.

Editions have multiplied since then and
there are now 150,000 dfffererit readings.
As there are 160,000 words in the new tes-
tament it follows that there are just 10,000
more words than mistakes in that_work.
True, many of these are of small impor-
tance, but still a number are of the very
highest importance. This certainly ;de-
stroys the theory fof literal inspiration.
This does not detract at all from the val-
ue of the book, but destroys its inspira-
tion.

The speaker closed by saying :—“Study
for yourselves; do not follow me, I take
the Bible for what it is, a_record of the
past, a mirror reflecting the errors and
misdeeds, and the aspirationg of our
forefathers, and as a beacon against their
follies and faults. Read it. Accept its
sublimity, but not its false parts. Pluck
the flowers of truth from it, but do not
allow them to be contaminated by the
weeds of falsehood and impurity which
surround them. The secularist has a hible

ond chapter contains ethical principles,
drawn from the classic fountains of
Greece;the third chapter is fall of heroism
and devotion to duty taught by rugged
Rome; the fourth chapter is supplied by
geology from her researches into the
depth of the earth; the fifth chapter is
written by the finger of astronomy teach-
ing humility from the boundless ocean
of the stars. Historians add a chapter
illustrating wisdom'’s power in the af-
fairs of life. Poesy sheds a
halo of joy upon our prosaic existence as
there are blank ges to be filled ny
science astime rolls on and knowledge
is acquired. Bind them up together with
modern thought and wisdom; no priest
shall destroy that bible for it has
truth for its  foundation and
purity for its recommendation. ~Armed
with this book we would grapple with
the tyrants of orthodoxy. ~What my se-
cularisn teaches me to desire is thatlove
of our common humanity shall make
truth to prevail.
