TRUST CASE BEING
HEARD BY GOURTS

United States Authorities Seek
Actign Against Railways
and Coal Companies

Washington, Gct. 11.—Action by the
Supreme court of the United States to
alleged violation of the anti-
trust law by the principal railroads
and coal companies in the Pennsyl-
vania anthracite regions was urged by
J. C. McReynolds, special assistant to
the attorney-general, in a three-hour
argument before the tribunal yester-
day.

Attorney-General Wickersham is
expected to address the court to-day
regarding the application of the}
Sherman law to the facts in the, case,
and John G. Johnson, of Philadelphia
and others will defend the corpora-
tion attacked.

Mr. McReynolds argued that the
evidence presented by the government
in the United States circuit court
showed there was a general combiha-
tion between the railroad and the coal
companies to avoid competition in the
production, sale and transportation of
anthracite.

As evidence of a conspiracy, he
called attention to the railroads buy-
ing stock in the Temple iron company
and the latter company purchasing
the “leading independent’” coal con-
cern, which was said to be lending
support to a plan to build a railroad
to compete with the defendant rail-
roads. He pointed to the so-called 65
per cent. contracts for the purchase of
the output of the independent mines.

Everett Warren, counsel for the
Temple Iron Company, maintained
that the independents did not intend
to construct an interstate railroad and
therefore the government’s charge
that the Temple Iron company was
re-organized by the railroads to throt-
tle the construection of an interstate
carrier was unfounded.

FACTORY CONDITIONS.

Gordon Thinks Conditions
C. Compare Favorably
With Ekewhere

Inspector
in--B.

In a preliminary rcport to the at-
torney-general, C. R. Gordon, inspector
of factories in B. C., who has returned
from the annual convention of factory
inspectors of America, held at Lin-
coln, Nebraska, gives a few interesting
details of his trip and not a few im-:
portant points. He says: “I also at-
tended illustrated lectures given by
Professor Sweetzer showing safety de-
vices employed in various industrial
concerns. The professor showed one
safeguard which is much in use in
Europe, and which might well be
adopted generally in this country. It
consists in painting guards and safety
devices, and, wherever practicable,
the moving parts of dangeroug ma-
chinery, a bright red. This = serves
most effectually to call attention to
danger. Omne leading matter discuss-
ed during the progress of the conven-
tion was the sanitation of factories,
and several valuable suggestions were
advanced as to means of overcoming
the insanitary conditions, from which
I learn there is considerable work to
be done in this province to bring con-
ditions to a higher standard. The
subject of safety devices is indeed a
difficult as well as a technical one,
but inasmuch as the subject has been
assigned to me, I hope it will not be
considered immodest on my part to
state that I consider the safety devices
provided for the province of British
Columbia to more nearly approach
the ideal safety than those employed
in the various places I have visited.

“On the invitation of the chief in-
spector of the state of Illinois I had
the pleasure of visiting the works of
the Illinois Steel Co., the South Chi-
cago Pullman Car Works and the La
Salle: Hotel- Laundry, which is con-
sidered to be the most up-to-date
laundry in the state. I consider con-
ditions in the lavndries in British Co-
lumbia quite as satisfactory. I .alse
visited the works of S. Carper &
Brothers, one of the largest furniture
faciories, em’ploying: seven hundred
and fifty men. I also visited a num-
ber of other factories, and was enabled
by these various inspectors to obtain
a fair knowledge of conditions existing
in these works.”

An Indian Murdeféé‘ Esoapgs
From Custody at Clinton and
Kills Chief Witness

Vancouver, Oct. 11.—Detectives and
provincial police are scattered through
ine mountains along the Cariboo road
in search of Moise, an Indian, who is
suspected of having murdered Wye, a
Chinaman, last week. The crime oC=
curred - the day after the Indian’s
escape from Clinton jail, where he was
being held for trial for the killing of a
white man in that district last Febru-
ary.

According to advices received here
the evidence in the hands of the au-
thorittes indicates that Moise commit-
ted@ the recent crime. Following his
escape from - the lockup -he made di-
rect for the cabin of Wye on the Cari-
boo road, a few miles below Clinton.
Wye, it seems, was to have been the
principal ‘witness ‘against ‘the Indian in
connection with the first murder.
Knowing the case that could be made
against him in the-event:of recapture,
the accused, according to the police,
dcemed it best to get rid of the China-
man, who was found in his cabin with
his head split open.

