ADDRESS DELIVERED
BY NOTED VISITOR

J. H. Smith of Hamilton Met Mem-
bers of Local Organization
Last Night.

At the rooms of the Tourist Associa-
tion last night J. H. Smith, president
of the Canadian club, of Hamilton, was
tendered a welcome by- the local club.

The speaker then proceeded to deal
with a few of the aims and objects of
Canadian clubs. He refegred to
wealth of Cangpda, the richest country
in the world, in his opinion, As a
member of the medical congress said
in welcoming delegates from the
0ld Country, “We do not boast df the
great resources of - our country ' like
our- American reighbors because we do
not know their extent.” ~'Mr, Smith
then spoke of the harm which had been
done and the bad advertisement which
Canada had received through ' “wild-
cat” ‘mining. It was a menace that
ghould be guarded against,  Hevasked
why Canada’s resources had not been
developed. The answer was that the
country had not the mind and money to
develop them. The -Canadian 'clubs
should therefore aim to’ ‘eleyate the
character of the coming men and wo-
men. The greatest’ wealth Canada
could possess was the ‘ediication of the
coming men in the duties of citizenship.
It was not elementary education which
was wanted, but the  education that
taught men to recognize the ideals of
oitizenship and the power of the laws,
The Canadian clubs should ‘aim at

-spreading this respect for law and or-

der and the country's institutions. An-
other work for the clubs was to see
that men of ability and trust were
placed in the ‘regponsible positions in
our cities. He was forced to say ' that
the best men do not get-into the muni-
oipal governments, that they did net
run for the placesz of mayor and alder-
men. “I sometimes tremble for some
of our institutions,” said@ Mr. Smith in
referring to the inecapacity of munieipal
governments in many parts of the
country.

Another duty of Canadian clubs was
to work for the education of every im-
migrant arriving in Canada. The clubs
should strive to spread ‘the knowledge
of English; which svas rapidly becom-
ing the universal language. The flag,
too, should be honored and its emble-
matic value appreciated. :

“I am not a flag-worshipper,* - said
Mr. Smith, “but I believe'in taking the
British flag as an emblem of the great-
est good fer the greatest number. Be-
neath the eresses of St. George, St. An-
drew and St. Patrick the greatest col-
onization schemes that the worid has
ever seen have been carried out.”

“1f,” he continued, “the Hebrew had
developed the spiritual side of" life, the
Greeks, -the - artistic, and the Romans,
the legal, it was England that develop-
ed the principle of constititional gov-
ernment.”

In cencluding, Mr. Smith said that
there was a need of noble manhood -in
Canada. He thought that too many
young men were always ready to sac-
rifice their manhood for the sake of
commercialism. This was a great pity,
and he looked to Canadian clubs ta fos-
ter that spirit of home and honor which
would combat the growth of the ultra-
commercial gpirit. He belleved in men
not being tied to one party in politics,
but being always ready to sink party
interests in the cause of the country.

Mr. Smith was warmly applauded at
the conclusion of his address and Judge
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Lampman moved a vote of thanks,
which was seconded by C. H. Lugrin,
and passed. Judge Lampman and Mr,
Lugrin acompanied the vote of
thanks with a. few . appropriate re~
remarks,

Immediately following the address,
Mr. Smith wsas entertained in an in-
formal way in the Cesy Corner Tea
Rooms. Refreshments were served and

CANADA’S EXHIBIT
AT DUBLIN FAIR

It is One of the Most Imposing to
Be Secn on the
Grounds.

The magnificent pavillion erected by
the Canadian government constitutes
one of the most imposing structures
in the International exhibition grounds
at Dublin, Ireland, says the Irish In-
dependent. Architecturally, it possesses
many handsome features of a distinc-
tive character that cannot fail to at
ance arrest the attentfon of the visi-
tor, while its spaeious proportions and
artistic scheme of decoration contri-
bute materially to the generally im-
pressive effect of the exhibition as a
whole. For several years now the
Canadian government in all the Inter-
national exhibitions of Iimportance
throughout the world in which it has
taken part has adopted the system of
erecting a special building of its own,
and the structure at present under con-
sideration stands in the front rank in
regard to its general scope and c¢har-
Fof a similar
upon.

