MAY ABDICATE

But His Ad. Led People to Ex­
pect Something Dif­

ferent.

His Three Sons Have Given Up 
Their Army Commis­

sions.
MINISTER OF LABOR

STATES CASE PLAINLY
DEPOSED PRESIDENT

OF NICARAGUA OUT
CHIEF LANGLEY MAKES 

SUGGESTION TO COUNCIL
BUSINESS TRANSACTED

AT FORENOON SITTING

Athens, Oct. 18.—Premier Mavrom- 
iachilis having announced the desire 
of the Royal Princes to have the bills 
relating to their services in war adopt­
ed, the chamber of deputise without 
discussion, voted the bills abolishing the 
right of the Princes to hold military 
commands.

The adoption of the Military Reform 
bills veils another step in the military 
revolution which may yet involve the 
abdication of King George. It is under­
stood that His Majesty feels acutely 
his abandonment by the great powers 
in the matter of Greece’s aspirations 
for the annexation of Crete, and has 
quite seriously considered the possibili­
ty of being compelled to abdicate as 
an outcome of the disappointment of 
his people. King George, who has been 
living in retirement at Taoi since the 
recent military movement, on being in­
formed of the possibility of another 
revolution, drove in an automobile to 
the capital, and instructed his three 
sons formally to resign their army 
commissions. This done, King George 
summoned Premier Mavromiaehilis to 
the palace, and informed him that he 
had persuaded his sons to resign, be­
cause he was reluctant to permit the 
chamber of deputies to suffer at the 
hands of the military revolutionists 
for its loyalty to the Crown.

A painful scene followed the prem­
ier’s announcement of the decision of 
the Princes, and some 30 loyalist mem­
bers rose and quitted the house, The 
chamber then voted the bills.

King George’s unexpected act of self- 
renunciation, and the fact that the 
chamber is now ^completely dominated 
by the officers’ league, is regarded in 
many quarters as being incompatible 
with His Majesty's dignity and his re­
tention of the throne.

Crown Prince Constantines held the 
position of commander-in-chief of the 
Grecian army; Prince Andros 
captain of the Grecian cavalry, and 
Prince Christoferos as sub-lieutenant 
in the infantry.

Vancouver, Oct. 19— For selling 
Bibles, James M. Lambert is now in 
jail. But it is not because he sold the 
Bibles in the ordinary way. For sev­
eral weeks past there had been ap­
pearing the fallowing advertisement, 
and it was the wording of it which 
caused J. R. Greenfield, pifetofflee in­
spector, to file an information charg­
ing Lambert with false pretences. The 
ad. reads:

“Notice,.—On receipt of $1 we will 
send, securely sealed, a beautifully 
bound book of over 4d0 pages of good 
things. Every sport should read it: 
the most wonderful book ever writ­
ten; prohibited in many countries; 
French and English translations. Send 
at once. J. !>., 8 East Side postofflee, 
Vancouver, B. C."

Among those who sent for the vol­
ume was William Black. He did not 
know what to expect in return for his 
dollar. Least of all he expected to re­
ceive a Bible. Tet when it did come 
he saw at a glance that he had been 
“stung,” notwithstanding that the 
book is the most wonderful ever writ­
ten. So Mr. Black made complaint to 
Mr. Greenfield of the postofflee depart­
ment, and an officer went out and took 
the ingenious advertiser to jail.

In the police court yesterday the case 
was remanded till to-day. A careful 
reading of the advertisement shows 
that Lambert without doubt “made 
good” everything in the ad.

Just how extensive a business "Lam­
bert has done is unknown to the post- 
office department, but it is presumed 
that he quite flooded the city with the 
good book, and probably placed it 
where it never would have been placed 
except for the wording of the adver­
tisement.

Government Policy in This Re­
gard is Only One for the 

Country.

Asks That By-Law Be Amend­
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Particular.
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Reports Read This 

Morning.

