Court (J'Ellly,
the new Speaker of the House 'of (Jo.m-
mons. Mr, Crisp, in conver_satlon with
a representative of the Associated Press,
after the E.ouse of Commons had ad-
journed, sall: “Before the .Hg)use met
Mr. Gully showed me the paintings, rep-
resenting former Speakers of the Hogse
of Commons, and the comments which
he made upon each of them were most
interesting. Mr. Gully also showed me
the statues of great statesmen of the
past and particularly called my atten-
tion to the fact that Pitt and Fox faced
cach other.” At the request of the As-
sociated Press, Mr. Crisp wr9te the_fol-
jowing account of his  impressions
formed at the opening of the House of
Commons to-day: = “It proved a great
treat to me, as I am naturally much in-
terested in English forms and met_h9ds
of legislation. One of the most striking
differences between our methods au‘d
those in use here is that the Speaker is
non-partizan. ~ The members  of par%ia—
ment. are certainly a very fine looking
body of men. To an American, however,
it looked very odd to see the members
of the house sitting with their hats on.
After adjournment. I called upon the
Speaker, and was escorted by him to his
official residence where I had thg honor
of being introduced to his wife. 1
found the Speaker a very agreeable
gentleman. I also met Mr. Balf.our, the
Conservative leader, and found him to be
a splendid type of the English ge_mle-
man. 1 did not mention the silver
question during my conversations w_xth
cither gentleman. 'When I was leaving
the parliament house, Mr. Balfour ac-
companied me to the gate, where a large
crowd was collected. When they saw
the Conservative leader they cheered
him enthusiastically. = As there was no
other business outside of the election of
the Speaker, 1 was unable to learn much
of the legislative methods of procedurg.
1 am satisfied, however, from what I did
see, that I prefer the methods of our
Congress.””

The court
holds that the blame for the collision
must be attributed to the mate of the
Crathie, who deserted his post immedi-
ately before the occurrence. Continuing
the finding says that the officer in charge
of the watch on the Elbe cannot, how-
ever, be freed from the reproach that
he omitted to get out of the way of the
Crathie by a timely manipulation of the
helm, and failed to attract the attention

i of the crew of the Crathie by signalling
In regard to

with the steam whistle.
the steps taken to save life on board the
Blbe after the collision occurred, the
court holds that the orders given by
Captain von Gossel, and executed by the
officers and crew of the Elbe for that
purpose, were deserving of praise. As
to the suddenness with which the Elbe
foundered, the finding of the court says
that it was not attributable to defects
in the equipment, loading or manning of
4he vessel, but solely to the severe dam-
age incurred, which extended to the wa-
ter-tight compartments amidships. The
admiralty court finds no grounds for the
allegations made against the commander
of the Crathie.

The court finds no ground for censur-
ing him or the other navigators of the
Crathie in regard to their not attempt-
ing to save life after the collision, as
the Crathie, according to the finding, suf-
fered such severe injury that there was
justifiable fear that she herself would
founder. In conclusion, the court finds
that the conduet of the survivors of the
crew of the Elbe, who were rescued by
‘the British fishing smack Wildflower
from an open boat, is deserving of recog-
nition, and that the resue of the ship-
wrecked people by the Wildflower merits
the highest praise.

DURRANT TRIAL DRAGS ON.

No Nearer the Hearing Now Than 2
Week Ago. :
San Francisco, = Aug. 12.—To-day’s
proceedings  in the case of Durrant,
charged with the murder of Blanche La-
mont, do not complete the jury; the
morning session passed without the ad-
dition of a single juror. In faet, the
number of accepted jurors was reduced
from 9 to 8, for the ecourt excused Juror
Brown. ' In a long opinion Judge Murphy
said that he would allow the district at-
torney to challenge Brown, because the
prosecutor. had net kmown that Brown
voted to acquit M. D. Howell of a
charge of counterfeiting because thp evi-
dence was circamstantial. The distrizt
attorney made a peremptory challenge
to Brown, and the court allowed it.
The defence took exception and moved to
dismiss, but the motion was prompily
denied. The court then took up the de-
fendant’s ‘motion for contempt proceed-
ings against the newspapers which had
published = matter conuected with Juror
Brown, and had interviewed him regard-
ing his availability as a juror. The
court made an address to the press, stat-
ing that the publication of any articles
tending to destroy defendant’s chances
of receiving a ‘ fair trial was contempt,
and warned newspaper men of the ne-
cessity of conservative treatment of this
and similar cases.  He declined then to
act upon the newspaper citations issued
at the request of the defendant.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

Supreme court—B. Van Volkenburg vs.
Canadian Western Ranching Company,
Limited—This case was concluded yes-
terday and judgment given by Mr. Jus-
tice Drake, whereby he declared that the
sale of the butcher shop, e¢tc.,, made by
the defendant company on the 24th Oc-
tober, 1864, was void and that the com-
pany were merely mortgagees in posses-
sion, and would have to aecount to the
plaintii for the rents amd profits of the
buicher business carried by the com-
pany since the 24th October, 1894, and
Fthe plaintiff was at liberty to redeem the
whole of the seécurities on payment of
whatever should be found due on tak-
ing the aecounts, and costs. S. Perry
Mills for plaintiff, Mr. A. E. MePhillips
for defendant.
