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On the Craigflower Road Matter Handed Down 
in Supreme Court Yesterday by Mr. 

Justice Walkem.

Tho full text of the judgment handed 
down by Mr. Justice Walkem in the 
Supreme court yesterday in the applica­
tion of Richard Hall to quash the Craig­
flower Road Reopening By-law 1900, a 
synopsis of which was given in these 
columns last evening, follows:

On the 10th of July, 1899, the city 
council of Victoria passed a by-law clos­
ing that part oT the Craigflower road, 
or highway, which then ran through 
blocks N and P, of section SI, Esqui- 
malt district. This had the legal effect 
of divesting the corporation of what­
ever title it had to the highway, and 
vesting the title in the- owners of the 
soil. In other words, the corporation 
abandoned all right and title to the 
last. The council passed another by-law 
îeopening the road thus closed; and a 
motion is now made, on behalf of Mr. 
Richard Hall, who is interested in block 
B, to quash tho by-law on grounds men­
tioned in tho motion before me. The 
first one is that the by-law improperly 
enacts that compensation is to be paid 
for any expropriated land “except for so 
much of the proposed road as may have 
at any time heretofore been actually 
used as a public highway, according to 
the measurements shown on the map or 
plan prepared by the city engineer, and 
numbered l,4t>U, and marked thereon 
within blue lines, and described therein 
as travelled road.’ ” This exception as to 
compensation is clearly invalid, as it 
contravenes section 239 of the Munid-

the officers of the corporation being 
treated as trespassers. Several cases 
were cited by Mr. Fell on the point of 
vagueness in the bydaw, but they do 
not apply here, as they refer either to 
the opening of wholly new roads, or of 
deviations from old roads.

The second sections of the by-law pro­
vides for the refund, in the event of ex­
propriation, of any taxes paid on lands 
within tb* old road limits, 
vision was apparently intended as com­
pensation for expropriation, and is 
sequently inoperative in view of the re­
gulations in the act as to compensa­
tion.

It is a well-understood fact that a lib­
eral construction must be given to every 
municipal by-law, and that it should be 
upheld except it is unintelligible or vio­
lates some fundamental principle of 
law, or is nltra vires in the matter of 
jurisdiction.

It follows that, in my opinion, tho by­
law must he upheld so far ns it pur­
ports to reopen the Craigflower road 
and give it an enlarged width.

which would connect with the Island by 
ferry. The other part ot the policy was 
to extend the railroad to the north end 
of the Island. This would develop the 
Island, bringing to the front its rich min­
eral, timber and other resources. It 
would also give quick entrance into the 
Yukon country. Its construction would 
prove of the greatest benefit to the Isl­
and of Vancouver, to the province of 
British Columbia and to the Dominion 
of Canada.

Speaking of the richness of the Cas- 
siar country, he said that its mineral 
resources were second to none in the 
world. The beds of coal found near the 
Skeena river were as rich as any in the 
world, and as great in extent as that 
of the Crow’s Neat Pass. The govern­
ment were ready to assist in building a 
railway which would pour its riches into 
the lower part of the province.

During their stay in Ottawa they had 
been met courteously by the Federal 
ministry. Tlie answer had not been re­
ceived as yet, but he expected their re- 
onest would l>e favorably dealt with. 
British Columbia paid more per capita, 
three times over, ^han any other pro­
vince of the Dominion. The province 
had paid $40,000.000 into the Dominion 
treasury since 1872. The present min­
istry at Ottawa, he believed, would deal 
fairly with this province, of which the 
speaker intended to be a resident for 
the remainder of his life.
