ByINTERMEDIATE DEPARTMENT, DIS. NO. 1.

On Thursday morning the examination 
of the Intermediate Department of District 
No. 1 in charge of Mias M. Haviland took 
place in the School house, St. John Street.

The exercises commenced at 10 a. m. by 
the pupils singing “ Hail Smiling Morn,'' 
after which the Lord’s Prayer was said 
and the pupils repeated some texts of 
Scripture.

The Trustees present were G. A. Blair, 
Esq. and Thomas Crimmen, Ea<p There 
were also present during the morning C. 
G. D. Roberts B. A. of the Grammar 
School, Miss Williston of the Advanced 
Department, Dis. No. 1, Miss Quinlan, of 
the Advanced Department Dis. No. 8, and 
Miss Alexander of Primary Department 
Dis. No. 1.

The number of children on the register 
is 59 and the average attendance 37, the 
ages ranging from 7 to 12 years. The 
school is divided into 3 giades.

Grade 5 was examine»! in Grammar, 
chiefly on the parts of speech, and acquit­
ted themselves very satisfactorily.

Grade 4 read from the third Royal 
Reader, and were aft4>rwards exercised in 
spelling on their slates. Both reailing 
and spelling were good.

Grade 3 was examined in the elemen­
tary rules of arithmetic by means of the 
blackboard, the exercises extended to 
fractions, the first idea of which was con­
veyed by dividing an apple into parts, 
the pupil making the corresponding sym­
bols on the blackboard.

Grade 5 was examined in Arithmetic, 
the questions being principally practical 
examples in reduction. The pupils sang 
the “Greeting Song.”

Grade 4th drew some very good maps 
of New Brunswick on their slates, from 
memo!y indicating the counties, rivers, 
etc. They were afterwards examined in 
the geography of the Province, pointing 
out on the wail map the counties, towns 
bays, rivers, etc.

Grade 5 was examined in English 
History from the Roman to the Norman 
period.

Grade 3 shewed some neat work on their 
slates from the 1st series of drawing cards. 
They afterwards read from the 2nd Royal 
Reader, both iu class and individually. 
They were then exercised in spelling.

The pupils sang the song entitleil “ The 
Headlight. ”

Grade 5 were examined in plant life 
aud growth, and the lesson was illustrated 
by Prang’s colored prints.

Grade 4th were examined in the elemen­
tary rules of Arithmetic.

Grade 5th read from the 4th Royal 
Reader, and were afterwards exercised in 
spelling, words being dictated to them 
which they wrote on their slates.

Grade 5 drew maps of Nova Scotia 
shewing the situations of the towms, coal 
fields, etc. The maps were very neat.

It will suffice to say that it would be 
difficult to find fault with the general 
progress of the pupils of this school.
