Distressing Accident.

One of the molt distressing accidents
that we have witnessed for a long tume
took place on Tuesday forenoon at New-
castle, An agent of blessrs. Perry Davis,
Son & Lawrence, of Montreal, was at the
Newcastle Railway Station with a large
patent medicine waggon to which a pair of
horses were harnessed. He left them
without any fastening, regardless of the
danger of a runaway and, unfortunately,
they took fright and started towards
town. By the time they reached the
Court House they were going at a wild
rate. At that point some thirty or forty
men had gathered waiting for the opening
of the Circuit Court, and most of these
ran out upon the street to intercept the
horses, which, however, only slowed up
a little. Seeing that they were
determined not to stop Capt. Thomas
Quigley, of Newcastle, 1an for the
head of the horse nearest him and success-
fully caught at the rein. His hold of it,
however, was too far from the bit and as
he swung in against t' e animal’s aide one
of its hind legs seemed to trip him, caus-

He appeared to have received
severe internal injuries, bieathing being
very painful to him, as was also any effort
to move, so much so that
bear to be carried to a carriage, or even
to lie down. With muchk pain he man-
aged to walk to the front of the Court
House, where he almost crawled into a
covered buggy, any attempts of friends to
assist him only increasing his sufferings.
He was driven to his mother’s residence
by Dr. Smith, where, at last accounts he
was suffering very much.

The horses, after injuring Capt. Quig-
ley, rushed down the hill and in their
course collided with the street lamp on
the corner below the Registry office-
breaking the cast iron shaft short off in
two places, hurling pieces of the lantern-
glass as far away as sixty feet and carry-
ing a portion of the lantern-frame along
with them in the waggon. They were
stopped. without doing further damage,
j ust beyond thespost office, hqrse; and
waggon being uninjured.

Capt. Quigley is a well-known citizen
and much sympathy is felt for him inhis
terrible misfortune, as well as for his
mother, sister and brothers. He has been
in poor health for several months, though
able to be about out of doors. For a few
days before the accideat he seemed to be
quite well. He hasalwaysbeena man of
adventurous spirit and daring. What
other men would net or could notdo
seemed to be what he took special pride in
attempting and he was often successful.
There was no person on the runaway team
on Tussday and few men would have
risked their lives to stop it. Ill, as he
was, the old spirit of daring >or bravado
impelled Capt. Quigley forward, as if it
wag an opportunlty too tempting to let
pass unimproved. As he realised after-
wards, and expressed to the sympathising
fiiends about him, he had done one foolish
thing too many and it seemed as ifit
should be his last. His injuries really
seem to be very great, but it is to be hoped
they are not so severe as to prove fatal,

JAMES VICKERS

He did not hear any disturbance, fighting
or wrangling in the house, but heard some

Had only one
drink in the house before the shooting, but
had taken perhaps four drinks during the
day. He did not seeany altercation or
hear of any trouble or ill feeling when he
was in the house. Saw Cunningham with
revolver in his hand, going through the

jawifig ont on the road about an hour and |

‘ hall, into the dining room. He was com-
ing from the sitting room. This was
about llor 12 o'clock. The prisoner
passed on until he reached the kitchen
door and then turned about, stood still,
and fired the revolver. Mrs. Connors and |
aman named Michael Sullivan were stand-
ing in the dining rcom, at the hall door,
some six feet or so from the prissner,when
the shot was fired. Witnces had his
left band on prisoner’s shoulder and had
asked him to give up the pistol, putting
out his right hand to take it, but just
as he did so and before he touched it, the
pistol went off. Cunningham held the |
pistol about on a level with the lower!
part of his vest. Wituess could not say‘
whether the prisoner was sober, or whether '
he fired at Mrs. Connors or not, After
the tiring ke took the pistol from the
prisoner, who did not say anything and
made no resistance. The prisoner then
left the house, passing by Mrs. Connors
and Sullivan,  Mrs, Connors was takeu
up stairs. He did not hear any conver-
sation between Mrs, Connors and the
prisoner,

