UNITED STATES GRAIN CROP.

It is estimated that the\wheat orop
of the United States will be this year
650,000,000 bushels, Last year the crop
‘was 520,000,000 bushéls and that of the
vear before 547,000,000 bushels. This
year's crop is about 100,000,000 bushels
more than the average. The corn crop
however is less than 1,200,000,000 bush-
els, and it Is sald that at least 2,000,-
000,000 bushels are required to meet
the ordinary needs of the country; A
statisticlan figures out that the loss in
corn amounts to about - $300,000,000,
which the increased crop of wheat
would offset to the extent of $100,000,~
000.

Of the 650,000,000 bushels of wheat,
probably nearly 60,000,000 will be need-
ed for séed purposes, and the local con-
sumption will be about 200,000,000 bush-~
els. ‘Making allowances for the extra
demand for wheat because of the short-
age in corn, there would still be bhe-
tween 250,000,000 and 300,000,000 bushels
of wheat available for export. ;
