Capt. Mabec Says Firc Could Only Have Been Caused

by Lantern Exploding or Being Sct—Mrs. Chase

Had Premonition af the Disaster and Wanted to
Sit Up—Aberdecn to Have Watchman,

T

Several of the crew of the Crystal
Stream who were injured in the fire
were yesterday brought down on the
‘Aberdeen.

Long before the Aberdeen arrived
the Indiantown wharves were lined
with friends of the injured persons, and
others desirous of hearing the story of
the disaster at first hand. As she
steamed slowly in with her flag at

half-mast, it could readily be seen that
the horrible calamity had made a
strong impression on the community:
Sergt. Kilpatrick and Officer Perry
kept the crowd well in check. The
presence of the ambulance added to
the effect of the sorrowing crowd,
many of the women present weeping
profusely, for the dead and injured
men had many relatives and friends In
the northern section of the city.

A. P. Belyea, the purser of the ill-
fated steamer (was the first of the in-
jured crew to leave the vessel. He
walked ashore, aided by. Sergt. Kil-
patrick. His bandaged head and burned
face gave mute testimony of the ordeal
through which he had passed. He was
taken to his home in a coach.

1t was not till Herbert McAlary was
carried ashore that the awful suffer-
ings of the injur4d men were compre-
hended by the sadicrowd. Mr. McAlary
had been placed on a stretcher and
passed over the hurricans deck of the
steam-r to willing hands below. He
was then taken to the hospital.

He was resting satisfactorily at the
hospital last night, but it will be many
months before he will again be in good
health. During the evening four
Stitenes were put in one wrist and ten
in the other. Miss\Nuttall of.the City
roa. .and an employe of the York
bakery, who_is chis prospective bride,
a~coinpanied ‘him‘fo thé hospital in the
ambulakee @nd. ai’ain‘{‘gis!ted him last
night; F#einigred man’did not, she
said Fat night' before JleAing - for her
summeérihome at South, Bay, want to
tell her his e¥periences, as they were
sc terrible, and-she ondy knew of his ex-
perience from others.

Mrs: Chase afterwards walked ashore.

Her right_ eat was someéwhat burned

and she f&ppeared on' the verge of a
nervous-hreakdown, the horrors of the
event still yividly impressed upon her
mind. .Seyeral of her relatives, were
withiher, and she was driven to ‘her
home. 4 :

D. J. Purdy, M. P. P., chief owner of
the vessel, was also present when the
Aberdeen arrived in port. He felt very
keenly over the loss of the men who
had been burned and comforted the in
jured ones before they left for the hoe-
pitgl.

Mr. Purdy said he intended pur-
chasing another vessel at once if one
could be found suitable. The vessel
was pn the route five years and was
valued at about $22,500.

Mr. Purdy could not give the amount
of the insurance but thought it would
be ebout fifty per cent. of the loss.

A Purdy B:lyea’'s Story

A. P. Belyea, purser of the Crystal
Stream, in speaking with a Sun re-
porter, said that it was his epinion that
the fire started down near the boilers.
Hay in large quantities had Dbeen
stored on the cargo deck and very soon
caught fire. - Mr,” Belyea 'said he was
awakened-by ‘the sholft ‘of ““fire,” and
on turning out found the-boat a mass
of flames. ' A black ‘cloud of stifling
smoke came from the' burning hay on
the floor beneath the saloon and made
i't,_most difficult for those on board to
£et away. Overcome by smoke, ana
badly burned, the purser at last man-
aged to make his escape onto the deck
through the saloon windows. The deck
was all afire and in getting from thera’
to the wharf he was sti]l further burn-
ed. The lines of the boat were burned
avd the.boat swung around from the
© -~ and sank shortly afterwards.
Mr. Belyea, who was suffering severely
i.vm lis injuries, was ‘unable to fur-
ther describe the disaster.. :
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Second Experience f;r Mrs. Ch'aio

Mrs. Chase, stewardess of-the ill-
fated boat was next interviewed ana
told a most pathetic story. Five years
ago she said she had been through an
experience on the steamer Star, of a
similar nature, in which she had lost
all her belongings. The repetition of
such a calamity, with its greater hor-
ror, together with the injuries she sus-
tained, found Mrs. Chase completely
broken down. Her story as she told
it was that she had retired between
eleven and twelve p. m., when every-
thing ‘was all, right. Shortly after
twelve she was awakened by an alarm
given by Mrs. May Coleman, the cook,
to find the ship a mass of -flames.
“I hurriel into the saloon,” she
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said, “but the smoke was so thick
I could ‘nét see where I was going. I
made my way out onto the aft deck

and dropped over into a boat that two
men had brought off from the shore,
some of the inhabitants of the neigh-
borhood having heard the alarm that
was sounded.”

