KILLING A KING.

*

In all monarchies the Kkilllng of the
king or emperor, the Law Journal of
London points out, “is perhaps the
gravest form of high treason.” The
Journal adds: “In one country, Italy,
sentenc2 of death cannot be imposed,
and in Portugfal, we believe, capit-
al punishment is not used, if not abol-
ished. Under the law of treason of
the United Kingdom, which has been
applied to most of the king’s domin=-
ions abroad, with or without statutory
modifications, the killing of the king
is a capital offense by the statute of
treasons. It is there described as ‘com-
passink or imagining the death of our
ford the king.’ By later legislation (of
1800) the claborate p rovisions special
to trials for treason do not apply to as-
sassinatin of the sovereign or a direct
attempt n his life, and such offenses
are tried in the same manner as wilful
murder. The result is that in sub-
stance, though not in form, the killing
of the sovereign in triable and punish-
able in the same manner as the willful
murder of a subject, but the crown
may direct the execution to be by de-
capitation instead of hanging.

THE INQUEST INTO
THE CARLETON TRAGEDY

The inquiry into the death of six-
year-old Lizzie May Howe who was
killed by a street car on Winslow St.
yesterday, was commenced by Coroner
Kenney last night.

The following composed the jury:
Harvey Ring (foreman), Samuel Mc-
Clelland; E. R. W. Ingraham, Alfred
Ring, G. S. Williams, Isaac Duffy and
B. Belyea. The jury viewed the body
at the child’s home on Winslow street
and returned in about twenty minutes.

The first witness called was George
Alperts, a colored teamster who
lives on Rodney street. He said he
was coming up Winslow street when
the accident occurred, and he saw a
little girl run out on the street from an
alley. She started across the street
car tracks when a car was approach-

pbut was too late to save the child.
The car passed over the child’s body
and she lay on the tracks nearly dead.
The car seemed to be going at a rapid

mate the rate. The little girl was be-
tween the rails when the car struck
He did not remember hearing
the gonsg.

Ceorge A. Clark, a trader, who lives
on Winslow strzet, said ke heard Al-
berts’ call to the motorman to stop
the car. He slso heard the car stop
and it appeared to him that it stopped
very slowly. When he arrived at the
scene of the accident the conductor
had the little girl in his zrms. He
was particular in noticing the distance
the car was from the mangled body
when it stopped and fcund it to be
fifty fcet. The car was going very
fast when he saw it—too fast for pub-
lic safety and a good ¢eal faster than
vsual. - The motorman did not sound
the gong until after Alberts shouted.
He saw the motorman turn on the
brakes about twenty-five feet from
where the child was Kkilled, but the
motorman had so much speed on he
could not control the car,

Heard Alberts’ Shout

william Redmond, a laborer, living
on Winslow street, then took the stand
and said he was standirg in his yard
when the aceident took place. He heard
Alberts shoat and running out on the
street he sazv Henry Russell with the
child’s head’ resting in his arms. Sev-
eral people gathered ar~und the child.

He thought that the street where the
accident oceurrsd was level enough for
a car to stop quickly If it was not
running too fast.

The next witness was Joseph Greer,
95 Union street, St. John West. H6&
saw the fender hit the little girl about
the knees and the car went fifty feet
farther before it stopped.

Henry Hamilton, 143 Ludlow street,
followed and said he was at the corner
of Union and Winslow strests when
the child was killed. He saw thecar
strike the child and 4id not think it
wes going faster than usual. He
thought it was a chain brake that was
on the car and it took some time to
stop a car when these were used. He:
did not think -the car was properly
equipped to make a quick stop.

Walter Adams, C. P. R. brakeman
and an occupant of the street car at
the time of the accident, said he felt
the car quivering shortly before it
stopped as though the brake was on
hard.

Thomas Corrigan, motorman of the
car, told his story as follows: “I have
been a moiorman with the Street Rail-
way for three years and had been in-
structed thoroughly how to run a car.
I was on car 24 this afternoon and was
catching the 1.50 p. m. trip of the ferry-
boat. I never was told the rate of
speed I could not excel, and I don’t
think I ever ran the car over eight
miles an hour. I was going slower than
vsual this afternocn and sounded the
gong about nine times before the ac-
cigent occurred. I first saw the little
girl leave the sidesrglk and run across
the strecet, and when I hit her she was
looking in the opposite direction of the
car. The brakes were put on as soon
as I saw her and the fender struck the
girl when she was on the side of the
track.’”

‘When asked what kind of brake he
had on the car. he sald it was a
ratchet brake. =

No further evidence was heard and
the inquest was adjourned until Mon-~
cay night at eight o’clock.
