The treasure had been deposited in some
secret place, and in examining this more
thoroughly to obtain all the pieces of
silver; or in clearing out the chambers
from their acoumulated rubbish, or ex
amining for repairs, they came upon the
long-lost roll of the law. The Rabbinical
tradition is, that the book was found be.
neath a heap of stones, under whioch it
bad been hidden when Ahaz burnt the
other copies of the law. It may be, how-
ever, thatit had lain hid in the ark itself,
which Manasseh had thrown aside into
some of the many cells (see 2 Chron

3), or ckambers, round the temple. The
finding mentioned in this verse was not
a discovery of something unknown be-
fore, but the rescuing of the Temple copy
of the Law from the hiding-place in
which it had long Iain.

Waar was tais Book oF riug Law ? The
book of the law, says Keil, (pota law
book or roll of laws) cannot mean any
thing else, either grammatically or his.
torically, than the Mosaic book of the
law (the Pentateuch), which is so desig.
nated, as is generally admitted, in the
Chronicles and the books of Ezra and
Nehemiah. The book of the law that
was found was simply the 'I'em{)le copy,
deposited, aceording to Deut. 31: 26, by
the side of the ark of the covenant,
which had been lost under the idolatrous
kings Manasseh and Amon.

Books were, of course, few, laid up in thea

Temple, or kept in some school of th
prophets.. (2) These few were very
precious, like the ancient manuscripts of
the Bible at Rome and St. Petersburg,
which few can ever examine, 8o carefully
are they guarded.

King Josiah undertook  four great
labors for the salvation of his nation.
®(1) He held a great Bible meeting for
thy instraction of the people in the
Word of (God. The leaders and the
people, great and small, from Jerusalem
and from Judah, assembled to hear the
boek of the law (2 Kings 23:1,2; 2
Chron. 34:30). A fuller description of
a similar Bible reading is given in Neh.
chap. 8. (2) The king and the people
renewed their covenant with God, pledg-
ing themselves to keep His command.
ments, and His testimonies, and His
statutes, with all their heart and soul (2
Chron. 34: 31, 32). (3) The work of de-
stroying idols and idolatry was made
thorough and complete (2 Kings 23 : 4~
22). It had been begun six years before
(2 Chron. 34: 3, 4). (4) Josiah renewed
the religious institutions of his mation by
celebrating a Passover, such as had not
been celebrated from the days of the
judges that judged lerael, nor in all the
days of the kings of Israel, nor of the
kings of Judah (2 Kings 83 : 22). From
all parts of the land the people flocked

up to the renovated temple, and joined
