BEV. FA, CONVERS ON
MIAED MARRINGES

Rector of St. John Baptist
(Mission) Church Refers to
Pastoral Letter from Bishop
of Tredericton.

In the Mission church of 8t. John
Baptist, the question of mixed marri-
ages and the Ne Temere decree was
discussed at the service last evening.
Rev, Fathers Convers, priest in charge
referved to a pnutorﬂ letter from the
Bishop of Fredericton in which the
effects of the decree are commented
upon and the stand taken by the Ro-
man Catholic church in the mixed
marriages is cHticized as exerting a
perniclous influence on society. he
pastoral also put forth the attitude
which the Church of England held in
discountenancing divorce and in safe-
guarding the indissolubility of the
marriage bond,

Commenting on some of the pas-
sages of the pastoral, Rev. Fr. Con-
vers spoke at length on the question
of mixed marriages, and showed that
as In such there is a lack of confidence
since the partles are of different re-
ligicus convictions, the results are of-
ten unhappy.

After sketching briefly the teach-
ings of Christ regarding the indisso-
lubllity of the marriage tie, Rev, Fr.
Convers showed the correlative rights
which the church and state have in
the marriage contract and showed that
the Church of Rome in the exerclse
of the Ne Temere decree encroaches
upon the rights of the state. Mar-
riage, he stated, looked at in one way,
belongs to both, The matter has to
do with the church; there are ceriain
laws cennected with it that were laid
down by Christ; and again marriage
concerns the state. In the abstract it
s difficult to determine the limits of
jurisdiction possessed by each, but
consldered concretely in specific cas-
es the matter is comparatively easy,
and neither one should usurp the
rights of the other.

Rev. Father Convers made refer-
ence also to the action of the Roman
Catholic church in declaring that for
various reasons based on principles of
Canon Law or other causes, certain
marriages were null and vold and nev-
er existed and commented on the re-
sults consequent on this action,
