ference at Ottawa which was attend
ed by Mr, Foster, Mr. Rogers, and the
heads of the leading railways. At this
an agreement was reached as to a poli
cy of improvement of trans
facilities, and In this policy the Rall
way Commission, the Grain Commis
sion, the Railway Department and the
National Transcontinental Commis
pion have co opcrated, while off late
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion has taken action in the same di-
rection.

20,000 freght cars and 500 locomotives
more than they had this time last
year.

) “will depend to & great extent
the business welfare of the country
Everybody can help by facilitating
the movemetit of any cars he consigns
or receives. viz: by loading and un-
loading as expeditiously as possible.
Every time the loading or unloading
of a car is needlessly delayed the
available supply of cars is correspond-
ingly reduced. If & ghipper by his own
act reduces the available supply of
cars, he cannot very well complain
of a shortage of cars. Cars are fur-
nished for transportation, not for stor-
age, and every ome used for storage
reduces the number available for
transportation. The annual crop move-
ment beginning around October first
brings a car shortage lasting about
four months. During the balance of
the year there is usually a surplus.
By moving as much as possible of
your freight inwards and outwards
within the next few weeks, you W il
be helping yourself, the railways, and
all others concerned.”

In the intreductory paragraph of
this circular apprehension is express
ed lest there be a shortage of cars.
1t is noted that the Canadian railways
have added materially to their equip-
ment and terminals, but added that
the figures of the American Railway
Association promise a shortage worse
than that of last year.

About $17,000,000 have been spent in
befterments intended soiely to expe-
dite the movement of grain.

Parls, Aug. 23—The Suez Canal
Company declares that it is a mistake
to imagine that the reduction of Suez
Canal dues is in any way nnected
with the Panama Canal. The direc-
tors of the Suez Canal Company have
not, they say, even thought of repris-
als against the Panama Canal. In re-
ply to reports cabled here from Am-
erica stating that a canal rate war was
predicted in Washington and that this
would involve all the maritime na-
tions of the world, the Suez Canal
Company today authorized the follow-
ing statement:

“For many years the Suez
Company has purseud a policy by
by which every time its dividends
have increased the tolls have been re-
duced, It was in accordance with
this traditional policy that the stock-
holders were advised at the general
meeting last June that a reduction of
dues would be granted. The direc-
tors of the company have in no way
considered the hypothesis of measures
of reprisal.”
