The  normal or teacher training depart-

ment, under Alex. Watson, is having a
considerable _revival .of interest. Classes
and jndividual students have been report-
ed.from many parts of the province.
_ The educatiorial sub-committee, which
consists of E. R. Machum; Alex. Watson,
T. 8. Simms, A. H. Chipman, Rev. A. H.
Foster, Rev. G. M. Campbell, and the
field secretary, had done some earnest
work during two'months, and presented
a strong report on broad considerations.
They recommended the general committee
to have a summer school for Sunday
school workers for eight or 10 days at
some point to be decided, this to be pre:
ceded by Sunday school institutes of per-
haps two days’ duration at a few points,
perhaps Campbellton, Moncton and Wood-
stock. To these meetings notable Sunday
educators would be brought, and well
selected local workers used. Careful con-
sideration of points bearing on this ad-
vance step brought out the fact that the:
usefulness which God had accorded to the
association lays it under an obligation to
make this move. The association has been
progressive and must still be. so. The
committee dealt with this report, section
by section, finally adopting it as a whole,
-and referring the work back to the same
committee for further development.
