And the festival of peace and good
will that men celebrate is, like all festi-
wals, but the ceremony of the renewing of
the hope that Christ may be born again in
each and in all.”—Harper’s Weekly.

Had he
merely been killed the news would scarce-
ly have traveled beyond the county, but
the word that so great an optimist was
in @ fix so terrible flew over land and
sea.
