The law. provides that any per-
son who conceals a birth, whether the
mother or not; is guilty of a misdemean-
or, and if they found that the woman_had
hid the body with a view to conceal the
birth they must bring in a bill against
her.

The next case was one of larceny. A
man is charged with breaking and enter-
ing a building, and stealing therefrom
certain property. The case was one in
which they required no direction. |

The last case is that of Thomas Hun-
ter, charged with perjury in the Town
of Portland on eléction day. !

This morning the Queen vs. John Flem-
ing for burglary was before the Court.

The pri-
soner was charged on two counts: first,
burglary, and second, larceny. .The evi-
dence was a recapitulation of that given
at the preliminary. He had worked for
Mr. Foxwell and, the day before the rob-
bery was committed, had been at the
house, and Mr. Foxwell had promised
him more work on the following Monday:.
It is alleged that during the night he went
to the house, broke open the door, and
stole a number of articles which were
affewards found in his possession.

Had
any person seen him around the house
that night the highest count in the in-
dictment could have been proved. There
was do doubt in the minds of any one who
heard the cvidence but that he was guilty
ofburglary,.the penalty for which was the
penitentiary for life, but the legal proof
was not sufiicient to convict him. The
man be had so basely robbed was his
friend, and the very day of the robbery
had engaged to provide work for him
whereby he might earn an honest liveli.
hood. To thg crime of larceny he had added
the sin of ingratitude, and the sentence
of the court was the highest that could be
imposed, viz: three years confinément in
the penitentiary with hard labor.

J. M. Grover vs. E. G. Godfrey was
the next case. It was an action on a
promissory note and undefended. The
jury returned a verdict for the plaintiff of
$100.53, the full amount claiined.

C. H. Wetmore vs. Charles Mills was
