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MR. TEMPLE AND THE SHORT 
LINE

We do not know of any reason why we 
should not congratulate Mr. Thomas 
Temple, M. P., upon the successful issue 
of bis latest railway enterprise, a brief 
reference to which was made in a recent 
issue of The Gleaner. What we refer to 
is the line to be constructed from Pitts­
field, Maine, to the foot of Moosehead 
Lake, there to tap the Short Line and 
carrying the trade to Portland, Maine. 
Our readers will generally have under­
stood the importance of this line, because 
in discussing the Short Une matter, and 
contending for a northern location, that 
is a location north of Moosehead Lake, we 
pointed out that if it went south of the 
lake it would be tapped by just such a 
line as Mr. Temple’s company is about to 
build, and the trade which we hoped to 
see come into the maritime province 
ports would go to our United Statei 
neighbors. Mr. Temple at one time 
strenuously favored this location, or a 
line across Maine to Canterbury, and 
thejioe down the St. John to Freder ic tor. 
Locally, that is as a representative of 
York, he received considerable credit for 
his advocacy of such a location of the 
Short Line as would make it pass for 
fifty miles or more through this county. 
Most persons will see in his association 
with this new project the reasons why 
he abandoned his first position, and why 
he took such an extraordinary course at 
the last Short Line meeting in Fred­
ericton when he misrepresented the 
character of the St. John river 
route so greatly that we felt compelled 
then to challenge his motives. Some of 
Mr. Temple's friends were very indignant 
at our so doing, but if he had closed his 
unfavorable criticisms of the York 
County route for the Short Line with the 
statement that he proposed to help on, 
and in fact take a controlling interest in 
a road which would divert the traffic of 
the Short Line from New Brunswick alto­
gether, he probably would have received 
sympathy from no quarter whatever. 
Mr. Temple is quite well able to push 
forward his new American railway. The 
$30,000 which he unjustly withholds from 
York County will give the project quite 
a start. He has got hold of a pretty 
good thing, and while he will not be 
likely to get another such nice little 
haul as he did out of Fredericton and 
York County, when he built the Freder­
icton Branch, he will have in the traffic 
he can divert from this Province a very 
excellent thing for himself and his as­
sociates. In the meantime the prospects 
of York County in re the Short Line, are 
somewhere about zero. The Minister 
of Railways was here the other day and 
he did not seem to know any more about 
it than anybody else. But Mr. Temple, 
our alleged, representative, has struck a 
good thing.

DRESS REFORM.
'arlyltî, in Sartor Hcsai tua, points out 

the important relation which exists 
between the clothes and the individual. 
He could conceive of no idea of dignity 
in connection with a naked King sur­
rounded by a naked House of Lords. We 
who live in northern countries associate 
the idea of modesty with clothing, and 
the farther north you go the more clothes 
one must wear to be modest. The 
Esquimaux woman who appears out of 
doors with more than her nose visible, 
violates all the proprieties, but her sister 

tropical climes may go about 
clad only in her modesty and 
yet not be ashamed. The 
other day our contemporary, the New 
York Sun, devoted an editorial to ladies 
bathing dresses, and laid down the not 
disagreeable proposition that there was 
nothing improper in a naked arm or leg 
being exposed on the beach, provided it 
was a pretty one. This was in defence 
of the iNarragansett bathers who now 
resemble those ladies of the ballet who 
eschew skirts, or lady trapezists in a circus 
with their stockings off*. Without dis­
cussing this phase of the question it may 
be remarked1 that of late years great pro­
gress has been made in dress reform. 
Ladies dresses are much more healthful 
than they have been in a long time, but 
as Miss Rollin points out in her work 
upon this subject, not very much in the 
way of hygienic dressing is to be expected 
from those who have been accustomed 
from infancy to the old plan. She considers 
that the proper place to begin drees re­
form is with the children, whom she 
thinks should la* clad, not as pretty play­
things merely, but as individuals who are 
to become men and women. She points 
out that of all the animals the proportion 
of deaths in infancy is greatest among 
mankind, and this she thinks is a dis­
grace which ought to be removed. In 
part she attributes this great mortal­
ity to improper clothing, and no 
doubt she is quite correct. 
Any system of dressing which cramps 
the natural development of the body or 
distorts the shape, or unduly exposes a 
child, must contribute to an increase of 
mortality and to the production of un­
healthy men and women. The sharp 
and often rude satires of the press, the 
increased attention paid to the education 
of girls, and other causes are contribut­
ing to the progress of dress reform. A 
few cardinal principles should be borne 
in mind. Nothing is beautiful which is 
distorted. Freedom of movement 
essential to the perfect development of 
the body. The extremes of fashion are 
usually at the outset a reproduction or a 
concealment of deformities.

