The Hon. Mr. Altorney-Gesoral MacDonald takes
charge of it in tho Touse. [t i3 mora voluminoug
than the Report of the Commissioners, on which it is
founded. It occupies 36 pages and containg 193 sou-
tions. From the perusal and consideration which we
have so far been able to give it, it appears tous to
bs deawn np with o clearness which can scarcely
leave any room for ambiguity ; and the detafis mect
soma of the objections which we have seen urged
against the Report. Tt provides that the Militin e
divided into two classes, the Active Militia, and the
Sedentary Militia. The former to ba subdivided into
threc classea — the Voluatesr Force, the Regular
Force, and the Reserve Forca—the latter to consist

of engagement and regulations not inconsistent with
Act and previously approved by the Commander-in-
Chief! The men in tho Yolunteer Force will serve
five years, and none shall leave without giving six
months' potice in writing. Auny corps reperted in-
complete, and unable to make up its members will
be disbanded. The perinuaent staff oflicers and non-
commissioned ofticers will oe appointed for five vears
only, at the end of which period they will be iiable
1> removal to another military district or battalion.
The Militin Oorpa now organized snid exisling may
continue ns such. The Regular Force will be raiged
by voiuatary enlistment, by selection, by ballot, and
will serve three years. Persons drafted way be ex-
empted for that period by paying a fine of $50. At
thu expiration of their service the mon ia this clues
sball pass into the Reserve Foice, and comtinue there
a further period of three years, A gratuity of $40 may
be paid 10 any sergeant of the Regular or Voluntesr
Force who, at the expirstion of his firat term, will
re-epgnge.  The Regular Force shall be called out
for drill twenty-eight days a yesar; but this period
may be reduced to rourteen at the discretion of the
Comninuder-in-Chief. The Yolunteer Forco shall
drill for not more than twenty -eight or less than four-
teen days each year. The Reserse Foree may he
callod out for six duys' drill n year, if the Commnn-
der-in-Chief deem it requisite. In licu of clothiog
the Volunteer Militla will receive an nllownnce of 510
a year; the Regular Militin will be provided with
clothiug during the time they arve nt drill. The other
gections provide that the list of persons liable to ser-
vica shall be token by the municipal assessors, and
apply the general provizion now holding in relation
to billeting, &c., to the proposed furee. - Guzelle.
