This article utilizes algebraic
notation to record moves.
Here is how it works: each
square is identified by a letter
and a number (e.g. e4 - see
diagram for illustration). To
indicate a move, put the
initial of the piece (note: N
stands for knight) and then the
square to which it moves (e.g.
Bh7). For pawn moves, just
write the square the pawn is
going to (c2-c4).
