However, the lack of funds prevented
the team from being in attendance
long enough to participate in these
events. Nevertheless, Simanainen was
the most improved skier on the teamn.
These three, along with Paul
Woodhouse and Poray, accounted for
the team’s success. With their con-
tinued support, plus some help from
the university the ski team might
eventually be able to equal the success
of some of York’s winning squads.
