In particular It would be appreciated If you could have confined the 
fact that these two at tlona, Ineluding the equipment and the building» 
housing the equipment, have been turned over to the Royal Canadian Navy 
for ownership and operation.

It has always been our understanding that the equipment 
and equipment buildings were provided by the United States Government free 
of charge and that they are to be turned over to the Canadian Government to 
be disposed of as It sees fit. However, there does not appear to be anything 
In writing from the U.S. -Government which confirme this understanding and 
It would therefore be appreciated if you could obtain confirmation of the 
position as set forth In paragraphs Z and 3 of the attached aeaoranaum to the 
War Comnlttee of the Cabinet.
