«se These Committees will advise on all assign-
ments both in quantity and priority, whether to
Great Britain and the United States or other of

the United Nations in accordance with strategic
needs."

Mr. Hopkins is Cheirman of the Washington

Board and Mr. Lyttleton of the London Board., The

other members are senior officers of the Services.

(¢) The Combined Raw Materials Board. The

announcement of the creation of this Board on January

26th wasprefaced by the statement: "A planned and

expeditious utilization of the raw material resources

of the United Nations is necessary in the prosegution

of the war.' The duties of the Board are described

as to plan the development, expansion and use of the
raw material resources under the jurisdiction or

control of the two Governments, and:
