Certificates of Airworthiness issued by the
Department of Tramnsport, will be valid in one or more of the
following categories and subdivisions. (See Sections 13 and

Acrobatic Category

" (g) Research or experimental aircraft.

Adrcraft in normal category are precluded from
evolutions causing abrupt changes in attitude and are limited
in air speed to 50 per cent in excess of steady horisontal
speed at normal r.p.m. Acrobatic category aircraft are not
80 restricted.

Operators and pilots should take note of the
classification given in the certificate, especially of alterna-
tive empty weights in various subdivisims and operate the air~
eraft accordingly.
