CARDINAL GIBBONB, in an addrees re-
cently dellvered at the commencement
exerclees of an American seminary,
advized priests, and all others Interested
in the advance of the Church, to acquire
a knowledge of the questlons of the day.
Leo XIIIL inculcates the same In many of
his letters, He has proved that the res-
eon of his pre-eminent irfluence amongst
all classes, irrespective of creed, is based
on bis comprehencive graep of the problems
which vex the bralns of the century,
Falth has lost its grip upon a great many
people, who prefer a spley magezine to
the tedious discourie of a preacher who
grinds out, for half of an hour or more,
plous platitudes which have been doing
duty as sermons for ecores of years, We
may complain that the * good old times,”
when men pald thelr dues, and to boredom
were enslaved, bave pssied away, But
the men make the times. If the world
cannot be won by antique methode,
preachers should strive to forge their way
by superlor knowledge. Such was per.
baps the meaning of B:ltlmore’s dis-
tibguaished Cardinal,

Nor many months ago a prominent
dignltary of the Catholle Church re-
marked that there “ls too much rant and
nonsense in many pulpits: too much
laylng back on prlestly dignity and trust-
ing that the eacred brand of Melckisedech
will turn people’s minds from the con-
templation of verboslty and {nanity,”
Is it not true? Is not too little time
devoted to sermon.prepsration? How
often have we not llstened to preachers
whose languege eparkled with metaphors,
but who never moved an lmpulse to
nobler actlon, nor sent a thought frelghted
with bopes of a glorlous future courslng
through the brald, Such discourses
remind us of automatons dressed up in
thowy livery. They may be servicesble
in a cabinet of literary bric a brac, but
they are totally out of place in a world
where Ideas of all kinds are joetllng
one another in the wild chase after nctori-
ety, What the people of to day long for
1s eome thought they may take home with
them—meditate upon—make it thelr
own, to aid them to estlmate the prophets
of exror at thelr just value, it may be
argued, by the stald adherents of the old
order of things, that preachers should
keep aloof from the questions cf the day,
lest their dignity might be suliled : that,
year after year, pulpits should resound
with utterances written long ego, or
clipped oftentimes from a sermon book,
telling ever the same story, whbich may
please devotees but produces no effect on
those Who loathe worn-out commonplaces.
What we want are llve sermons on the
vital queetions of our century—as far as
they have relstlon to ethice, If we bad &
good, rattling sermon, such as preached
by Atchblshop Walsh at Ottawa, empty
pews would be a thing unknown to our
churches, W.F, F,D,D.

PROFESSOR (GOLDWIN SMITH, at the
Orange demonstration in Toronto, deemed
it his duty, or at least thought it expedi-
ent, to modify Mr, Dalton McCarthy’s
bullet utterances of a year ago at Stayner.
Mr, McCarthy eald in substance that if the
Jeeults' Estates Bill were not dieallowed,
and Separate schools not abollshed by
ballots, recourse must be had to bullets,
Well, the Parllamentary votes and the
electoral ballots have literally burled Mr.
McCarthy under their weight ; yet Mr.
Goldwin Smith comes smilingly to the
front and tells the Orangemen, while
they stand expecting a blcod and
thunder oration, * Happily the contest
this time will not be with bullets ; but
Orangemen will again have to prove
their cause,”

Mg SumirH is certainly more discreet
than Mr, McCarthy, and discretion is
the better part of valor, But as we had
infinitesimal dread of Mr, McCOarthy’s
threats of imminent Orange vengeance,
it may well be inferred that Mr. Smith’s
threats regarding the very distant future,
inspire an awe which is infinitesimal to
the second degree. Mr. Smith is scholar
enough to know what eftect threats of
this kird will have upon the realities of
life,

AN amusing remark was made by Major
Bennet at the Toronto Orange demon-
stration. After a most lugubrious lot of
speeches, In which the ridiculous fallures
of Orangelsm to cope with Popery during
the last year were enumerated, putting a
wet blanket over the rejoiclngs of the day,
the Major capped the climax by telling
the astembled multitude that ' the Protes:
tants of Oatarlo had not been true to
thelr principles in the past. He had seen
the time in Toronto when they would be

proud to have an O:ange Mayor aud
invite him to the platform to epeak, Why
was he not here to.dayi” (Applause),
We congratulate Torento that the time
of Orange domination in the city is
past, never to return, Orange dom.
ination euited well muddy little York,
but it would be sltogether out of place
in the capital city of a flourishing Pro.
vince like the Oatario of to day.

Ox this same occasion Mr, H, C, Dixon
caused some little flutter by stating a
very hard and unpleasant fact, He
said his complaint was that ¢ Orangemen
thought not enough of God ard too much
of Orapgeiem.”

