tion This Week

Departing Pastor Refers to
‘Memorable Conference—

Receives an Address

Rev. Howard Sprague, D.D., who
this week severs his connection with
Centenary Methodist Church, bade
farewell to the congregation.of the
thurch at the close of last evening's
sermon.

Dr. Sprague said that he suppésed
many were present who- had expected
him in his 'sermon to maké gomis refer-
ence to the- fact that he stood in-that
pulpit = for the last time  as pastor.
However, he never ih. his life had
preached a funeral sermon. . He was
so constituted that it was absolutely
impossible for him to” do, B

There were few in the congrcg¢1mn
he thought, who could rem#mber the
conference of 1866 held in,old Centen-

that conferengce and the occasion ~was
marked in his_mind by the fact that
the pastor of the church at the time
had been sent out from England by
the Wesleyan conference of that eoun-
try.. There were also prasent ofi the
occasion. of which he spoke, several
clergymen beldnging to the Methodist
Episcopal Church of the United States,
One of whom, Dr. Wm, Butlar Jadre-
cently returned from mlsuondxy work
in India and had been in that coun-
try during the Sepoy Rebaltion.

The occasion of his saying what he
did 'to the congregation, said Dr.
Sprague, was unique. It marked the
termination of a full pastoral term in
the chureh, the end of the third pas-
toral term and in the ordinary course
of events the end of all communication
with the people in the capacity of min~
tering clergyman, His first pastorate
had been from 1876 to 1879, the second
from ‘1893 to 1899, the third ang last
from ‘1905 to 1908.

Memories of the days of bis early
work'in the church wer. aumerous and
pleasant, but many of those whom he
Lthad known had gone to join the great
congtega,tfon in’ the better land. Dr.
Sprague then Mmade a most pleasing
reference to his lifelong intimacy with
Judge Tuck. It had been his plea-
sure in his younger. days, he said, to.
spend many delightful hours in the
home of a young lawyer of St. Jobn—
one who in after years received the
highest hopor that it was possible for
his native provlnce to bestow upon
him. That person all through his life
had been one the most regular attend-
ants ‘at the services ¢f the churct:.

Dr. Sprague closgd. his remarks by
thanking the members of the congrega-
tion, the quarterly official board and
the choir for the pleasant relations that
tad always exicted . het\veen himself
énd tham. -

The last sermon of Dx Qprag,fuem
pastorate-‘was on the <ubjer' God T8
Love, and was-preached -from Romans,
b—viii: “But God commendeth his
love toward us, in that while we were
vet .v,inv:em.'Chne‘t died for us.”
