Drowsiness.
Drowsiness is sometimes a sign

In dla- 4* 
bel es drowsiness occasionally 
comes mi with great suddenness. "3 
It Is then generally the precursor y 
of the unconsciousness or coma Y 
that accompanies the late stages 7, 
of l hat disease. The treatment 
of drowsiness must he deter- ^ 
mined by the cause. Old people ■3 
should he permitted to drowse 5 
freely. Young people who are 
anaemic should try to Improve 
their blood by tonics and diet 
and cultivate a habit of living 
and sleeping In the fresh air.
