COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

A Marquis Charged with Murdering His
Wite’'s Iltegitimate Child.

Bruges, France, Aug. 14—The Marquis
de Nayva was committed by the indict-
ment court for trial at the Cherbourg
assizes on the charge of murdering the il-
legitimate son of his wife. The Marquis
is 44 years of age, and has been impris-
oned since the middle of July, 1894,, the
trial having been pestponed from time to
time in order to collect more evidence.
The charge against the Marquis is that
he threw a son his wife had before her
marriage into the Bay of Naples, from
the cliffs along the Corrento road, after
having stunned him with a heavy instru-
ment. It was also said that the youth
had been stabbed before being thrown
from the cliffs into. the bay, but this
version was afterwards denied. It trans-
pired afterwards that the denunciation
which caused the arrest of the Marquis
emanated from his own wife. 'Friends
of the Marquis added that the boy had
