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A FAST ATLANTIC SERVICE.

A number of our contemporaries are 
urging upon the Government the ne­
cessity of securing an improved Atlan­
tic service, and pointing out the great 
advantage it would be to Canada and 
especially to the Maritime Provinces. 
Unfortunately in the past the service 
to and from Canada while fairly good 
has not been equal to the require* 
uvents, and is considerably inferior to 
? ivnl foreign lines. Trade and traffic 
have consequently been diverted from 
our shores, and Boston, New York 
and Pori land have been built up *at 
the expense of Halifax and St. John, 
and even Montreal. Travellers nowa­
days will patronize the fastest route 
and best equipped vessels, and in this 
way Canada has sustained a great 
lois. Not only do the Canadians 
cross the ocean from New York, but 
the English travel toward us goes 
direct to the States. Amongst the 
old countrymen are many capitalists 
seeking investment for fheir money, 
and it is not too much to imagine that 

""""Tf they were shown the mineral wealth 
and undeveloped- resources of the 
Lower Provinces—of which they 
know'little or nothing—it would be 
to our material advantage. The 
tourist travel is profitable, and its 
benefits would he appreciably felt in 
many a town and city, while the 
whole trade of the west, diverted to 
Maritime Province channels would 
bring increased wealth and prosperity 
with it.

Wo notice that in the references to 
this improved service, the C. P. It. is 
gelierally mentioned as the company 
with which the ' government should 
deal, and its enterprise and energy 
arc held up a-3 indisputable evidence 
that in its hands * the service would 
surpass anything that exists cn the 
Atlantic to,-day. If the success which 
attended the company’s efforts on the 
Pacific is any indication, Canadians 
can rest assured of a superior service 
between thô Dominion and the 
mother country were an ■ arrangement 
made with it by the Government. 
There are those who would on prin- 

. ciple oppose* the granting of any assist­
ance in the way of subsidy to this al­
ready strong company, hut we fail to 
see why such antagonism should be 
shown. It is undoubtedly true that 
Canada and Canadian resources have 
been brought to the notice of the 

• world through the G. P. 11. in a man ­
ner that has-at once, shown what we 
have to offer to colonists and capital­
ists and what wo are doing to de- 
velopo the country. An improved 
service is an absolute necessity, and it 
is to he hoped that the Government 
will be able ere long to give us one.

On Friday afternoon last a large 
gathering of the lineal descendants of 
Charles Dixon, one of the pioneer 
English t-ettlera and others interested 
in the early history of Sack ville was 
held on the farm known as the Dixon' 
Homestead, near Dixon’s Landing, 
now occupied by Frank Phinney. 
The day pnved pleasant for the pic 
nic gathering and all enjoyed the 
many pleasant features of the day. 
Shortly after two o’clock Judge Morse 
of Amherst as president of the Chig- 
necto Historical Society called the 
assemblage to order in front of the 
platform, and stated the occasion of 
the gathering. He desired to draw 
to the attention of those present to the 
work the Chignecto Historical Society 
had outlined to do. The Isthmus upon 
which the present gathering stood is 
one of the most historical spots on 
the continent. It w.as once the en­
livened theatre of war' between two 
great countries. In 1673 the French 
alive to the importance of the IsJhmus 
cf Chignecto as a military station 
landed at the head of the Bay of 
Fundv, near where now is located the 
Ship Railway dock and built the fort 
which now bears the name of Fort 
Lawrence Here they encouraged 
settlement and shortly afterward sev­
eral prosperous villages were built 
near the Fort, So rapidly did the 
settleYmsnt proceed that in 1741 Beau- 
basin, one of the largest contained 144 
houses. During the period of history 
between 1713 and 1744 'Several .pros­
perous. French villages wore to be seen 
near where now are Sack ville, Am 
hurst, Westmorland Point, Wesicnck, 
Morice’a Pond, Nappan. Maccan, 
River Hebert and Minudio, and the 
first dykes erected to keep off the 
tides. Roads wore made lu all the 
principle points, on the Isthmus ami 
as an agricultural possession this ter 
ritory ranked as one of the most valu 
able under the dominion of the 
French flag. The French garrison 
built large granaries at Fort Lawrence 
and raised on the lands around the 
fort large quantities of grain both for 
the use of the gairison and for expon 
to France. In 1744 war broke out 
between England and France and 
the i followed a long and bloody 
stnfe, which has formed the material 
fur many tales of suffering and death. 
Bodies of men under various generals 
landed on the Isthmus, and battle 
after battle was fought upon the fields 
which now lie peacefully quiet hear 
the scene of the pleasant” gathering 
On June 17, 1755 the flag bearing the 
lilies-of France was taken down from 
Fort Cumberland and the union jack 
floated upon the battlements. In this 
year it also became apparent to the 
British*''that the French must be 
driven out of the country if peace and 
harmony was to reign. „ Frequent

