Campbeliton, July 15. (2 p. m.) —
The first insurance losses sustained
in the great conflagration here on
Monday were paid today.

The Rimouski Insurance Company
was the first to settle and they pald
off their claims amounting to $35,000
in cash.

The second company to settle was
the Nova Scotia Fire Insurance Com-
pany. They had losses of about $35,-
000 and they settled all their claims
by payments by checks.

The only companies with which
there seems to be any trouble in mak-
ing a settlement are those represent-
ed by the Thomson concern. They
ask for the 10 per cent. discount if
they pay at once. The other compan-
{es all seem willing to settlé irf full
without unnecessary delay.

The town has been placed under
martial law. There was Tain this
morning but it has now cleared off, al-
though there are indications of more
rain.

There is a feeling that the town’s
heavy financial obligations will stop
the people from rebuilding again un-
less the Provincial and Dominfon
Governments will make some arrange-
ments which will make it so that the
taxes will not soar to unreasonable
figures. - There is a town debt of $300,-
400 on which the interest is $13,000,
there is an overdraft at the bank on
which 6 per cent. is being paid and
nbout $100,000 at least is needed if the
town is to be rebuliit.

EXODUS UNDER WAY.

ft )& Estimated that by Saturday 3,000
People WIll Have Left Campbell-
ton.

Newcastle, N. B, July 15—There
pas been a large emigration from
Campbellton since the outbreak of the
conflagration there on Monday, said
Mayor McMurdo to your correspond-
ent today. His Worship was the only
chief magistrate of any outside town
o visit the ruins and act officially.

Fully 2,000 people have left the
town and I tell you that Newcastle,
Chatham, Moncton and St. John have
laken large proportions of the suffer-
ers. Some of the people had only the
cloths on their backs to make the
trips.

“It is estimated that by Saturday
svening approximately 1200 or 1500
peuple will have remained in Camp-
bellton. This involves an exodus of
pver 3000 inside of five days.”

Mayor McMurdo described in an in-
jeresting manner the relief measures
which had been undertaken.

He said that Secretary Anderson of
jhe St. John Board of Trade, Town
Olerk MecCready of Fredericton, and
himself, with two well known Camp-
bellton men, handed out the provis-
jons. In order to prevent rowdyism
yr disorder, the applicant was supplied
wvith a ticket and his name taken.
I'his worked systematically and soon
telieved the situation there.

| Exodus From the Town.

The fire, while by no means as
t as the St. John or Miramichi
zes, will take its place as the third

frgest New Brunswick conflagration;
Newcastle continues to be the chief
raflway centre west &f Moncton, and
mnany scenes witnessed here at the
leparture and arrivals of trains from
Dampbelliton 1is surely interesting.
Parties of womemn and children are
rushing away from the ruined town.

One thing is certain that large
juantities of provisions have been for-
warded to the.stricken town, and as
lar as food i¥ concerned there is an
wmple supply.

Some alarm was caused here “yes-
lerday at an outbreak of fire in the
McFarlane House, directly next the
Newcastle power house, but luckily
lhe department soon had the flam:s
inder control before any great dam-
age resulted.

A most contemptible rumor i{s afloat
jere, Some parties have undertaken
lo say that a witch who predicted the
jestruction of Campbeliton, now pre-
licts a conflagration that will wipe
ut Newcastle at a very early date.

Moncton, July 15— Among Monc-
tonians who were in Campbellton dur-
ing the big fire, was Mrs. Harshman,
about seventy years of age, who, ac-
companied by her little granddaugh-
ter, Gertie Lewlis, has returned to
Moncton., Mrs. Harshman has been
staying at the home of the late E. W.
Lewis, formerly principal of Camp-
bellton school, with her daughter,
Miss Bessie Harshman. Their home
was situated near Campbeliton school
and for a conslderable time while the
fire was raging they thought they
were safe, but the conflagration in-
creased In volume and it became evi-
dent their home was doomed. With
the assistance of friends, they suc-
ceeded in saving some of the house-
hold effects, but the loss was heavy,
particularly the fine llbrary that be-
longed to the late Mr. Lewis. The
flames spread to such an extent that
they repeatedly had to move to get
beyond danger. Mrs. Harshman, al-
advanced in years, showed much cour-
age and presence of mind in the dis-
aster. Once her clothing caught fire
but the blaze was promptly extin-
guished.

AID FROM MONCTON.
Car of Clothing and Kitchen Utensils
Goes Forward To-day.

