EVENING SESSION.
This evening, when the subsidy act 

was under discussion, Mr. Gillespie, 
of Northumberland, moved the fol­
lowing amendment to the second sub 
section ot the bill.

To strike out all after the word 
Derby and add, “or to the parishes 
of Southesk and Nelson, or to Wilson's 
Point, iu said county of Northumber­
land.”

Mr. Gillespie argued that the route

Fredericton, April 5.
The greater portion of the morning 

and an hour this afternoon was de­
voted lo di-cussing the bill incorpora- 
:ing the Fredericton and St. Mary’s 
Railway Company, or rather the four­
teenth section, which provided that it 
the bridge be built for foot and car­
riage traffic only, lho company may 
dispose of the same lo the Govern­
ment, «to be thereafter supported as 
part of the great road and bridge ser­
vice of the Province.

The section was ably supported by 
the York members, but was finally 
withdrawn in deference to the opinion 
ot a majority of the House. The bill 
was then passed wilhont division.

Mr. Butler committed the bill to dé­
fi .e the duties of constables, special 
constables and policemen, Mr. White 
(Sunbnry) in the chair. The bill pro­
vides for the dismissal of all officers 
who refuse to enforce the Canada 
Tetnperançe Act, and gives a bonus 
of$lfftT> theYfficer for each conviction.

The bill drew forth a lively debate. 
Hon. Mr. A lams vigorously opposed 
it as a premium for informers tint] an 
insult to faithful officers. He held 
that if the Canada Temperance Act 
was defective it was the'dnlv of the 
Dominion Parliumeut and not the Lo­
cal Legislatures to perfect it. He 
moved the three months’ hoist.

IIoj. Mr. Haniugtorç. lavored the 
bill speaking at some length in hearty 
support of it and expressing his friend­
ship for the Canada Temperance Act.

Hnn. Mr. Adams pointed out that 
by the Act no portion of a fin■■ went 
to the informer, and argued that it 
was incompetent for the Local Legis­
lature to divert the fine or any portion 
of it.

The debate was participated in by 
Messrs. Blair, Savre, Landry, Ritchie, 
Hanington and Fraser up to six o’­
clock.

EVENING SESSION.
At the evening session, Adams ask­

ed that progress be reported on the 
hill. The debate was continued by 
Butler, Davidson, Barbarie, Sayre, 
Fraser and Colter, when the motion 
to report progress was defeated by 11 
to 15.