The deed was committed with an axe,
which with its blood-stains, was found
alongside the body of the vietim. It is
understood that the attorney-general
will be asked to offer a reward for the
arrest of the Indian,” whose where-
abouts are unknown. The chase pro-
mises to be as dramatic as the gov-
ernment’s pursuit of Gun-a-Noot, a
Hazelton Indian, who, after murdering
a Frenchman, took to the hills and,
protectéed by other Indians, has thus
far evaded arrest.

At the assizes held at Clinton last
week Mr. Justice Gregory presided, the
crown being represented by A. M.
Whiteside, of this e¢ity. The lawyers
for the defence were James Murphy
and Stuart Henderson, of Ashcroft.

Charlie . George, an Indian, charged
with the murder of Susan, an Indian
woman, near Clinton last winter, was
found guilty of manslaughter and
given a penitentiary term of twelve
years.

Johnnie Daniels, another Indian, was
iried for the alleged murder of Willle
Michel, an Indian, near Lytton, in
August last. The jury brought in a
verdict of manslaughter and the pris-
oner was given five years at New West-
minster,

J. MeGloin, convicted of forgery, re-
celved a term of three and one-half
years.

The difficult question of regulating
street . .traffic occupied the eity council
for & long time last evening, the de-
tails of regulations to be embodied in
the streets by-law provoking much de-
bate, ~The principal difficulty which
joccupied the aldermen was the defini-
tion' of what represented a fair time
in ‘which to permit ownérs of auto- !
mobiles’ to Teave thelr cars on the,
street, generally unattended, and im-
movable as a rule owing to the cus-
tomary precaution to remove the
spa.rl} plug, while transacting business.
Obstruction of the street in the vicin-
ity of the Pemberton and Sayward
blocks were quoted as instances of the
need for greater restriction, while
some members of the council were for
leaving the definition of what consti-
tuted an obstruction to the police, ‘to
determine in accordance with circum-
stances.

Yet another alternative was sug-
gested, that the council define an area
composing the principal business
streets in ‘which no automobiles
should be left unattended, but should
be required to be left in the nearest
side street, the obvious objection be-
ing that the owners of property on
thesé streets would. resent this action,
and that cars there would prove just
as much -an obstruction. The legal
members of the council,” Aldermen
Langley and Moresby, with City So-
Heitor Mc¢Diarmid will further con-
sider the question of what constitutes
an obstruction before reéporting back
an amendment to the clause dealing
with this matter.

The aldermen also found themselves
unable to agree to make the rule of
the road the same as in eastern Can-
ada and the United States, recogniz-
ing the endless confusion which would
résult from a change at this late date,
although the mayor thought it would
be advantageous in dealing with tra.f-
fic.

The by-law defines the rule of the
road as foliows: Keep to the right on
the sidewalk when ineeting and pass
on the left when overtaking, and on
the roadway keep to the left -on pass-
ing and overtake on the right.

Among ‘the regulations is one set-
ting forth that after June, 1812, no sign
may be lower than eight feet above
the sidewalk in any part cof the city.

The ‘council decided to adopt Fire
Chief Davis’s recommendation that the
by-law regulating places of amuse-
ment should be amended to enforce
the riule that stalrcases leading from
balconies of the moving picture the-
datres should be ccmpelled to open
straight on to the street, and not into
lobbies where the flow of people in
case of a panic would cause further
congestion. Otherwise the chief re-
commended that the balconies should
be closed to the public.

The chief, in an explanation to the
council, pointed out that the booths are
lined with asbestos packing, and pro-
vided with automatic shutters, and al-
though this reduces the danger to a
minimum, yet in case of a panic with-
out the precautions he recommends
the result might be serious.

A letter was read from D. Gilles-
pie, secretary-treasurer of the Pacifle
Coast Construction Company, in con-
nection with the complaint of = the
council that the company was continu-
ing to work on Sundays on the Dallas
road “‘sea wall, and =stating that con-
ditions arising from the material in
which the excavation was madeg ne-
cessitated constant etfort or else about
every six hours the results would be
lost by silting up, and therefore while
the company did not wish to offend
any religious body, they must decline
to cease work.

Alderman Gleason, who has strong-
1y pressed the matter in the council,
urged that the council should appeal to
the attorney-general to enforce the
Lord’s Day act, but Alderman Langley
took the view that no steps should be
taken to cause interruption of an ur-
gent work.