Containing a floor space of 18,000
square. feet, the building is 70 feet
in helghf, 90 feet in breadth, and 200
fget7in iwldth, It Is rectangular in
form, and is constructed in the half-
timbered style with stucco facings. On
the eastern gable the name ’‘Canada”
is worked out in huge lettering, while
over the imposing entrance door are
displayed the words ‘Irish. Canadian
entente cordial.” The exhibits consist
.almost ‘entirely of ‘the national pro-
:ducts of the country,. divided under the
heads of agriculture, fruit ' products,
products of the forest, economic min-
erals, the fauna of the country, dairy
food products, fisheries, etc. The butld-
ing has been comstructed by Messrs.
Humphreys, Ltd., the exhibition con-
tractors, under the supervision of Col-
onel Wm. Hutchison, Canadian govern-
ment exhibition commissioner-general,

The walls shoot off into alcoves along
the length of the vestibule, and are
ornamented with the corn_and grasses
of the country, treated in. artistic de-
signs on a background of greén, which
as a compliment to Ireland, is the pre-
valling hue. A striking color contrast
is produced by the introduction of 2a
back-ground of red cotton into the al-
coves on the northern wall, the straw
designs on which produce an- effect
which from a short distance is sugges-
tive of rich and brilliant willpaper.
The pillars supporting the alcoves are
surmounted by the antlered heads of
various types of Canadian deer, <while
on the panel over one of the alcoves is
displayed a cornucopia, formed of corn
and grasses emblematic of Canada’s
bounteous harvest. Immediately over
these and filling up the angle where
walls and ceiling join are a serles of
photo enlargements of typical Canadian
scenery, each ten feet long by three
and a half feet wide, and framed in
woven corn tops. By daylight these
present the appearance of ordinary
colored photographs, but they are in-
geniously arranged so as to be utilised
as transparencies by night. The face
of each pillar will contain a mirror,
while the sides will be devoted to read-
ing matter, in large type, giving inter-
esting facts and figures regarding Can-
ada and her industrial and agricultural
wealth and possibilities.

Immediately on entering the eye  i®
caught by the cold storage chamber,
in the centre of the hall,- where per-
ishable foods, such as cheese, butter,
eggs, bacon, etc., are stored and pre-
served in a temperature of 32 degrees.
Here also will be seen the refrigerat-
ing machine in actual . operation. . In
" this sectlon, too, will be found'a large
variety of tinned fruit, fish, meat, veg-
etables, butter, eream and milk, and
o’ great ‘display of honay. ‘An Interest-
ing exhibit is. maple syrup and Bugar,
while bottled ales and, whiskey. are
also exhibited, as well ‘as cereal break-
fast food dn great variety. '

Canade is ‘said-to possess a greater
variety of economic minersls than any
other ecountry in the world, and in an
adjoining show cev will ' he found a
very complete and exhaustive collec-
tion. Among others there are 'speci-
mens of gold from several provinces,
as well as coal, iron, silver, cobalt, the
last mentioned being the first ‘exhibit
of this mineral ever shown. ‘'Corundum,
miea and asbestos are three minerals
specially found in Canada, 'the first
named being the hardest known metal
except the diamond. Canada produces
from 86 to 95 per cent. of the world’s
consumption of these . metals Sur-
mounting the cold storage chamber and
the mineral exhibits is a grand eentral
irophy; crowned by a sheaf of wheat

The centre of the eastern gable is
occupied by a railroad map of Canada,
26 feet long, on each side of which are
portraits of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the
present premier of Canada, and Sir
John A Macdonald. At the opposite
end is another huge map showing the
distribution of minerals in that coun-
try, while at one side i& a portrait of
“Canada’s Grand Ol Man,” Lord
Strathcona, and at the other, Earl
Grey, the present governor-general.

An interesting feature of the “Pro-
ducts of the Forest” section is the pulp
wood exhibit, of which Canada has a
sufficient quantity standing teo supply
the requirements of the world at the
present rate of consumption, for thou-
sands of years. Numerous specimens
of the magnificent timber of the Cana-
dian woods are shown, one notable log
of Douglas fir measuring six feet in
diameter,

From the purely spectacular point of
view nothing could be more effective
or interesting than the panorama il-
lustrating the fauna of the country,
which is cut off from the rest of the
building by a partition of plate glass.
In ‘the foreground are three magnifi-
cent specimens of the Canadian buf-
falo, but now especially préserved un-
der government auspices. Two of
these were specially killed for the pre-
sent exhibition, Among the other
animals shown are the palar bear, the
musk ox, the mouse caritboo, wapiti,
{all different speeies of deer), elk, red
deer, grizzily bedr, black bear, beaver,
raccoon, wolf, etc., and there is also a
variety of native birds, water fowl, etc.
The background is composed of a huge
painting 100 feet long, which gives a
fine idea of the tremendous reaches of
the Canadian prairie, with. its smiling
cornfields and numerous herds of
browsing cattle, the effect of distance
being very skilfully produced.