His Successor Formulates 
Long List of Charges 
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Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 19.—“My in­
quiry in British Columbia under royal 
commission into the methods by which 
Oriental immigration had been pro­
moted, supplemented by a knowledge 
of conditions in the Orient gained by 
a recent journey through India, China 
and Japan, has convinced me more 
strongly than ever that the govern­
ment’s policy in this particular is the 
only one to be followed ih this coun­
try."

Thus the Hon. Mackenzie King, min­
ister of labor, again lays the ghost of 
the Oriental issue which is being In­
voked for purely party purposes in this 
province on the eve of a provincial 
general election. The words given 
above are taken from a letter written 
by Mr. King to G. E. McCrossan, 
president of the Young Liberal Associa­
tion in this city.

It will be remembered that a few 
weeks ago the Conservative press pub­
lished a dispatch in which it was al­
leged that Mr. King had said publicly 
that unless the Grand Trunk Pacific 
were permitted • to use Oriental labor 
the cost of construction would be pro­
hibitive.

Oct. 18.—De- (From Tuesday's Daily.)
Chief of Police John Langley for­

warded a letter to the council last 
evening suggesting certain amend­
ments to the streets’ by-law whereby 
it will be possible, in cases where re­
fuse matter is thrown upon the streets 
or sidewalks, for the police to hold the 
landlords or the agents of the prem­
ises liable. As the by-law reads at 
present only the person who deposited 
the refuse on the streets can be sum­
moned and in the majority of cases it 
is practically impossible to discover the 
offender’s indentlty.

Aid. Turner called attention to the 
desirability of instructing the police to 
pick up things which have been 
dropped on the street. He knew of 
instances where slabs of wood 
been dropped on the street from carts 
and the police failed to pick them up. 
This ought not to be.

Aid. Ross was of the opinion that 
the street superintendent ought to get 
busy. He was the man in his opinion 
that was primarily responsible for the 
condition of the streets.

Aid. Stewart said that while on this 
subject he wished to point out the de­
sirability of issuing instructions to 
prevent carts employed in carrying 
away material from excavations, drop­
ping quantities of this material all 
along the route. The carts should be 
“trimmed” before starting. This was 
always done in up-to-date cities.

Aid. Bishop favored closer attention 
being given to the supervision of the 
operation of scavengers’ carts.

The letter was referred to the legis­
lative committee.

The city engineer reported on the 
cost of putting down a permanent 
pavement on Broad street from John­
son to Cormorant, and on Pandora 
avenue from Douglas to Government. 
He said he would like to see wood 
blocks on Broad street. The owners 
on Pandora avenue hati petitioned in 
favor of granitoid and he submitted 
figures for the same. Some of the al­
dermen thought that the city engineer 
should have expressed a definite opin­
ion as to which kind of pavement was 
in his judgment the best and then the 
council should back him up regardless 
of the wishes of the property owners. 
This view did not meet with the ap­
proval of tire -majority of the board, ahd 
the section mentioned will be done 
with granitoid as requested by the 
property owners.

The city engineer and the water com­
missioner reported that in the case ol 
by-law 25, providing for local im­
provements on Catherine street and 
McPherson ana Fullerton streets, the 
estimate ran $7,000 short, due to the 
fact that pavement on Catherine 
street had been widened and extra 
rock surfacing work done. The re­
port was adopted and the extra amount 
will be paid.

On the suggestion of Aid. Mable the 
council at an early date will give con­
sideration to the question of appoint­
ing an independent assessor. It is be­
lieved that such a plan will save much 
time, and the work in the assessor’s 
office be expedited.

The contract for the supply ' of steel 
tubes was awarded to J. H. B. Rick- 
aby for the sum of $40,928.45. This 
contract calls for the Mannesmann’s 
seamless spigot and faucet tubes—a 
specially coated pipe which is in high 
favor with all engineers requiring 
such materia!.