MICHARL SULLIVAN
d-posed that he saw the prisoner in the
diving room with the revolver in his
hand and heard him say ‘it is cocked
now.” Witness told Mrs. Connors, who
was standing alengside of him, to come
out, when, just as he said that the chot
was tired. Mis, Connors did not at-
tempt to go out, but when the shot was
tired, she put her hand to her breast
and said—““Oh! I'm shot!” The prisoner
said nothing, but backed up against the
diningroom wall, near the kitchen door,
Witness sang out to him that he fired
off the revolver, and went over aud caught
him by the right hand. Mrs. Connors
was still present aud remained standing. !
Aundrew Counors came in and wasshoved
out of the diniug room door. Witness
could not say from the prisoner's appear-
ance whether he was drunk or sober—
but he did not act like a man intoxicated.
There was no talk before the shot was
fired except that the prisoner said the
pistol was cocked. Mrs. Connors did net
say anything to the prisoner so far as
‘witness heard, and did not see Cunning-
ham in any quarrel that day or that night.
Did not see any scuffle between the pris-
oner.and anyone else at the time of the
shooting or at any time. Witness said
he had been in the bar-room when he
went there first, and there were abeut
ten men there, the prisoner among them,
There was some drinking going en—a
good deal of lovd talk, and inclination to
quarrel. Just before the shooting, and
while standing on the end of the plat-
form witness saw Nicholas Delaney come
out of the house, apparently out of the
sitting room. His coat was off —~he was
excited, and talked about fighting some-
body. Witness heard noise and loud
talking inside. On going in he saw the
prisoner in the sitting room and Wm.
McCennell. Prisoner did not say any-
thing, neither did McConnell. Mrs.
Connors came in the room at that time,
about ten minutes before the shooting.
The prisoner was muttering. Mrs. Con-
nors said for himto go out if he was
going to fight. This took place immedi-
ately after Delaney went out. Delaney
looked as if he wanted to fight somebody. |
but witness would not say the pri:oner
did, although he had his coat off. The
prisoner and McConnell sat down ou the
lounge. Mrs. Connors left the room,.so
did the witness and McConnell. On
his cross-examination witness said he did
not hear Vickers say at any time that he
had hold of the revolver, and did not hear
any threats or words between Mrs. Con-
nors and the prisoner. Did not know who
the revolver belonged to.
WM. MCCONNELL
testified thathe was at Andrew Connors’
public house at Indiantown on the 2nd
Sept.—When he first saw the prisouer
he wasin the barleaning on the counter,
and when he next saw him he was lying
on the lounge in the sitting room. There
were two other men besides himself and
the prisoner there—Dan Kelly and Nich-
olas Delaney. Kelly was sitting close up
to the end of thelounge, near the prison-
er’s head. Kelly got talking to the pris-
oner and woke himup. The prisoner sat
up. Mis. Connors told Kelly he had
better go home to his boarding house and
no. be trying to raise a row. Witness
went out to the dining room, and was only |
there about balf aminute. When he came
out to go back to the sitting room he met
the prisoner coming out of the sitting
room. Witness asked himn where he was
going. He said he was goimg out to fight
some railroad rackers. Witness told him
he had better not go outside. He went
back and they both sat down on the
lounge. Kelly and Delaney had left the
room, #2d the prisoner and the witness
were alone. While they were sitting on
the lonuge somebody shut the sitting room
door. Witness told Cunniagham fie had
better lie down and have a sleep, and he
would feel better. Heappeared to have
b:en drinking: Witness then left the
rcom and when he returned shortly after,
he met prisoner coming out. with a re-
volver in hishand. Mrs. Counnors, two
girls and himself ran in through the hall
mto the dining room, and closed the dining
room door. The prisoner tried to force
his way in.  Mrs. Connorssaid ‘“you have
no business coming in here, as there is no
one hers but women.’ Prisoner said to
let him in he would not do anybody any
harm. Mrs. Connors then told witness to
dodge out to the kitchen, so that when
Cunningham camein he would see nobudy
there but the women and might then go
out. Witness then went out to the.
kitchen, and the prisoner went into the
dinicyroom. Witness saw the prisoner
standing in the dining room, pistol in
hand, pointed in the direciion where Mrs.
Connors was standing. Witness then
teok two or three steps from the kitchen
door, and soon after heard the report of
the pistol; went back to the kitchen door,
and saw two or three men laying hold of
the prisoner. Did not see the prisoner
quarrel wiih anyone that day. Did uot
see anyone pull him off thelounge. Kelly
was into:icated, but did not hear him use
any offeusive language towards the pkis-
oner.