Mrs. Chase further said that Mrs.
Coleman was the first to sound the
alarm. Mrs, Coleman escaped through
a window onto the deck and from the
deck to the wharf without serious in-
jury.

Mrs. Chase was the last one to es-
cape from the boat and she heard the
cthers calling to her after they had
made their way to the shore.

Capt. Mabee’s Story

Capt. Mabee, when seen by The Sun,
stated that he was sleeping in his state-
room, which is abaft the pilot house
on the upper deck, when he heard Mrs.
Chase calling fire and help, and at first
he thought he was dreaming, but soon
realized that it was no dream, but a
very true and stern reality. He jump-
ed out of his berth and ran out on the
deck, to see the flames and smoke pour-
ing out from all quarters of the boat.
He rushed back to his stateroom and
grabbed some clothes and threw them
on the wharf. He then clambered over
the side of the boat down on the wharf,
and was in time to assist Mrs. Cole-
man and Purser Belyea off the boat.
“To show yeu how muych I was trou-
bled over the affair I had no idea that
I helped Mrs. Coleman and Mr. Bel-
yea get to safety until I was told
about it afterwards.

“The shock of the sad affair was
simply terrible. To think of those
poor boys down in the hold, caught like
rats in a rap, is really too horrible to
contemplate. The boys were all fine
fellows, the best crew I think that I
ever have had with me in my fourteen
yvears of steamboating. I have only
been on the Washademoak route about
six weeks, and was becoming delighted
with the route and the people.

“Jf Mrs. Coleman had not wakened
up when she did I do not know what
the result would have been. I, myself,
was in a better position to escape than
any of the others, as my room is on
the upper deck, and what little wind
there was was blowing the other way.”

When asked if he had any idea how
the fire started, the captain replied
that it would never be known. Asked
if he thought the fire was the result
of inncendarism. the captain replied
that he could not conceive of a per-
son committing such’ a horrible deed
Captain Mabee said that the fire start-
ed in the hay which was however,
not very near the boilers which were
below the. deck and it would be absol-
utely impossible for it to catch from
them. It would also be equally impos-
sible for it to catch from a pipe or
cigarette as the crew had been in bed
for over two hours before the fire
broke out.

“The only possible way,” said Capt.
Mabee, “for*the fire to have started
would be the explosion of a lantern
or else deliberats setting on fire of the
hay.”The captain said that the boat was
always left open so that if any person
were inclined they could come on board
at any time of the night.

Engineer Roberts Had Close Call

Engineer Roberts said he was sleep-
ing in his stateroom, which is on the
main deck off of the rear saloon, when
about 2.30 o’clock he heard Mrs. Cole-
man shouting fire. For a few seconds
he did not know what to do, but after
lying still for,éa little he arose and
opened the staterom door to be met
with a fierce gust of flame and smoke
which drove him back 'to his rom. He
immediately shut the door and pulled
on some clothes and with his shoe broke
the window of his stateroom and
crawled out of it and stumbled on to
the deck, where above and in fact on
all sides of him the fire was shooting
out,

He managed to crawl out on a haw-
ser to the wharf and by the aid of a
couple of men, who had arrived on the
scene, he got in a small boat and rowed
out to the:stern of the burning steamer
and suceeded in getting Mrs. Chase,
who had crawled out over the stern of
the steamer and slid down the flag pole
into the small boat.

“]I cannot understand,” said Mr. Rob-
erts, ‘“how Mrs. Coleman came to
wake up. She was in the next
room to mine, and there was

only a thin parition between
us, and I never heard anything until
I heard Mrs. Coleman shouting. If she
had not woke up I do not believe I
would be here to tell the story now, as
only a few moments later it would
become impossible for me to have
escaped.”