AN INTERESTING CASE.
Late Boston papers contain a full ac­

count of an interesting case which has 
been before the Massachusetts court for 
two or three years, and will soon be 
brought to trial. The plaintiff is George 
L Raymond, formerly of Woodstock; the 
defendants are the Boston branch of 
Dun Wiman & Co. The action is for 
libel, and the damages are laid at $75,000. 
The grounds of the suit are that Dun 
Wiman & Co. gave the plaintiff what he 
alleges was an unjust rating, and made 
statements concerning himself and hie 
business which he asserts destroyed his 
credit. The defence is that the state­
ments in the Dun Wiman & Co.’s book 
are privileged communications. In a 
letter to the Boston Herald Mr. Ray­
mond very sharply assails the whole 
commercial agency system—saying that 
there has not been a bad bankruptcy or 
a serious defalcation in Boston for years 
but that the bankrupt or the defaulter 
was highly rated on these agencies books. 
The Boston Globe says that the mercan­
tile community are waiting the suit with 
a great deal of interest, and it is very 
evident that if these commercial agencies 
are to be held liable in damages for the 
consequences of incorrect ratings, a new 
new face will be put upon that sort of

Mints wf Money In Cigarette*.
Galveston New?,

What mints of money have been made 
from cigarettes ! It was in 1871, only 
fifteen years ago, that two brothers began 
making then peculiar things that are now 
so familiar to everyone in this country. 
The elder of the brothers, a young man 
then, and only middle-aged now, -kept a 
little shop in West Broadway. The only 
cigarettes in use here then were the 
Honadez, Cabanas and one or two other 
brands of tobacco, loosely rolled in thick 
paper and imported from Havana. He 
was a yankee philosopher. He reasoned 
out the fact that there would be a for­
tune in cigarettes that had none o£d$he 
many defects of these little Havana 
torches. He argued that there were 
many persons who would like a short 
smoke, a whiff before dinner, or between 
the acts at the theatre, but Who could 
not smoke cigarettes because they had 
not the knack of unrolling and rerolling 
the Havana smokers: that many who had 
the knack did not like the strong to­
bacco and coarse wrapping paper in use 
in those cigarettes; and that still others 
who would like to smoke cigarettes could 
not afford to do so with imported goods 
upon which a high tariff had been placed. 
Out of this reasoning grew the little 
cheap, mild, neatly ana firmly rolled 
American cigarette of rice paper and 
golden-hued tobacco. The inventor made 
a few, and people who ran across them 
formed, even with the first ones, that 
habit that is said to be stronger than any 
other form of tbe tobacco slavery, and 
went about town asking for American 
cigarettes, unconsciously advertising 
them until everybody in the business 
sold them. In the meantime the little 
West Broadway shop grew to be a factory 
floor, then a building, then two buildings, 
and finally a tew years ago it disappeared 
from West Broadway and reappeared up 
town in the shape of a great and costly 
establishment, one of the institutions of 
the metropolis. And the brothers, what 
of them ? Why, nothing much, as things 
go in this country. The last I heard of 
them,one brother had a mansion up town, 
a splendid country house on Sengen 
Island, and a 2500-acre park and game 
preserve at Butler, on the Oswego Mid­
land road, with game keepers and ser­
vants in livery, and everything elegant 
and as English as possible. Ten millions 
is, I think, the figure he is set down for; 
but I don’t state that as a fact. I begin 
to perceive that either $10,000,000 or $20,- 
000,000 is the sum at which every man 
who has more than he needs is rated at. 
There seems to be no half-way sum now­
adays. It’s either $10,000,000 or else the 
man is poor.

Athletic Mrs. Langtry.

Mrs. Langtry owes much of her physi- 
al charms to her love ot physical 

exercise. The public have been told by 
the ubiquitous paragraphs of her ex­
ploitent' late as a trainer of horses, but it 
is not generally known, I believe, that 
the Lily is one of the best ladv pedes­
trians of thel day. In England here it 
was thought that Mrs Langtry’s chief oc­
cupation while touring in America, apart 
from her professional duties, was posing 
to receive the homage of her numerous 
admirers. How far this was from the 
truth may be gathered from a simple 
narration of fact concerning her walking 
experiences in Dayton, 0., at which 
place 1 happened to be staying when the 
much-heralded beauty arrived there. 
She reached the city on the Sunday 
morning in her special palace car, and 
instead of remaining in strict privacy, as 
celebrated actresses are wont to do 
when not performing, she took her 
manager out for a walk. They visited 
all the points of interest in the city, un­
til, as the manager declared, he was 
completely worn out, while she was as 
fresh as at the start.