Tae Muail of laet Saturday contained a
very pleasant article concerning the
obzervance of the 12th of July as a day
of jubilstion by our Orange fellow.citi-
zens, 8o long as this fairly numerous
secret society recognizas the Mail as its
cfiicial orgen, and extends to it a con-
eiderable share of patronage, it must be
expected that the oflicial organ will deem
the existence and growth of that body
just the proper sort of thig, It1ssome-
what eingular, however, that a newepaper
which has condemned the existence of
what it was plessed to term *medimval.

How difterent ie this langusge from
that which was epoken in the recent
Preebyterian General Assembly, where
those speakers were applauded who
wished to force Catholic children to loarn
their Caristian dostriae from books pre-
pared in accordancs with Preshyterian
ideas,

Tae Boston Pudst relates an act of
bigotry of which the overseers of the poar
of Cambridge, Maszs,, have been guiliy
recently, Tae Superintendent of the
city almshouae, Mr, Eldridge, notified the
Rev. Father John Flatley, rector of St,
Peter's church in the cily, that his relig
ious visits to the almshouse must in the
future be paid monthly, instead of weekly,
a3 heretofore, The reason given was
that “the boys needed the time for play
exercise.” Father Flatley appealed to
the Board of Overseers, but the latter,
by a vote of five Protestant against one
Catholic member of the Board, instead of
granting redress, resolved that all relig
ious exercises be excluded, except those
of the authorized (Protestant) chaplain,
The overseers give an altogether differ.
ent reason for their action, namely, that
Father Fiatley had “incited insubordi-
nation by forbidding the children to
attend the regular Sunday services of
the institution,” The assertion that
Father Flatley incited to insubordina.
tion 1s false ; but he might very properly
protest against Catholic children being
forced to attend Protestant Sunday
services, He denies, however, that he
had given any such directions to the
Catholic children, as the Board accused
him of doing,

THE prop:letors of the London edltion
of the New York Herald have settled the
Iibel eait brought sgeinet them by the
Biehop of Cioyne, by paying 100 guineas
and coets, besldes apologizing. The sult
arose out of the followlng words used by
the Bishop in his Lenten pastoral in
1889, referring to the Natlonalist agita-
tlon :

“In the efforts we make to advance the
csuse of our country the means we em-
ploy are apt to have more regard for thefr
;:i;c;}cy than thelr lawfalnees or moral.

Commenting on this, the Herald, which
{s anti-Irish and ant!.Oathollc, said :

“These words sound a good deal more
Hke the doctrine of a brigand than of a
Blshop, It would justify almost every-
thing that bad happened In Ireland for
the past twenty years, and might even be
made to excuse the Phwalx Park mur-
ders.”

It 13 to be hoped that the lesson will be
profitable to other anti-Cathollc falsehood
mongers as well as to the Heraid; and
there are in Canada some who would do
well to profit by it.

I7 HAS been the habit of the Mail to
maintam that Oatario can aftord to
bulldoze Quebec with impunity, because
the latter Province has no resource but
to submit, It has several times ac.
knowledged tkat if Quebec were to set
up for herself the Confederation would
g0 to pieces; but this, it maintains,
Quebec could not do, unless by appealing
for admicsion as one of the United
States, but as a State she would be
worse off than as a colony of Ontario,
It will be instructive to the Mail and
people of its strips to ponder on the
following words from a recent issue of
the Chicago Tribune:

“Quebec has special privileges under
the old treaty between France and Great
Britain, But it would forfeit none of
them if it acknowledged the su remacy
of the American Constitution.

ated by Congress.

The sympathy of the peoplp of the
United States will not be so eaeily ob.
tained for Mr. Balfour’s mirgovernment
of Ireland as that gentleman seems to
imagine, There is scarcely a State which
has not through its Legislature and
through ite prominent men declared that
its sympathy for Ireland in her struggle
for lTome Rule and good government ie
unalterable,

Mr, Balfour’s exguments, as sot hefore
the people of Ameiios, are quite difler-
ent from and irreconcilable with his
statements in the British House of Com.
mons, lla must rely greatly on the
gullibility of Americans if he hopes to
gain their sympathy by these self-con.
tradictions, For example, he can scarco.
ly expect to persuade the public that
wherene Iroland was prosperous twenty
years after the great famine, now, when
the number of her people has dwindled
down by emigration to nearly one half,
the population is tco great for the
resources of the couniry, Jy such
statements as these he endeavors to
hoodwink the readers of the Reviow  Ie
also represents the Irish Land Purchase
Bill as & great boon to Ireland, yet even
simultaneously with the publication of
his article, the Government was forced
to withdraw it, because its aim was to
increase the burdens of the Irish people
for the benefit of oppressive landlords,

Mr, Balfour further rtates that Gireat