front^ the Crown proceeded to drive 
the French out of the county. This 
year fully 2000 men, women and 
children, were embarked from the 
creek at Fort Lawrence to points a- 
long the southern coast, their villages 
were distroyed and every trace of their 
occupancy removed. In 17G3, éight- 
years later when the English sottler- 
liegan to arrive the state of the coun­
try was still unsettled. Guerrilla 
Frenchmen with their Indian allies 

ijp a desultory warfare on the 
English settlers. It was not safe to 
venture beyond the narrowest limits 
in single numbers or without armed 
esuôrts These mauraders would steal 
cattle and provisions from the fort at 
night anti in eve y way harass the Éiig-, 
lush <o a'point of desperation. After 
Canada was formally • relinquished by 
the French the active work of colon­
ization began. The qiBcers and sol 
liers left 'ha forts and took‘up the

The record ot 1891 was somewhat 

heavy, the effects of a series of poor liar 
vests culminating in a slate of affairs not 
at all favorable to those engaged 
trade. Recent utterances of bankers 
have shown how serious was the situa­
tion when last year’s abundant harvest 
'vas gathered in, and, in view of their 
statements the wonder is, perhaps, that 
there were not more wrecks to chronicle. 
The prucocdes of thfc crop of 1891 went 
largely to pay off accumulated liabilities 
so that general trade received but a 
small benefit.

erected and inhabited by the Acadian 
French. As the French gained access by 
water conveyange to the country thread­
ing the various rivers and streams in 
boats ar d small vessels, and as at this 
point the upland extends to the river 
which, with a single exception 'it does 
not do upon the whole length of the 
Tantramar, thus affording exceptional 
facilities for landing. I deem it more 
than probable they first landed and com­
menced their occupation of Sackville at 
this point. The marsh land to the East­
ward now called the Dixon Island marsh, 
to the extent of 200 acres and upwards 
was reclaimed, occupied and cultivated 
by them from which they derived their 
principle means of support. Traces of 
these tenements were distinctly \isible 
50 years ago. Frequently in my youth 
ful days I have ploughed over their 
foundations and turned up quantities of 
the marsh mud of which with a few 
sticks, their chimneys were constructed, 
There was also to be seen a hollow oi 
depression of the surface indicating the 
existence of a cellar. In 1765 this local­
ity was granted by the Nova Scotia 
Government to one Daniel Hawkins 
and was by him occupied and improved 
until the year 1772. Hawkins was one 
of the New England immigrants who 
were induced fccuîome here by Governor 
Lawrence of Nova Scotia,

One hundred and twenty years have 
passed si need Charles Dixon, one of the 
first of the Yorkshire immigrants, who 
were induced to come to Nova Scotia by 
the influence of Lieutenant" Governor 
Franklin, arrived, and settled upon this 
farm, with his wife consisting of his 
wife and four children. We are met to­
day to celebrate events of historical in­
terest and importance, rather than for 
the purpose of glorifying individuals, 
yet it may be well that v:o should not 
overlook or underestimate the difficul­
ties to he surmounted and privations 
endured by these English immrgants, in 
bidding adieu to old England and on* 
countering a rough and tedious passage 
from Liverpool to Halifax of nearly 
seven weeks duration and from thence 
to Fort Cumberland in which nearly 
three more weeks were spent. Mr. Dixon 
found a refuge for his family in the Fort 
for a couple of weeks, and employed his 
time in exploring and visiting the neigh­
bouring localities and in the purchase ôf 
the'property upon which wo are assem­
bled of Daniel Hawkins, to which lie 
moved his family on the 8th of June, 
1872. The property consisted of 2,500 
ucj'cs in all, about 2G0 of which was 
the immediate locality and 18G acres of 
which was marsh, nearly all of which 
was diked and 35 acres of improved up­
land. There was also included a farm 
of 200 acres and upwards on the lower 
Mill creek or Frosty Hollow, so called, 
20 acres of which were cleared and up­
wards of seventy acres was diked'marsh. 
The balance of his purchase consisted of 
2000 acres of wilderness land nearly 700 
of which lay on the lower Fairfield road 
to the south-west. For this property he 
paid the sum of 2G0 pounds sterling. He 
also purchased the stock upon the farm 
which consisted of 13 cows, G oxen and 
25 young cattle, six horses, 3G sheep, 13 
hogs and 2 goats. A house and barn and 
some out houses stood upon the proper­
ty very near where the house of the 
late Captain Towse now stands. There 
was,also a house and barn on the farm 
at Frosty Hollow and about 20 head of 
stock whick was under rental to one 
Daniel Dickinson. To this land where 
we are assembled he gave the name cf 
Potmos Isle. Mr. Dixon himself was not
rrno intc, vuitv Him UiavOtlYngllig. YlP
says lie found almost the whole popula- 
tion, who Irai conic here from Mciv 
England sumo seven years previously 
much discontented and desirous of sell- 
ing their binds and returning to New 
England. He strove to .isertain the 
cause of such universal discontent and 
soon arrived at the conclusion it was 
due to indolence and ignorance. Ac­
customed as he had been to notice the 