Moncton, N. B., July 15.—Moncton’s
second car for:the relief of those in
distress at Campbellton did not get
away on the Maritime Express, as
was anticipated at first, owing to in-
formation as to the preparations made
by the ecity council not being suffici-
ently known about the city. In the
evening  contributions began to pour
in and it is expected the car will be
sent forward this afternoon on the
Ocean Limited, or to-night’s Maritime
Express. No provisions are being
sent in this car, only clothing, kit-
chen utensils, household articles, ete,,
which according to reports from the
scene of the disaster are mucn need-
ed. Judging by the way people are
responding, another car will soon be
despatched.

LOOTING STOPPED.

Military in Control and Thieves Have
But Little Chance to Get in Their
Work.

Dalhousie, B., July 15.—The wea-
ther conditions are excellent for tent-
ed Campbellton. Major C. J. Merser-
eau came through yesterday with
armed soldiers, and tents were uex-
pected last night. The town is un-
der martial protection and looting has
ceased. Two sailors were captured
yesterday by the soldlers while car-
rying on thieving operations. Food is
plentiful. The banks have put up
temporary bulldings a their signs
are out, while the ruins of the town
are still smokiag.

Evetywhere temyporary heuses, and
stores and shops of all kinds are aris-
fng A provision store was to be
stocked to-day. Then the surround-
ing country, which depended on thy
town of Campbellton for supplies, will
not draw from the relief stores.

Dalhousie town council voted $1,000
and Restigouche county council will
vote two thousand dollnrs in a few
days.

Woodstock, N. B., July 15.—G. Ern-
est Fairweather, architect of St. John,
came in on the evening train Thurs-
day. He had with him the preliminary
sketches and blue prints of the new
school building. Immediately after
his arrival a meeting of the school
board was held, which was attended
by the trustees of the L. P. Fisher es-
tate, F. J. Dibblee and A. B. Connell

Mr. Fairweather's plans called for a
building with nine class rooms and
an assembly room, where the present
building has accommodation for elev-
en classes. Quite a. discussion took
place as to how to get the two extrg
class rooms. Some were of the opin-
fon that it would be well to do away
with the assembly room and convert
it ‘into two extra class rooms. The
architect was not in favor of doing
this nor were the trustees of the es-
tate agreeable to such a change,

Searcn LGer For Murderer
Of Wife i

n London Home

of Escape.

New York, July 15—The first of the
big liners on which it was thought Dr.
Harvey Hawley Grippen might reach
here from England whose police have
requested his arrest, passed up the
bay this morning, after having under-
gone a search at quarantine, which
failed to reveal any sign of the Am-
crican physician, whose wife was
found murdered in his London home.
The steamer was the big Lusitania,
whieh left England on Saturday when
Dr. Grippen was supposed to have
taken passage for this country in com-
pany with poung woman named Ethel
Clare Leneve, formerly the doctor's
stenographer,

The Lusitania reached quarantine
late last night, too late for the port
officers to board her. When communi-
cation with the Lusitania was estab-
lished this morning, a careful enquiry
on board the vessel was made with a
view of discovering whether or not
such an individwal had taken passage
on her. The effort as futile, however,
no one answering the description of
Grippen being found among the pas-
sengers.

Search Will Be Kept Up.

The police here failing in the second
effort at the steamer dock to discover
a trace of the doctor, will keep up*the
search of the other liners. - German
liners which toueh at an English port
will be searched by the Hoboken
police on their landing in that city,
and no avenue of entrance to this
country will be neglected-in an effort
to apprehend the fugitive,

On notification from the Trenton, N.
J., police, a New York headquarter’s
detective was dispatched to Trenton
today to examine the body of an uni-
degtified man who shot himself in that
city yesterday in a baseball park. The
man resembled Dr. Grippen in many
particulars, being about the doctor's
age and stature and wearing a short
mustache, which appeared to have
been trimmed recently. Grippen had
a long mustache of dark brown when
he left London.

The Mutilated Body.

London, July 15.—While the police
authorities were exhausting thelr re-
sources to lay hands on Dr. Hawley
H. Grippen, the American, and his
companion physiclans were examining
the mutilated body of his wife, with a
view of determining the manner In
which the murder was done. The
finding in the cellar of a revolver gave
rise this afternoon to the report that
the vaudeville artist had been shot
before the body was battered into an
unrecognizable mass and buried In
quicklime in the cellar of the Grippen
home at Hill Drop Crescent, North
London. It is reported also that traces
of pofson had been found by the doc-
tors. 'The latter will present thelr
theories at an inquest to be held to-
morrow.

It is stated that Mrs. Grip-
pen objected to the presence of the
young lady in her husband's office and
that his refusal to dismiss ber led to
frequent quarrels between husband
and wife.