There are roomy business offices at~
tached to the building, and also & read-
ing room, where Canadian visitors and
others interested in the colony may
find all the principal Canadian news-
papers and magazines.

CHINESE OFFICIALS
" SLAIN BY REBELS

Qutbreak in the Chinchu Prefecture

Swatow, Province of Kwang Tung,
China, May 27.—A rebellion has broken
out at Wong Tung district of the
Chinchu prefecture.

The military commander here
mustered the . station  guards . and
started for the scene of the outbreak.

Stene are being taken by the lccal
police to prevent excesses here.

The Chinese bankers have organized
steam launch patrol-on the coast to
prevent piratical attdcks on the part
of mauraders from eastward.

Chinchu, or Tsinenchou, is a mari-
time district of China, comprising
parts of the provinces of Kwang Tung
and Fokien, on the south east .coast. It
is inhabited by a hardy and indus-
trious people who furnish the majer-
ity of the men who form . the crews of
navies. Swatow, from which the news
navies. Swatof, from which the news
of the rebellion comes, is situated in
about the centre of the Chinchu district
and i a treaty port of China on the
Hang Klan river about five miles from
the open sea and 225 miles from Can-
ton.

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IMPROVEMENTS AT

PRIEST KILLED, BODY
HIDDEN IN TRUNK

Believed to Have Been Lured to
House, Drugged and Murdered
For Money.

New York, May 26.—Rev. Father
Kaspar, of the Armenian Apostolic
church of Hoboken, N. J., was murder-
ed in this city some time last week.

The body was found to-day in a trunk,
which had been left for security for
their room rent by two Greeks, who
rented a room from Mrs. Henry
Sherrer, who occupies the third floor
of a tenement at 333 West Thirty-
seventh street.

Mrs, Sherrer three weeks ago rented
one of her six rooms to the Greeks.
‘When last Wednesday the rent was not
forthcoming her lodgers told her she
was amply protected by their well fill-
ed trunk. The following morning the
men disappeared and to-day the trunk
was broken open.

To the horror of Mr, Sherrer it was
found to contain the badly decomposed
body of a man. The body was doubled
up with the head bound against the
knees by a heavy strap that passed
over the back of the neck and was
buckled under the shins.

A meal ticket found in the trunk was
issued by a restaurant in Chicago.
Across it was written S. E. Moylan,
Chicago.

Mys. Sherrer told the coroner that
when the two men engaged the room
in her home they described themselves
as John and Paul Sarkie, each about
35 years old. John was dark and
smooth shaven. The other wore a
mustache., The men had been visited,
she said, by a man wearing a clerical
garb, who looked not unlike the mur-
dered man.

She thought that this man called at
8 o’clock last Wednesday evening. No
one heard unusual noises that day.-
Late Wednesday afternoon an expreass
wagon brought to the house the trunk
which later was found to contain the
body. .

After its removal to the morgue the
body was identified as that of the
priest. He had lived at 608 Monastery
street, West Hoboken, and frequently
made trips to this eity soliciting funds
for his church.

Father Kaspar, carrying a smail
leather bag in which hi® collections
were placed, came to be a familiar Bg-
ure in Greek and Armenian circles
here, and it is believed he was murder-
ed for thée money he carried.

The autopsy revealed that the priest
had probably been drugged and placed-
while still alive in the trunk, there to
be suffocated to/death. The neck and
one arm had been broken, but appar-
ently these injuries had not been the
cause of death. Thrown upen ths
body, and as if to fill the trunk te the
point of suffocation, was the priest's
clothing.

The coroner’s physician said that the
man had probably been dead wsix o
seven days. The contents of the stom-
ach will be examined to determiné
whether some drug was used.

The police have sent out a general
alarm for Sarkis Ermoylan, Sarki Bar-
morvion and Paul Sarisitan.

Simon Pashakariah, of 506 Tenth
avenue, to-night identified the trunk as
belonging to Sarki Ermoylan, an Af-
menian who, he said, roomed with him
for four months up to last Monday
night, when he quit the house. Pasha-~
karian told the police that Ermeoylan,
previous to his coming to this city, Mad:
worked in a restaurant in West Pull-
man, Chicago. >

The police theory is that the priest

According to one man. who
saw the body Kaspar went to Hoboken
from Providence, R. I. He had been in

To further
guard the horses from abuse two officers
of the Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals have been appointed
judges.

Every effort has been so far made to
assure a greater success than ever for thig
year’s fair, and the committee are spar-
ing no effort to attract outside attention -
to it.
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