The following works of local im­
provement will be taken in hand at 
once, no adverse petitions having been 
received :

To grade, tar, macadamize and drain 
Craigflower road, from Arm street to 
Russell street, and on Russell street, 
from Skinner street to Langford street; 
permanent sidewalk on the west side 
of Douglas street, from Garbally road 
to Francis street; grade and tar mac­
adamize Quadra street, from Blanchard 
street to Hillside street, and construct 
permanent sidewalks on the east side 
of Quadra street, from Pandora ave­
nue to Hillside avenue, and on the 
west side of Quadra, from Caledonia 
avenue to Hillside avenue; permanent 
sidewalk on the north side of Michi­
gan street, from Beacon Hill park to 
Government street and boulevards, 
curbs and gutters on the south side of 
Michigan street, from 
street to Menzies street, and on the 
north side from Beacon Hill park to 
Menzies street, and grade, drain and 
rock-surface said street, from Beacon 
Hill park to Menzies 
vards on both, sides of Government 
street, from Michigan street to To­
ronto street, and on the south side of 
Belleville street, from Menzies street to 
St. John street.

The city engineer reported on the 
cost of the following works:

R. B. McMicklng, local manager of 
the B. C. Telephone Company, has 
asked the city to prepare plans for the 
carrying of the city electrip wires in 
the subway across the causeway, for 
transmission to the head office at Van­
couver. Should the plans be approved 
the city will be allowed to use the sub­
way, but not otherwise.

On the suggestion of Aid. Mable, the 
city electrician has been instructed to 
go ahead and place the necessary con­
duits in the man-holes and connect up 
with the wires, the council feeling that

The second session of the Eleventh 

Synod of the Diocese of British Co­
lumbia was continued" this morning in 
the Christ church school room with 
delegates from the many parishes of 
the province in attendance.

Thé" committee re­
ported that- they had met six times 
during the year, and gave a general 
outline of the work done.

The committee offered a resolution 
of appreciation of the past work of 
Canon Beanlands, who recently re­
signed his charge to proceed to a 
similar charge in England. The report 
also stated that Architect J. C. M.

rights to do all the butchering, fishing 
and mining within the boundaries of 
the country.

In addition he declared that mono­
polies were held on the rubber and salt 
industries, and in short that Zelaya

In addition Estrada charged that the 
government treasury had been raided, 
that outrageous embezzlements had 
been committed under the guise of 
fictitious international loans and other 
tricks of high finance.

Winnipeg, Oct. 19.—Hair-breadth es­
capes from death were experienced by 
those on the special train carrying 
passengers from the Empress of Ire­
land in an accident that occurred at 
9.45 a.m. Saturday morning at Ramsey, 
a few miles east of Chapeau, on the 
C.P.R. The train dashed at thirty 
miles an hour into a herd of cattle be­
ing driven along the line. The engineer 
first saw the animals when within a 
hundred yards of them. He clapped on 
the air-brakes and yelled to the fire­
man to save himself, and they both 
leaped for their lives. The small wheels 
of the engine mounted the animals, de­
railing the train, which travelled for 
some distance over the ties, the six 
hundred passengers being shaken up 
like peas in a box.

One baggage car was sent hurtling 
off the track to the left, where it was 
embedded in the soft earth pn its end. 
The next car, a colonist, packed with 
second-class passengers,. was dashed 
down the bank, and the scene in its 
interior, passengers say, beggared de­
scription. Women and . children were 
thrown from one end of the car to the 
other. Every window was smashed, 
seats were torn up, white top bunks 
came crashing down.

When the crew of the train and many 
willing helpers succeeded in rescuing 
the inmates of the carriage, contrary 
to their expectations, it was found that 
but three were seriously itijured:

J. R. Stanners, of London, England, 
was severely cut about the face; T. 
Eady, of Wicksworth, Derbyshire, had 
his face terribly cut; Miss L. Woolley, 
Liverpool, was suffering from serious 
injury to the back. Eighteen others 
were hurt more or less.

BURGLAR’S UNDOINGLos Angeles, Cal., Oct. 19.—Every 
available police detective in this city 
is searching for the fiend who entered 
the room where Mrs. George Staehle and 
her 12-year-old daughter lay asleep 
and, with a razor, slashed the woman’s 
throat from ear to ear, Inflicting a hor­
rible wound that the surgeons at the 
receiving hospital feared would prove 
fatal.