On his cross-examination witness said
he saw Coanors put Iielly down imnto a
corner of the bar—tried to shove him out
but did not doso. Did not see the pris-
oner that night after the shooting.

At the request of counsel for the Crown
and after hearing objections by
prisoner’s counsel the further hearing of
the case ywas postponed until Tuesday
16th inst.

Resisting a Sherif—The Mountain
Disappears.

Mg. Ep1Tor,—In referring azain to this
matter I wish it to be understood that it
is not for the purpose of ‘‘throwing
waier on a drowned rat,” (to use an old
phrase) but as a writer in the Chatham
Worll over the name of “Truth,” in
criticising my former communication, has
cast reflections on a whole community—
public officers included—I ask space tor a
reply.

In my letters to the Avvaxcel have
given the facts as they occurred, without
comment of any kind, and all the wrig-
glings and twistings of “Truth,” cannot
shew them to be untrue or extricate the
Sheriff from the consequences of his insane
acts. From the evidence given by the
Sheriff and Miller it is amply shown,—1st,

That no resistance was offered to the
Sheriff whilst in the execution of his duty
or at any other time; 2nd, That the
party who assanlted Robicheau as alleged
was net arrested, and the assault on Miller
was merely a touch of one of the prisoner’s
elbows, which, according to Miller's own
testimony, ‘“‘might have been accidental;”
3rd, That the Sheriff has conspired with
Thomas Miller to recover this property
and thereby swindle the parties in Poke-
mouche out of an honest debt.

The Sheriff, in his testimony, stated he
came to the constable’s residence in com-
pany with the debtor, searched the prem-
ises in the constable’s absence, but could
find no fish, told the constable, when he
arrived, the object of his visit and was
assured by the constable he would not get
the property until the execution he held
was satisfied. There I submit, and contend
his lawful duty ended, and his unlawful
acts began. His zeal for Miller's interests
induced him to remain, trying to prevail
on the constable until two of Miller’s
creditors arrived who were naturally in-
censed to find Miller endeavoring to evade
payment in that way. They certainly
looked upon him as a swindler and not an
assistaut to the Sheriff; neither did the
Sheriff tell them those men were his
assistants or clothe them with any author-
ity. They rather looked upon the Sheriff
as an assistant to Miller but respect for
the high office he held induced them to
treat him with deference and-see him
safely escorted to his hotel; instead of
applying a goed stiff-toed brogan to him
and assisting him to depart asthey might
have done.

His acts go to show this
to be true, as he endegavored to compromise
his criminal cases if the parties would give
him the fish. Thi‘a') they refused to do,
knowing they had done no wrong. Cow-
ardice arising from a knowledge of wrong
doing and not prudence kept him from
attending the sale, his prudence was dis-
played in bringing the debtor with him to
search, and his offering to withdraw his
complaint if the property was surrendered
proves conclusively what the complaint
was made for. His fling at the Magis-
trate who held the examination is best
answered by saying that since that ‘“‘law-
less crowd” was discharged, the evidence
against them has been placed before the
grand jury, a court of the Sheriff’s own
choice, aud ‘they refused to find a bill
of indictment thereby vindicating and
justifying both the magistrate and
the accused.