Mr. Roberts said that this was his
second fire in five years, as he was en-
gineer on the Star when she was burn-
ed in the fall of 1902, when he lost prac-
tically all of the tools which he pos-
sessed. “But,” said Mr. "Roberts, “the
loss of both boats and all that is noth-
ing to the loss of life which occurred in
the prresent fire.”

Capt. Perry of Aberdeen Will Keep

‘Watchman in Futuro

Capt. Perry of the Aberdeen, when
interviewed by The Sun, informed The
Sun that the alarm was first given
him by his wife, who had been aroused
by Mrs. Chase. He thought at first it
was the str. Aberdeen which was on
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Stream was ablaze he ran over the
wharf looking for a boat. Two men
who lived nearby had, however, got
into the boat and were bringing Mrs.
Chase to the shore. Some wood and
kerosene oil were then placed in the
furnace, and as soon as steam could
be got up the vessel was placed out of
danger. He said that ten minutes after
the fire started the steamer was prac-
tically - destroyed and sank after- an
hour and a half of burning.

Capt. Perry said that hereafter he
would always keep a night watchman
on his vessel, although few of the
steamers had employed them in the
past.

Other:-Members of Aberdeen’s Crew
Talk

Mate Worden and Purser S. Perry,
of the Aberdeen were also interviewed
regarding the fire. They could give no
opinion of how the blaze started out-
side of the reports they heard from
the officers of the Crystal Stream.

Rev. Mr. Daniel, of Rothesay, who
was at Cody's attending a Deamnery
meeting, and who arrived on the Ab-
erdeen having intended to come by the
burned vessel, spoke of the sad scenes
surrounding the wreck.

Watkins, lay reader of Cambridge, also
came down on the steamer.

First Outsider There

John West, the first person outside of
the crew to arrive at the scene of the
disaster, when seen by the Sun said
that he was sleeping in the mill house
of Alfred West’s mill when he heard

On getting to the
wharf he jumped into the boat with

the wild shrieks of fire and help.
the other men rushed quickly in

Five min-
utes after he arrived it was impossible

to get near the steamer at all. ““That,”

The Inquest

viewed the remains before their remov-
al and the evidence of Captain Mabee
and Engineer Roberts was taken.

Mate McAlary, because of his cuts
and other injuries, was allowed to take
his departure from the city on the
steamer Aberdeen. The inquest will
be resumed on Tuesday upon the arri-
val of the steamer Aberdeen

A legal official at the scene of trag-
edy told the Sun reporter ygs-
texday that there . is possi-
bility of some highly sensational
developments at the resumption of the
coroner’s court, which statement he
made on the strength of incendiarism.

There are-now two examples of pro-
ceedings under the Lord’s Day act,
one showing what ought to be done
and the other what ought to be avoid-
ed. The effort to stop unnecessary la-
bor on the two great railway lines is
thoroughly 'in accord with the spirit
of the law and the sentiment of the
community. The effort to prevent the
giving of Sunday concerts by volunteer
performers is in accord with. . neither,
and its effect will be to weaken the
fublic sentiment that stands behind
the whole law, by identifying it with
petty tyranny and espionage. Good
mrusic on Sunday offends against Mo
law, human or divine; if it is wrong,
the numerous congregations which
support exzcellent choirs are clearly on
the wrong path.

VIENNA, June 22—Under the title
of the Amalgamated Oriental Carpet
Manufacturers the carpet manufactur-
ers and agents in Turkey have formed
a trust or combine with headquarters
here in Vienna.

The principal dealers in Turkey,
however, both wholesale and retail,
control their own ldoms, It is extreme-
ly doubtful, however, as to whether a
rise in prices can be arranged.

The fourth international congress of
delegates of the Master Cotton Spin-
ners’ and Manufacturers’ Associations
has just been held here under the most
favorable of auspices. :

Herr Kuffler said that the congress
had grown in usefulness as was shown
by the presence for the first time of
direct representatives of the American
planters. The only person they wanted
to exclude was the manipulator who
was no good to anybody except him-
gelf, The cotton trade was perhaps the
only trade organized on a permanent
international basis, and their statistics
which had been warmly welcomed by
the Washington Statisticll Bureau led
the way for the compilation of trust-
worthy universal statistics of all raw
materials which was the aim of the
newly-created Institute of Agriculture
and which would be of first importance
in the management of all trades.