I argiculrur.d .operations^ Yorkshire, 
perhaps at that time the most advanced, 
of any part of England or even of 
Europe, the newer and cruder operations 
which hero met his observation could 
not but suffer comparison. It is but 
reasonable to suppose the New Eng­
landers with their seven years experi­
ence wnh the soil and climate < of this j 
country, •should have acquired a more 
correct general knowledge of the coun- 
,iy und'its capabilities than a stranger 
who had no practical knowledge of agri­
cultural pursuits could be capable of 
forming with only a couple of weeks ob­
servation Here however he applied 
himself diligently to the cultivation and 
improvement of his estate in which he 
was assisted the first year by Thomas 
Anderson who with his youthful bride 
.woru his follow passengers from Eng­
land. It is said of Mrs. Anderson that 
upon their arrival at Halifax, she was so 
homesick she eavsostly desired to return 
to England in the same ship. A year 
later Mr. Dixon writes a paper record­
ing the circumstances of his early life.
Jus occupation,hisreligious vicwsjiis mar­
riage, the reasons inducing Mm to leave 
England and his coining to America and 
ids settlement here including with 
the words following “and now let us 
adore that Providence that has brought 

I us through many dangers from our 
Father's house and given us a lot in a 
strange land and an inlieritanco which 
which wo never deserved nop expected. ’’ 
Between 1772 and 1777 a considerable 
number of other families from Yorkshire 
came out and settled in Sackville and 
adjoining localities, some of whom were- 
encouraged to do so by Mr. Dixon while 
some were aided and assisted by him in 
procuring ^ suitable locations for settle­
ment. The loyalty of these English 
immigrants was almost immediately put 
to a severe test with circumstances con­
nected with the revolutionary war, and 
the fact that so large a porportion of 
the Now England settlers here actually 
sympathized with the revolted Colonies.
But to the honor of the Yorkshire set­
tlers bo it said they were almost a unit 
adhering to the cause of .Great Britain, 
though for a time they suffered the 
indignity of having their houses robbed 
and pillaged, and themselves forbidden 
to stir off their premises.

To a man like Charles Dixon this was 
a terrible humiliation. His loyality to the

after, as an assessment of the land own­
ers of Sackville was made in 1777 by 
James Law and Charles Dixon in which 
the quantity assessed is over 90,000 
acres and in which there are many 
names of New England people.

The largest land holder in Sackville 
at that date was Samuel Rodgers, one of 
the most active participators in the 
Eddy war, so called, to whose name 
stands 4,740 acres. I recollect this old 
man who died at a great age in 1831 or 
thereabouts, having been for several 
years previously a town charge. The 
next largest proprietor of land was Ester- 
brooks and Mason, 3,344 acres. Next 
comes John Barnes 2,750 acres and next 
comes Charles Dixon with 2,610 acres. 
Elijah Ayer 2,090 acres and Edward 
Barron 2,000 acres, Benjamin Emmer 
son 2,000, Robert Scott 2,000 and others 
with a leas quantity. Of the 120 per­
sons who were proprietors of land at 
that time there are not more than 25 
surnames to be found on our assessment 
roll of the present year, corresponding 
to those the list above men* 
tioned. Thus we see that the names 
of nearly all the landed proprietors of 
1777 have removed from the country or 
became extinct.