Etory Told by Grippen.

Some time after Mrs.
appeared, Miss Leneve appeared in
public with I Grippen, who introduc

d her as his wife. To acquaintances
the doctor said that his former wife
had left him following a quarrel and
that she had subsequently died

The police say Grippen and Miss
Leneve left the Grippen home togeth-
er some time the latter part of last
week. They are still convinced that
the two fled the country, sailing either
for the United States or the Contin
ent. At the same time both have
been reported as having been seen in
different parts of the country, and if
the anthors of these reports are not
mistaken the two have separated. If
this is the case the police believe that
their separation is only temporary and
in the hope of thus avolding detec-
tion.

The officlals are leaving no avenue
of escape They have notified the
authorities at every port to watol
steamers that have recently sailed
from this country, in the possibility
that Grippen and Miss Leneve will be
found among their passengers and
have asked for the arrest of the two
wherever found. The police are also
searching and following every clue
throughout Great Britain.

Pleas for Mercy Heard.

The first story of what may have
been the actual committal of the
erime was told today by a neighbor
of Dr. Hawley H. Crippen, in the cel-
lar of whose home was unearthed the
body believed by the police to be that
of the physician's wife, the American
who was known on the stage as Belle
Elmore.

Since the discovery of the body the
disappearance of Dr. Crippen and his
ltypist, Miss Ethel Clara Leneve, the
Scotland Yard detectives have inquir-
ed diligently among those living in the
vicinity of thé Crippen home in Hill-
drop Crescent, North London, for
some information that would throw
some light on the domestic habits of
and wvelations of the doctor amd his
actress wife. Nothing helpful wa
learned until today when the proprie-
tress of a small shop at the rear of
the Crippen residence told of hearing
A woman's scream and pleas for mer-
cy arising seemingly from the cellar
in which the burned and mutilated
corpse was later found. Mrs. Crippen
disappeared in February last. It was
four or five months ago ‘when the

lacreams were heard, the woman said.
Her shop overlooks a little garden at
the back of the Crippen home.

ON PENNSYLYANI

in its Favor, Leaders Confer
With General Manager

ASK COMPANY TO
SUBMIT COMPROMISE

Another Meeting of Representa-
tives of Conflicting Interests
to be Held Today

Philadelphia, Pa., July 16—by a vote

ilof 12,781 to 1,413 the conductors and

trainmen on the Pennsylvania Rail-
road east of Pittsbutg, have agreed to
strike in case thelr general commit-
tee 1s not able to make terms with

As soon as the strike ballots were
counted and the result made known,
today, the General Committee, con-
sisting of 120 members from all parts
of Pennsylvania, New York, New Jer-
sey and Maryland, who are now in
Philadelphla, called upon Mr, W. H.
Myers, general manager of the com-
pany and held an hours' conference
with him,

The men reiterated their demands
for a standardization of working con-
ditions and asked that g ten hour day
be placed in force, as on other roads.
They again admitted that the Pennsyl-
vania pays higher wages generally
than others, but they want a ten hour
day instead of one of eleven hours.
As they stated before, however, they
will adhere to retaining the eleven
hour rates.

Stands By First Reply.

To this Myers replied that he stood
by the original reply of the company,
and that he was willing to grant a ten
hour day and any other conditions
tending towards standardization, pro-
vided that it did not increase the ex-
penses of the company. He declared
that the financial affairs of the com-
pany were not in the best of condition
at present and that it would be im-
possible to pay higher wages than are
now given.

At the dlose of the conference,
which was congducted without friction,
he men asked the company to make
a4 compromise proposal to them and
requested the gen. manager to meet
them again tomorrow. He would not
say positively that the company would
compromise, but he agreed to meet
the entire committee again. They will
hold a conference tomorrow morning
at 11 o'clock.

Notlified of Strike Vote.

Before conferring with Mr. Myers
the committee held a secret session
in Odd Fellows Temple. The final
count of the vote was made and the
result was sent to Mr. Myers by mes-
senger. He immediately arranged for
a conference, and at four o'clock the
120 members of the commiitee went
into his office

A. B. Garretson, president of the Or
der of Railway Conductors, and W.*G
Lee, president of the Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen, acted as spokes-
men for the committee. At the open-
ing of the meeting Mr. Garretson an-
nounced the result of the vote in de-
tail. fd that 1,863 cnndmmm
had ' and 448 “no,” and
that 10, ')l\ lymnnu 'n had voted “yes”
and 9656 “no.” He added that those
who had not voted were counted as
voting “no.”