A white handled razor, found in the 
bedroom, is the only clue on which the 
officers can base their search. The 
bloodstained blade was found on the 
floor beside the. bed. The house was 
entered through the bathroom window.

Mrs. Staehle is the wife of an em­
ployee of a local brewing company. She 
and Elsie, her little daughter, were 
sleeping alone in the house when the 
crime was committed shortly after mid­
night. The neighborhood is thickly pop­
ulated by negroes and the yard of the 
Staehle home was filled with them 
when the officers responded to a hurry 
call.

Several arteries in the woman’s neck 
had been severed and her wind pipe 
punctured. That death was not almost 
instantaneous was regarded by the 
hospital attendants as marvelous.

CHEQUE PASSER IS
GIVEN FOUR MONTHS

St. Petersburg, Oct. 19.—An import­
ant- and unexpected change of Itiner­
ary has been made on the eve of Em­
peror Nicholas’ departure for Italy. It 
is understood the change was due in 
part to recent criticism of the Emperor 
in the Bavarian Landtag, but as well 
to other and deeper reasons, which, ac­
cording to the best information ob­
tainable here, resulted in the Emper­
or’s decision to avoid Bavaria and 
make a long circuit through Eastern 
France to reach his destination.

The new route chosen is by way of 
Odessa, Posen, Frankfort and Beson- 
con, France, and involves a railroad 
journey of nearly 2,000 miles. A meet­
ing between the Emperor and the 
President of France during the trip 
is possible.

KELOWNA SEEKS FOR

CONTROL OF WATERPittsburg, Oct. 19.—The greatest re­
ligious gathering ever held in this city 
and perhaps in the country occurred 
at the National League ball park, 
Forbes field, here, when 25,000 persons 
assembled at the sacrament of the 
Lord’s supper, the e^ent being . the 
principal feature of Sunday's session 
of the convention of the disciples of 
Christ, of the Christian church.

About one hundred elders and one 
thousand deacons of the church offici­
ated in passing bread and wine, while 
a choir of five hundred voices led the 
music.

Four big gatherings at the various 
convention halls closed the day's pro­
gramme. One of the principal sermons 
was preached by Rev. S. M. Martin, 
of Seattle.

Toledo, Ohio, Oct. 19.—Dr. Frederick 
A. Cook, who lectured last night, said 
that officers of the Danish government 
ship Godhaab, which has just arrived 
off Copenhagen, after a northern voy­
age, might be able to give informa­
tion which would throw light on the 
polar controversy.

Madrid, Oct. 19.—It is generally un­
derstood here to-day that King Al­
fonso Intends shortly to depose Premier 
Maura and appoint Senor Baccarogga 
temporary premier until a new cabinet 
can be organized.

Premier Maura will not resign unless 
Alfonso forces him to take this step.

King Alfonso and Premier Maura are 
said to have quarreled violently be­
cause Prof. Ferrer was executed with­
out the King being given an opportun­
ity to pardon him.

Kelowna, B. C., Oct. 18.—At last 
council meeting the mayor said that 
city councils for two years past had 
contemplated getting a private bill 
passed in the legislature in order to 
secure control of irrigation water with­
in the city limits, but there had not 
been time after each municipal elec­
tion for the council to take the nec­
essary preliminary steps before the 
opening of the legislative session. He 
thought the present council ought to 
do some of the preliminary work such 
as advertising in order to give their 
successors a chance to obtain the de­
sired legislation.

Aid. Bailey said he had spoken to 
Price Ellison M.P.P. about the method 
of procedure, and had been informed 
by him that the intention of the coun­
cil to apply for a private hill had to be 
advertised in- the B. C. Gazette and a 
local newspaper for at least 60 days 
prior to the session of the legislature. 
The present water act did not seem to 
apply to the circumstances of Kelowna, 
and a private bill appeared necessary. 
He approved of the mayor's suggestion 
that this year’s council should under­
take the required advertising and no­
tice was given of intention to intro­
duce a by-law.