Mr. C. W. Macara, chairman of the
international committee, in a.review of
the work of the year reported that the
Cotton Employers’ Association in Ja-
pan had joined the federation and that
several of the cotton using countries
were forming associations with a view
to becoming amalgamated. He pointed
out that the half yearly statistics of
cotton in the hands of spinners pre-
pared by the federation now applied to
17,000,000 spindles more than were in-

harmonious working - arrangements
with the census bureau at Washington
they had now had actual returns from
nearly 100,000,000 spindles. When, to
this were added - trustworthy figures
provided by the International Insti-
tute of Agriculture as to the supply
of raw cotton: they would have two
sets of statistics of inestimable value
which would do much to counteract all
attempts at the manipulation of prices.
In the meantime strenuous efforts
were being miade to rid the tra:de of
the course of 'illegitimate speculation
in cotton futures. As regarded cotton
growing the most remarkable develop-
ment during: the year ‘was in East In-
dian cotton, the government forecast
showing an inérease of more than a
million bales, Recently a cotton inves-
tigation committee from England vis-
ited the United States and in.a report
on a proposal for the acquisition of
land in the Sotithern States for exper-
imental cottonl growing stated that any
attempt of thékind on the limited scale
to which the¥ were authorized to com-
mit themselves ‘would not bé commer-
clally successful. But having in view
the great valwe and importance of an
experiment: carried out on the lines
suggested thé :association considered
that the subject should be brought be-
fore the International Congress. Con-
cluding, Mr. Macara. -said experience
had conclusively proved that speaking
generally the return on capital .invest-
ed in staple ihdustries throughout the
world if taken over a period of years
showed .only -2 moderate average profit.
Such being the case incalculable mis-
chief might be done by giving undue
jprominence to .profits made over a
short period and under special condi-
tions and' ignoring the losses which
might have been suffered at other per-
jods. This was most misleading, net
only to the investing public but to the
wage earners- and indirectly led to
over-production and industrial strife.
How much ecould be accomplished by
organizatlén and united action the
past three years working of the Inter-
national Federation had conclusively
demonstrated.

Mr.  Harvie Jordan, President of the
Southern Cotton Planters’ Association,
said that under the impetus of modern
thought and education. the American
cotton planters had awakened to the
needs of giving greater intelligence to
growing,  gathering, baling, storing,
transporting and marketing their great
crop so as to. place the staple in the
hands of spinners in a better and more
acceptable condition than before. The
growers of American cotton were being
rapidly taught better methods of cul-
ture and greater care in the selection
of seed, ‘so that the staple would be
greatly improved in both length and
textile strength. He wished to disa-
buse the minds of spinners of any in-
tention on the part of American cotton
growers to organize for the purpose .of
unduly advancing the price of their
cotton to unreasonable figures or to
undertake in any . wise to so exercise
the monopoly of cotton production
which they now realized they possess-
ed as to jeopardize or injure the steady
progress of the spinning industry of the
world. Perhaps the greatest recogniz-
ed evil of the cotton industry was
speculation in cotton futures. Their
association had been conducting a
vigorous campaign against institutions
called “local cotton exchanges” and
“bucket shops,”. and they had ‘secured
pro}ilbitive legislation in the large cot-
ton growing states of North and South
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama and Texas
and Arkansas. America would no lon-
ger submit to the control of the price
of their cotton by a horde of gamblers
and speculators who neither produced,
spun or wove the staple.

Mr. Henry Higson, of England, sub-
mitted a paper prepared by the British
Cotton Growing Association. He said
that notwithstanding the fact that the
cotton crop of the United States was
cotton crop of the United States in 1906
was one of the largest yet grown, the
scarcity of good cotbon was greater
than ever, and cotton of good spinning
qualtly was fetching today exception-
olly high prices. There was theresore
every necessity of pushing on the de-
velopment of new cottonfields ard
more especially of those which could
produce cotton better than middling
American. Nor was the danger of the
«ituation in any way altered. Europe
was today just as much as ever depen=-
dent on one part of the world for her
main supplies and therefore at the