Mr. Dixon as a Justice of the Peace, 
to which office he was appointed soon 
after lie came to the country, was auth­
orized to perform the marriage service. 
A largo number or" licenses are yet to be 
found among his papers. A few may be 
mentioned as follows, viz:-David Win 
ton and Mary Barker in 1793; Jttlm 
Harper and Mary Thornton in 1791, 
John Dobson and Mary Fawcettm 1794; 
William La Arence and Sally King in 
1795; Michael Grace and Ruth Comfort 
in 1792; Thomas Easterbrooks and Ruth 
Smith in 1793; James Hicks and Sarah 
Easterbrooks in 1785; John Wry and 
Plioebe Maxwell in 178G, Bedford Bouh 
tenhouse and Charlotte Harper in 1794; 
Timothy Lockhart and Elizabeth Teed 
in 1793.

THE OLDEST DESCENDENT

of Charles Dixon now living is Mr. Nel­
son Bulmer in his 86th year. Mr. 
Bulmer’s father George Buhner pur­
chased his property of Nicholas Cooke, 
a son of one of the original grantees of 
Sackville in the year 1785 and immedi­
ately settled thereon. The adjoining 
iroperty to the northeast was owned by 
William .Maxwell and was transferred to 
his son-in-law, John Wry, next to Wry 
Thomas,, Bowser settled, and next to 
him Robert Atkinson, who purchased 
his property from his father-in-law, 
Amasa Killam. These four lots com­
prised all the land between the Upper 
and Lower Fairfield roads with the ex­
ception of a half lot which wa- purchas­
ed by John Richardson. This block of 
land now constitutes a very valuable 
and populous part of Sackville, em­
bracing the Mount Allison institutions, 
the English, Methodist and Baptist 
churches, hotels and private residences, 
stores and public buildings including 
the ' post office “that is to be.” \ The 
Dixon estate also contains a fair porpor­
tion of the natural growth and increase I 
of the population and buildings oÇ Sack­
ville. The oldest surviving descendant 
of Charles Dixon bearing the name of 
Dixon is William C. Dixon, of Maid­
stone, Essex Co., Ontario, who though 
in his 79th year is here present. There 
are fourteen of the grandchildren of 
Charles Dixon still living, eight bearing 
the name of Dixon, and two the name 
of Buhner and four females bearing the 
names of O’Hara, Wightman, Simons 
an<l Smith. The dilACtiJudjUlfs. -ttXeJLrSfiP

Ottawa, July G.—The bill making 
a grant of money to St. John harbor 
was brought up aud opposed by Mr.

The grant of subsidy to 
the Temiscouata R. R Ho also moved 
for certain tariff changes which 
would be acceptable in certain direc­
tions. The duty on molasses was 
regulated so as to exclude to a cerJ, 
lain extent the poorer grades now be.- 
ing imported. Ttoo substances used 
in tanning,degros an I oleotearine war 
placed on the free list and lamb skins 
for glove ranking were added to the 
list dutiable at 10%.

On the free list also will be placed 
tin waste. Stripped tin itself, in 
sheets, comes in free, but for some 
reason or other tin waste, which is 
used in the manufacture of heads of 
tacks and for various other purposes, 
has been charged a duty of 20 per 
cent, being put in the gnenumerated 
list. For dying purposes we let in 
most of the " articles free, amongst 
others ' nitrate of soda; but another 
substance somewhat similar to this, 
but differing in some of the elements," 
which is used for dying purposes, is 
not mentioned in the list, and I pro­
pose to but it tn the free list. There 
is no distinction between lime juice 
refined and the crude lime juice. 
Neither is charged a very high duty, 
but it is proposed to make the crude 
lime juice free} the refined lime juice 
being charged a duty of 10 per cent, 
per gallon. A duty of 5 cents per 
dozen is placed on eggs, and i.t was 
proposed to make it possible for the 
governor in council to grant certain 
privi edges to importers of goods im­
ported from countries giving trade 
favors to Canada.

July 7.—Dr. Bergin presented the 
last report of the printing committee, 
which recommended that the mem­
bers use more caution in asking for 
returns, many of which were not only 
most expensive but also were of ao 
public interest. He instanced one 
case where n return respecting one 
judge’s travelling expenses had cost 
over three hundred dollars to prepare.

Hon Mr. Foster moved the house 
into committee upon a resolution to 
provide for the extension of the 
bounty of $1 per 100 lb*., and of 3£ 
cents per 100 lbs. for each degree over 
70 degrees upon raw beet root sugar 
grown in Canada for two years more 
from July 1st, 1893, to June 30th. 
1895. In answer to Mr. Laurier he 
stated that the bounty paid last year

Thy year In Tutu la-L was a fairly \ ded 
season, but last year was unfavorable, 
and so the government proposed to 
continue the experiment for two years 
longer.
